The City’s first European resident, Adam Armstrong, had his legacy celebrated
at an official plaque unveiling for the City’s newest pavilion at David
Cruickshank Reserve on 27 July, 2016.

The City of Nedlands and descendants of four of Adam’s children - Francis
Fraser Armstrong, George Drummond Armstrong, Adam Armstrong Junior, and
Christopher Armstrong came together at a private ceremony to officially name
the Adam Armstrong Pavilion. Descendants came from as far away as
Yallingup, Busselton, Cowaramup, and Northam. The City of Nedlands Mayor
Max Hipkins said he was pleased the City hosted a ceremony for the unveiling
of a plaque to officially name the Adam Armstrong Pavilion. “Adam Armstrong
played a pivotal role in the early settlement of Nedlands, in naming Dalkeith. We
were pleased to welcome several descendants of Adam Armstrong. It was a
special occasion for both the City and the family to celebrate Adam’s legacy in
the founding of the City. | would like to thank Councillor lan Argyle for
researching Adam’s achievements and for nominating him as the namesake of
this building.” Speaking on behalf of the descendants of Adam Armstrong,
Shellie Cummings, a descendant of Adam’s youngest child Christopher, said: “It

Adam Armstrong: the man behind the name

Adam Armstrong was born on 23 February 1788. A widowed Scottish father of
six, he set sail on board the Gilmore, along with 169 other settlers on 18 July
1829. He arrived in Swan River settlement on 15 December 1829. “Armstrong
showed strong pioneering spirit and foresight. The Swan River was a tiny
settlement, a very long way from Scotland. The differences must have seemed
immense to the early settlers - the landscape daunting and unfamiliar, the flora
and fauna outlandish, the climate harsh, especially when they had to construct
their own dwellings,” said Mayor Hipkins.

Armstrong had worked in London for Thomas Peel, who enthusiastically
promoted the Swan River Colony. Armstrong was Peel’s managing clerk and
travel agent, interviewing prospective emigrants to the Colony. Before departing
on the Gilmore, Armstrong signed a contract to work for Peel in the Colony as
an accountant and surveyor. Peel had chartered the Gilmore from the UK and
had guaranteed to Governor Stirling that he would arrive in the new colony by 1
November of 1829 in return for large land grants. When he arrived six weeks
late, Governor Stirling told him that the land grant was void, so the Governor
granted Peel 250,000 acres of land further south, in what would become the
Peel region. Armstrong helped Thomas Peel survey his vast land grant which
stretched from Rockingham to Mandurah, up the Murray River to Pinjarra and
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Generation 1 (cont.)

toward the Serpentine. As an employee of Thomas Peel, he was entitled to an
allotment of land, so he chose a block of 1,350 acres adjoining the Murray
River. He named this property Ravenswood. It was desperately hard going, as
the Armstrong family followed Thomas Peel’s declining fortunes - stock and
stores did not arrive from England as expected, Peel got into a duel with a
ship’s captain and there was no food - malnutrition and disease were rife among
the settlers Peel had brought over. Having lived in poor conditions for 18
months, the family decided to move. While in Perth, Adam stayed with his friend
Captain Mark Currie, and discovered that no other settler had taken up Swan
Location 85. He made a submission to obtain the grant. In July 1831 Adam and
his family sailed to Fremantle and then onto Perth, a journey of almost four
days.

Nedlands’ first European resident

On 8 September 1831, the grant was approved for Swan Location 85 of 320
acres. Armstrong had officially became Nedlands’ first permanent resident. The
family set out to develop their new property on the Swan River which Armstrong
named Dalkeith Farm. Today, the area is around the junction of Birdwood
Parade and Waratah Avenue. The family lived in a tent while Armstrong built a
cottage using limestone from the slopes of Birdwood Parade, naming the
building Dalkeith Cottage. The Cottage stood on the Swan River on the flat
below the location now occupied by Gallop House. The family probably cleared
the land by hand or by burning. They felled trees and built brushwood fences to
protect their patches of garden and crop from emus and wallabies, and soon
established an orchard and vegetable garden. It was back-breaking work. On
Dalkeith Farm he dug a well for fresh water, which can be seen today at the
bottom of the stairs in front of Gallop House. He was the first person to grow
grapes and figs for commercial purposes and farmed the best goat run in the
Colony. His original farm was eventually bought by James Gallop who built a
two-storey house in the 1870’s now known as Gallop House. The house was
bought by the state government in 1911 before being restored in 1963-64.
Armstrong died in Ravenswood in 1853, aged 67.

DEATH OF MR. F. F. ARMSTRONG.

The rapidly-decreasing band of old Colonists has suffered further diminution by
the death of Mr. Francis Fraser Armstrong, which his friends will regret to learn
took place at his residence in Mackie street on Saturday morning. The
deceased gentleman might indeed be accounted one of the earliest of Western
Australian settlers, he having arrived in the colony in November, 1829, by the
ship Gilmour. Mr. Armstrong's father, aunt, and several of his uncles had been
attracted to the Swan River Settlement, as it was then called, and left their
homes in Edinburgh, of which city the deceased was a native, to try their
fortunes in the new land. Mr. F. Armstrong was then a lad 17 years of age. He
had not long been in the colony before he entered the employment of Mr.
Fletcher Moore, and kept a small store in what is now Bazaar Terrace, facing
the pavilion on the recreation ground. Later on he was employed by the late Mr.
George Shenton, father of the present President of the Legislative Council, and
managed his store in St. George's-terrace, for many years. After this, Mr.
Armstrong entered into business for himself as a grain and produce and
commission agent, and in this business, which he carried on conjointly with
several other ventures, he acquired a comfortable competence, and some years
ago was able to retire. In 1834 he received the appointment of native interpreter
to the Courts of Justice. Mr, Armstrong had from the time he arrived in the
colony, interested himself very much in the aboriginal natives, and was placed
in charge of the first native and half-cast mission for boys, his wife taking control
of a similar institution for girls. There were probably few men in Western
Australia who had a better knowledge of the different southern and
south-western districts than he, which caused his services as a linguist in
interpreting between the Court and the natives to be very valuable He also had
an intimate acquaintance with the manner of life and the customs and practices
of the native tribes, and copies of a pamphlet written by him dealing with the
language and life of the natives were in existence a few years ago, if they are
not now, giving an interesting account of his observations of the natives in the
early stages of the colony's history. Another public position held by Mr.
Armstrong for very many years was that of City Rate Collector in the earlier
days of the municipality, and to this he brought, as indeed he did to everything
he under took, the most unwearied and capable energies. Of late years Mr.
Armstrong led a very retired life. Always modest and unassuming, he shrank
from anything like publicity, and there are probably few living at the present time
who could tell a tithe of the good quietly and unostentatiously performed by
Francis Fraser Armstrong. He was one of the foremost men in Wesley Church
until increasing years compelled him to give place to the younger spirits. With
other equally devoted earnest Methodists, his name is associated in the
founding of the Wesleyan Methodist Sunday School in this colony. He also
laboured in the same quiet way in the cause of temperance and other social
reforms, and, in a word, in his own, modest manner displayed very many the
best qualities worthy of a good of citizen. Mr. Armstrong married, in 1836, Mary,
the second daughter of the late Mr. T. W. Mews, and who pre-deceased her
husband in 1886. By her he had four sons and five daughters, all of whom are
living, and his descendants also numbered sixty-five grand-children and
eighteen great-grand-children. The eldest of his children are Mr. F. G.
Armstrong and Mr. A. W. Armstrong, Mrs. J. R. Stirling and Mrs. H. Pearce. An
interesting fact connected with the deceased gentleman is, that he was an

immediate decendant of Nathaniel Gow, the composer of the well-known song
"Caller Herrin," and who himself was the son of a well-known Scottish violinist.
Niel Gow. For some time past, Mr. Armstrong had been in indifferent health. His
increasing years told on him, and recently he was attacked with influenza. Last
Easter he took to his bed, from which he never rose again, and on Wednesday
last his medical attendant pronounced his case hopeless. He breathed his last
at the good old age of eighty-four years.

THE FUNERAL.

The funeral took place at half-past three o'clock yesterday afternoon, when the
body of the deceased gentleman was interred in Wesley Cemetery, East Perth.
The body was enclosed in a handsome coffin, and, covered with wreaths and
crosses, was borne in the hearse to Wesley Church, William-street, where the
first part of the Burial service was performed by the Rev. G. E. Rowe, assisted
by the Rev. C. A. Jenkins. Mr. Rowe delivered an address, in which he bore
testimony to the deceased gentleman's many virtues, and referred to the
valuable and devoted services which had been rendered to the church by Mr.
Armstrong, who, since the death of Mr. G. Lazenby some time ago, had been its
eldest member. At the conclusion of the Service, which took place in the
presence of a large congregation, the procession was again formed, and
wended its way to the cemetery, where the coffin was lowered to the grave, the
Rev. C. A. Jenkins officiating. The pall-bearers were Mr. John Arnold, Mr. H. G.
Stirling, Mr. G. Randell, senr., Major T. Sherwood, Mr. H. Strickland, senr., and
Mr. G. Glyde, sen. The chief mourners were Mr. F. G. Armstrong, Mr. A. W.
Armstrong, and Mr. T. B. Armstrong (sons), Mr. H. Pearce, Mr. John Stirling, Mr.
C. Spencer, and Mr. J. Aitcheson (sons-in-law), Mr. John Mews, Mr. James
Mews, and Mr. T Mews (brothers-in-law), and a considerable number of the
grandsons and nephews of Deceased. Wreaths and crosses were sent by Mr.
F. Spencer, Auditor General, Sir George Shenton, President of the Legislative
Council, Mr. and Mrs. C. Spencer, Mrs. J. O'connell, and a number of his
grand-children and other relatives besides many of his friends. Several of the
wreaths and crosses were tied with the tartan ribband of the Scottish clan to
which Mr. Armstrong's family belongs. The funeral arrangements were carried
out by Messrs Bowra and O'Dea. West Australian, 24 May 1897, p. 2.

Among the passengers on the ship Gilmore, which arrived in 1829, was Captain
Armstrong, a Waterloo veteran, whose wife was a daughter of Neil Gow, the
celebrated Scottish violinist and composer. Whether the mantle of the famous
musician has fallen upon any of his numerous descendants in Western
Australia, has yet to be demonstrated, but certainly the military instinct that
distinguished Armstrong who fought under Wellington, seems to have been
transmitted to succeeding generations, for it is said that the names of no fewer
than fifty of the clan are recorded upon various rolls of honour throughout the
State.

The garden fete held at " Caenwood," Tennyson street, St. Kilda, on Saturday
afternoon and evening, December 1, in aid of the funds of Holy Trinity Church,
Balaclava, proved a great success.

The
produce stall was in charge of Mrs. Harricks, Mrs. Larking, Mrs. Cushing and Mrs.
Walpole, who also did a thriving trade , with their splendid stock of goods. The fancy
stall, which contained a great quantify of very fine articles of ware, and a variety of
needle work, was in charge of Mrs. Torrance. The confectionery was presided over
by Mrs. Richards. The stock of " sweets " was very artistically arranged and
displayed the most tempting sweets to the greatest advantage. The pretty flower
stall was in the hands of Mrs. Sparrow and Miss Knox. There were also numerous
side-shows, such as Punch and Judy, performing dogs, a merry-go-round, and not
the least enjoyable, May-pole dancing in a sheltered part of the lawn. At six o'clock
Mrs. Booth gave " high tea" in the marquee. Later on the grounds were illuminated
with coloured lamps and Chinese lanterns, and a very lovely effect was obtained.
All the side-shows continued to attract, and the Pastoral Tableaux formed a most
pleasant item on the programme of amusements. The principals in the tableaux
were Miss Jerrard, Mr. Parsons and Mr. Claxton, The performance of the Balaclava
Athletic Club was also very interesting, and went towards making the fete one of the
most enjoyable that has been given this season.

History

The site on the south-west corner of John and Tennyson Street was formerly
occupied by Caenwood, one of Elwood’s last surviving mansion estates. Occupied
by John Booth from the mid-1890s, the mansion was converted into a guest house
after his widow’s death in 1943, but otherwise retained a notably substantial
curtilage. The vast Tennyson Street frontage was finally

subdivided in the late 1950s, creating four large allotments. The first (now No 63)
was gazetted in November 1959, followed by three others (Nos 65-69) in July 1960.
These developed quickly, with new flats appearing in the Sands &amp;amp;
McDougall Directory for 1961. The block at No 63, the first to be completed, was
listed in the directory with three occupants, while the remaining three

blocks were listed simply as ‘flats’. The following year, however, the directory listed
the names of four residents at No 63, and six residents each at Nos 65, 67 and 69.
Of some interest is the fact that exactly half of the 22 tenants listed at that time
were married (or widowed) women. The Caenwood mansion, meanwhile, remained
on a reduced (but still generous) allotment at the rear of the new flats, now with its
principal frontage to John Street. It was finally demolished in 1966 and the grounds
carved up to form Grieg Court - Elwood’s only 1960s subdivision. The original
stables were initially retained on Lot 4 (No 6), but were subsequently demolished
during

the 1970s for a large block of flats.

A SERVICEABLE PLOUGH.

At Rockingham, on the farm of .Mr. Adam Armstrong few days ago we had an opportunity of
witnessing at work a ' notion,’ in the shape of a plough, known as the Ladow pulverising harrow.
The plot of ground upon which the implement was at work at the time of our visit contained various
soils ranging from the heavy swamp to that of the thick loom and sand. The plough, which in some
respects is a very neat piece of machinery, appeared to be highly adapted from each description of
soil it passed over as with one man and two horses, it turned up in a few hours five acres of
ground, which, with the old-fashioned plough, could not have been done under as many days. The
Ladow pulverising barrow is a plough of peculiar shape, its entire feature being twelve steel discs,
the shape of plates, revolving upon an axle, and which are pressed into the ground by the driver's
weight, and so regulated by him according to the condition and quality of the soil. In a Colony such
as this, where skilled farming labour is such an important item to our agriculturalists, the Ladow
pulverising harrow plough is to be commended to the consideration of all who may be engaged in
farming pursuits. Messrs. J. and W. Bateman, of Fremnntle are the Agents for these useful
implements, the value of which have only to be made known to be appreciated by all classes of the
farming community.

DEATH OF AN OLD RESIDENT OF FREMANTLE.

The oldest surviving representative of the Armstrong family, the
original members of which arrived at Fremantle by the ship
Gilmore, in the year 1829, passed peacefully away at East
Fremantle yesterday morning, in her 72nd year. The deceased
lady, Miss Margaret Louisa Armstrong, was a daughter of the
late Mr. and Mrs. Adam Armstrong, and owing to the death of
her mother in the year 1873, she undertook the responsibilities
incidental to the upbringing of a large family of brothers and
sisters, among whom are Mrs. John Bateman, of East
Fremantle, Mrs. Horace Stirling, of South Perth, and Mrs. F. W.

Dalkeith Link By G.C.L. THE naming of Perth's suburb of Dalkeith was recalled
when Wil-liam Francis Armstrong, a grandson of Francis Fraser Armstrong, died in
Sydney recently. Francis Fraser Armstrong was one of a family of five sons and one
daughter who reached this State in September, 1829, in the ship Gilmore. The
family settled on the north-ern bank of the Swan River where Waratah-avenue and
Birdwood parade meet, and named the site Dalkeith in memory of their home town
in Scotland. The property was later termed Gallop's Gardens, but that part of the
river foreshore is still known as Armstrong's Spit and the neighbouring district as
Dal-keith. Francis Fraser Armstrong was a foundation member of Wesley Church,
Perth, and was associated with its work from its inception fol-lowing the arrival in the
ship Tranby of the Hardys and Clarksons and others in 1830. He taught at the
Sunday school which met in the first Wesleyan chapel erected in Murray-street in
1834. He is to be remembered mainly, however, for his work among the aborigines.
From his arrival, at the age of 16, he mixed freely with them, observing their
customs and learning their language. He was ap-pointed official interpreter for the
natives at a salary of £90 a year in 1834. Several years later, in a dispatch to the
then Secretary of State for the Colonies (Lord Stanley), Gov-ernor Hutt wrote
appreciatively of Armstrong's care of the interest of the natives "both in Court and
out of it." Native School. With his wife he conducted a school for natives at "Mt.
Eliza Bay," where instruction in reading, arithmetic and Christianity was given. The
natives attending were given much freedom and could, if they wished, live at the
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institution. Armstrong assisted George Flet-cher Moore, the Advocate-General, and
Charles Symmons, the Protector, of Aborigines, in the compilation of their
vocabularies (both published in 1842), and his assistance to Capt. (later Sir)
George Grey was ac-knowledged in Grey's writings. One of his self-set tasks was
the compil-ation of a dictionary of native birds, their plumage, habits and calls. He
was well known by the Rev. C. A. Jenkins, of Perth, who was at his bedside when
he died in 1897 at the age of 84, and who conducted the funeral service at the old
East Perth cemetery. Mr. William Francis Armstrong was born at Fremantle in 1893
and educated at the Fremantle Boys' School, and the Christian Brothers' College,
Perth, where he was the champion runner and swimmer in his day.

OLD TIME MEMORIES. (By Hugh Kalyptus.)

By the death of Mr. James Pearse, who was an ex-Mayor of North Fremantle and one of the
State's senior honorary magis-trates, the last of the five sons of the orig-inal Pearse family has
passed away. The name of Pearse is synonymous with the history of Fremantle, where Mr. and
Mrs. Pearse, senior, landed during the early thirties. Of their family, of five sons and three
daughters, only Mrs. Lawrence Hend-erson and Mrs. Frank Bateman survive; Mrs. Thomas
Corrigan, the eldest daughter of the Pearse family, whose husband was a member of the staff of
the Fremantle "Herald," of the seventies, having died a few months ago. The late James Pearse,
with his brothers Silas and George, inaugurated the tanning and boot business of Pearse Brothers,
at North Fremantle, during the seventies, in the activities of which he was identified up to the time
of his death. Mrs. Pearse, senior, was a member of the original Glyde family, who arrived at
Fremantle by the old London liner Rockingham in the year 1830. For many years the brothers Silas
and George Pearse traded as butchers, pastoral-ists and shipowners, under the style of W. S. and
G. Pearse In their shipping department, during the sixties and the seventies they were associated
with the late Captain William Owston, in the ownership of the barque Eliza Blanche (Captain John
Hen-fry) and, with the late William Edward Marmion (Fremantle's noblest son), in the ownership of
the clipper barque Amur and several schooners. The hull of the Amur, which her owner (Captain
Watson) sailed from London to Fremantle and sold to Messrs Pearse and Marmion for £2,000, is
now on the foreshore between Clarence and Rockingham, within a few miles of the remains of that
vessel's original owner, who as one of the passengers in Chipper's red-and-yellow mail van to
Albany, en route to London, by steamer, from that port, strayed into the bush between the 36-mile
police station and the Williams, and was never afterwards seen alive; his remains being found by
the police and buried in the East Perth cemetery. Aided by their shipping interests, the firm of
Pearse and Marmion were among the State's earliest pioneers in opening up the Nor'-West
settlements, their smart schooner Mary (in charge of Robert Owen said, afterwards, Peter
Littlejohn) having assisted the Amur (Captain Henry O'Grady) in conveying stock and provisions to
those far distant localities and returning to Fremantle with mails, wool, pearls, and pearlishell for
transhipment to the European markets. During one of the Amur's voyages to Wyndham she
conveyed the members of the Forrest survey party, at the head of which was the late Lord Forrest.

Hally Kienzle was living in Fiji with her German-born husband when war broke out
in 1914. Although her husband was a naturalised British subject, he and his family
were deported to Australia for internment as enemy aliens. From October 1917 they
were interned in the Bourke Concentration Camp before they were transferred to
the Molonglo Concentration Camp in May 1918. Hally was released on parole on 29
May 1919 while her husband was imprisoned in Holsworthy Camp until 22 October
1919.

Fourth generation Australian, Mena Hallett 'Hally' Pearse was the second of ten
children, born to Jessie Alice (nee Armstrong) and James Pearse in Fremantle,
Western Australia on 3 April 1879. James Pearse was a prominent businessman
whose shoe manufacturing business, later known as Pearse and Swan, became a
major company in Western Australia. He served as a councillor for Fremantle
1883-1895, for North Fremantle 1895-1917 and as Mayor of North Fremantle from
1898-1901.

On 11 September 1915, Hally married German-born Alfred Thomas Karl Kienzle at
the Anglican Church, Levuka, Fiji. Alfred’s first wife had died soon after childbirth in
1914 leaving him with four young children - baby Wallace born in 1914, Elsa born in
1910, Laura born in 1907 and Herbert 'Bert' Thomson Kienzle born in 1905. During
World War Two Bert became known as the ‘architect of Kokoda' after establishing
the legendary Kokoda Trail, a crucial transport route in Papua New Guinea,
enabling the transport of food, munitions and medical supplies to Australian troops.
Alfred, from Stuttgart, managed German-owned Hedeman & Evers, exporters of
copra and sugar, in Levuka. He had been a naturalised British subject since 7 June
1902, but in the growing anti-German sentiment in British colonies, naturalisation
neither provided protection nor was considered to guarantee loyalty to Britain.
Australia willingly imprisoned people from the Pacific, Asia and Africa considered
enemy aliens because of their places of birth, possibly because of concerns about
German expansion in the Pacific as much as concerns about loyalty. Suspected of
having pronounced German sympathies because of an incident in which he
knocked a picture of King George off the wall, by his account accidentally, Alfred
was arrested and deported to Australia in May 1916 with the first shipment of
enemy aliens, and interned at Trial Bay, New South Wales, the camp for the elite -
merchants, naval officers, physicians, priests, university lecturers and German
consuls. From 20 November 1916, Alfred appealed on several grounds to the
Governor of Fiji, the Governor-General of Australia, the Minister for Defence, the
British Secretary of State for the Colonies in London, and Justice John Musgrave
Harvey who was the Official Visitor to Prisoner of War Internment Camps. The
appeals included one on the ground of ill health which he attributed to his treatment
when initially interned and for which he required surgery. After a Court of Inquiry did
not uphold his complaint he requested to be sent to England as a British subject to

appeal his case before the Privy Council. Another appeal concerned his deportation
from Fiji and the liquidation of his business and sale of his assets, including the
family home, in Fiji. None were successful and in October 1917 Hally and the four
Kienzle children were also deported from Fiji to Australia, despite the fact that they
were all natural-born British subjects. Hally's sister, Daisy Schoeffel who was
married to Kienzle's cousin, was deported at the same time with her two children.
Both Hally and Daisy believed they were being removed from Fiji for their own
protection because of the increasing anti-German sentiment among the European
population in Fiji, however on arrival in Sydney they were heavily guarded and were
not permitted communication with Australian relatives or friends. They were
transported to Bourke Concentration Camp, New South Wales, a camp which
included many families. There Hally requested to be interned with her husband, as
did Daisy Schoeffel. Alfred Kienzle was transferred to Bourke.

The official paperwork for Hally's internment states clearly that she was born in
Australia, and that her parents were both British subjects in those days before
Australian citizenship existed. The handwritten official internment documents for
Hally and the four children record a special observation that 'As a natural born
British subject will hold the government of the Commonwealth of Australia
responsible and claim full damages for wrongful and illegal detention.’ However
neither family was ever compensated.

Conditions at Bourke were poor. Hally's sister Daisy recorded in her diary on arrival
at Bourke ‘once | was able to get some candles from a store nearby and we were
able to see the state of the rooms we had to live in, we women just broke down...
Filthy conditions.’ They were given sacks of straw for bedding, rusty tin plates and
mugs for eating and an old tin wash bucket for cooking. They had to wash their
children under a tap in the backyard and cook on a stove made from four bricks and
an iron bar. They had not been permitted to take any money with them from Fiji and
Bourke meat and bread rations were often fly blown so they relied on fellow
prisoners for food. Dysentery was rife and medical care scant.

After a German national, Georg Krafft, formerly German consul in Fiji, died of
heatstroke in February 1918 the Swiss Consul, on behalf of Germany, objected to
the Australian government about conditions at Bourke. As a result, in May 1918,
families imprisoned at Bourke were moved to the Molonglo Concentration Camp at
Fyshwick in the Federal Capital Territory (now the Australian Capital Territory). The
camp comprised a series of wooden huts radiating out from an administrative
centre, on a flat treeless plain. Built for around 3000 enemy aliens Britain planned
to deport to Australia from China, the plan was dropped after German objections
and threats of repercussions on British internees in Germany.

Conditions were generally better at Molonglo that at Bourke, as was their treatment
under the camp leadership of former journalist Brigadier General Spencer Browne.
Rations were fresher and more plentiful, but they suffered from the cold Canberra
winter in poorly built wooden huts that kept out neither rain nor wind. They also
suffered from the noise involved in living in wooden huts at close quarters with one
another.

The prisoners created gardens, started a drama group and converted one of the
huts to a theatre, developed an orchestra, established a school for the children and
generally tried to make life as liveable as possible. Brigadier General Spencer
Browne permitted occasional shopping trips to Queanbeyan for the prisoners and
picnics by the Molonglo River. But still, they were prisoners and looked forward to
freedom.

Although the war ended on 11 November 1918 the prisoners were not freed until 22
May 1919 when Hally was released on parole. At this point, Daisy Schoeffel wrote
to Western Australian Member of Parliament the Hon. Henry Gregory appealing for
his help to her family and her sister Hally's family avoiding deportation to Germany
along with other 'enemy aliens'. In the letter to Gregory, Daisy told him: 'what hurt
us more than all the insults and hardships we were forced to endure during our 2
years internment, was the fact that we should have to suffer all this at the hands of
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our own men and in our country!" She said they were made to feel like criminals and
brought shame on their family. Hally was ill at the time but she endorsed the letter,
saying that her sister had only mentioned a few of their sufferings: 'to describe them
all she would have to write a book.' (NAA: CRS 457, Item 406/1; Fischer 1989).

In the letter Daisy also appealed to Gregory for Alfred Kienzle's release. He had
been transferred to Holsworthy Concentration Camp, near Liverpool south-west of
Sydney, where he was held until October. Most enemy aliens were either forcibly or
voluntarily deported to Germany. The Kienzle and Schoeffel families avoided
deportation through appeals to the authorities by them and their influential family in
Western Australia. The Fiji Legislative Council had passed an ordinance in August
1919 prohibiting former enemy aliens from returning to the island. By October 1919
when Alfred was released, the family was destitute with nowhere to go. They spent
time in a Salvation Army facility in central Sydney while Alfred sought work, a
challenge because returned soldiers were favoured over enemy aliens, however he
was eventually successful.

Both during and after interment, Hally suffered from the nervous disorders
developed by many internees. On top of the trauma of imprisonment in her own
country, she struggled with the four children of her husband's previous marriage,
three of whom did not accept her. After release, the three elder children were sent
to Germany to complete their education, easing the situation for her, and by the
time they returned in 1925 they had matured and her health had improved a little,
but she had been affected both mentally and physically by imprisonment.

It did not end there. In 1926 when Hally wished to buy a house for the family in
Sydney, Military Intelligence forced her to withdraw from the sale contract. She was
refused permission to purchase under the War Precautions (Land Transfer)
Regulations because of her husband's German origin and the property's proximity
to Botany Bay 2 miles away.

In 1933, with the rise of National Socialism in Germany and scarred by their
experiences during World War One, Alfred and Hally changed their name by deed
poll to Kingsley. They eventually moved to Papua where Bert and Wallace had
established a business. She died there on 11 April 1956.

Late Mrs. M. Bateman. The death of Mrs. Mary Bateman, the widow of the late
Mr. J. W. Bateman, which took place yesterday morning at her home at East
Fremantle, severs another link with the early listory of the State. The late Mrs.
Bateman was, before her marriage, Miss Mary Armstrong, the daughter of Mr.

born at Ravenswood 90 years ago. She celebrated her 90th birthday on
September 10.Mrs. Mrs. Bateman's husband, who died about 36 years ago,
was the eldest son of the late Mr. John Bateman., of Fremantle, who was
among the earliest pioneers of this State. They were married at the Johnston
Memorial Church in Fremantle by the late Rev. Joseph Johnston. They had
seven sons (two of whom were killed in the Great War) and are survived by five
sons, Messrs. John, Lewis, Guy, Vernon end Charles Bateman, and one
daughter, Mrs. H. K. Maley. Mrs. Bateman's death was not unexpected, as she
had been ailing for some time, although it is only a few weeks since she
celebrated her 90th birthday with a party, arranged by her daughter. The
funeral, which will take place at the Fremantle Cemetery at 11.30 am. today,
will" be preceded by a s-rvice at the Johnston Memorial Congregational Church,
Fremantle, at 11 o'clock.

OBITUARY MR. J. W. BATEMAN.

In the early hours of Friday, May 17, there passed away, at his residence, in North Fremantle, Mr.
J. W. Bateman, eldest son of Mr. John Bateman, and principal of the well-known firm of J. and W.
Bateman. By his death, which was primarily due to ptomaine poison-ing, Fremantle has lost one of
her most prominent citizens. Of him it is said that he was in indefatigable worker, a man of few
words, but of unusual experience in all matters relating to shipping and commerce; a man of sound
Jjudgment, sincerity of purpose, and one for whom many residents have been in the habit of
obtaining sound advice. He was unassuming in manner, and, although not having taken any of the
higher public offices, had always manifested a keen interest in all movements having for their
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object the good of the State and the district in which he resided. He was a man respected and
admired for a manly, honestspoken opinion, which always commanded attention. His death is a
loss to the community, which can ill afford to lose such an upright and loyal citizen. The history of
Mr. Bateman's life in Western Australia is really a record of the progress of the State, for with the
increased prosperity of the land of his birth his business connections correspondingly rose. Born in
Fremantle in 1852, he was the eldest son of Mr. John Bateman, shipowner and pioneer, who in the
early days of Western Australia was interested in the whaling industry, in lightering, and in the
coastal, Singapore, Chinese, and Mauritius trades. Mr. Bateman, senior, who survives the
deceased, sent his son to school in Fremantle, and later on to Bishop Hale's School. In his younger
days Mr. J. W. Bateman was passionately fond of the more arduous forms of sport. In the early
sixties the firm of J. and W. Bateman was formed, and carried on an extensive trade along the
coast and to Singapore, China, and Mauritius, a greater portion of the shipping from this country to
those lands being in their hands. The deceased ultimately entered his father's firm, and early
evinced that keen business ability and foresight which in later years stood him in good stead, and
was chiefly responsible for his successful career. In 1880 he married Mary, daughter of Adam
Armstrong, an old colonist. The demands of the business, which came more and more under his
direct control, did not prevent him from interesting himself in the welfare of the State and of
Fremantle in particular. He was the founder of the W.A. Shipping Association, and was chairman of
directors of that body for many years. For over five years he presided over the affairs of the
Fremantle Chamber of Commerce. Under his guidance the firm, of which at the time of his death
he was the sole member, extended its operations over the whole of the State. As chairman of the
Fremantle Citizens League and member of several other bodies, he came into close contact with
the people of the Port, by whom he was held in deep respect, a fact which was emphasised last
week by the halfmasting of all flags. Mr. Bateman was attended from the commencement of his
fortnights illness by Dr. Martin, who called in other medical practitioners in consultation. Deceased
leaves a widow, a daughter, and seven, sons, the two eldest of whom have been engaged in their
father's firm for some years. Seldom in the history of Fremantle has a funeral approached the
dimensions of that of the late Mr. John Wesley Bateman, which took place on Saturday afternoon
from the residence, "Sydenham," Lukin street, North Fremantle. It was a marked tribute to the high
position held by Mr. Bateman as a public man, a leader of the mercantile community, and a
respected resident of Fremantle, a town in which he had practically resided all his life. Prior to the
cortege leaving "Sydenham," a short and deeply impressive service was conducted by the Rev. E.
Davies, of Johnston Memorial Congregational Church, at which the deceased had been a regular
attendant. There were present about 40 of his relatives. Afterwards the funeral procession started
for Fremantle Cemetery, and ere it reached the entrance there were no fewer than 150 vehicles
following the hearse. The route taken was along Swan street to the North Fremantle Bridge, along
East street and High street to the Cemetery gates. It was close on 5 o'clock before the service
began. The coffin was of massive oak, with carved mouldings and solid brass mountings, with
brass breastplate, on which was engraved, "John Wesley Bateman, died 17th May, 1907, aged 54
years." The following gentlemen acted as pallbearers:-Captain T. E. Shaw, Captain Rickers, Mr.
Barrymore, Mr. G. F. Moore, Mr. T. L. Harbutt, Mr. E. F. Duffield, Mr. W. Paterson, and Mr. A. G.
Leeds. The coffin was placed by the side of the grave, and the service was then commenced by
the Rev. E. Davies. It is estimated that about 2,000 people were around the grave. The chief
mourners were Messrs. John Bateman, sen (father), John W. Bateman, Louis L. Bateman, Herbert
P. Bateman, Guy Vernon Bateman, William Bateman, and Charles Bateman (sons), William A.
Bateman, Louis Bateman, and Samuel Bateman (brothers), F. Hollis, J. Higham, H. Higham, H.
Stirling, F. W. Koeppe, W. Armstrong and A. Armstrong (brothersinlaw), F. Bateman, M. Bateman,

Bateman, John Wesley (1852-1907) by G. C. Bolton (This article was published in
Australian Dictionary of Biography, Volume 1, (MUP), 1966)

(His father) John Bateman (1789-1855), merchant, was born in London. He was a silk mercer of
Cheapside in 1824 when he married Mary Ann Bennyfield. By this marriage he had three sons,
John (1824-1909), Walter (1826-1882) and Charles (b.1828) and six daughters. Bateman
emigrated to Western Australia in the Medina in 1830, and at the second sale of town lots bought
an acre (0.4 ha) block in Fremantle where he built a stone house and a store dealing in
merchandise of many kinds. He became postmaster at Fremantle in March 1833. From his register
of incoming letters it appears that the volume of business was seldom overwhelming. He was a
member of the Fremantle Town Trust from its foundation in 1848 to 1853, with one interval. His
chief claim to prominence was his part in establishing the Fremantle Whaling Co., which operated
in 1837 as a competitor of American whalers who victualled at the port. Its greatest rival, however,
was a Perth company also formed in 1837, but both seem to have succumbed to the depression of
the early 1840s. The sole memento of the Fremantle company was a tunnel, originally built to
transport their produce, which for many years ran between Arthur's Head and the Round House,
Fremantle. Bateman died on 3 April 1855 soon after his wife took over his duties as postmaster.
His sons took over the family business, which was formed into a company in 1857. Walter
Bateman also succeeded his mother as postmaster from April 1855 to November 1861, served on
the Town Trust in 1860, 1862, and 1864-65, and was chosen in Fremantle's first parliamentary
election for nomination to the Legislative Council, where he sat from 1868 to 1870. He sold his
share of the business to his brother John in 1872, and died unmarried on 24 September 1882.
John Bateman took no active role in politics, but throughout his long life zealously pushed
Fremantle's claims as a harbour, having an unrivalled knowledge of the near-by coast. He served
on a committee for a new jetty in 1871, and was one of the few witnesses called by the 1892 select
committee on the development of Fremantle Harbour. In 1890 he retired, selling his business to
John Wesley Bateman (1852-1907), the eldest of his four surviving sons by his marriage on 17
August 1850 to Rachel White, formerly of Sydenham, London. John Wesley Bateman was a
member of the Fremantle Town Council between 1880 and 1882, and president of the Fremantle
Chamber of Commerce from 1895 to 1900, at a time when the discovery of gold and the
construction of an artificial harbour at Fremantle brought unparalleled expansion to business in the
port. His descendants became prominent shareholders in the firm of J. & W. Bateman. As
exporters of timber, sandalwood and horses, and importers of sugar and other tropical produce, the
firm developed a considerable trade between Fremantle and south-east Asia during the century.
Until the coming of steamships in 1888, the firm had a monopoly of the coastal trade to the
north-west and the Kimberley, and continued to supply many sheep and cattle stations with stores
and credit well into the twentieth century.

THE DEATH OF LIEUT BATEMAN A SCION OF TWO OLD
FAMILIES.

(By "Hugh Kalyptus.")

The death of Lieut Herbert Bate-man, of the 28th Battalion,
announced in "The Daily News" of Monday, as having occurred
somewhere in France, while the gallant young officer was
leading his men against an attack by the enemy, removes
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another link in a family whose members, on both sides, were
associated with Western Austra-lia from 1829- the year of the
colony's foundation. The head of the Bateman clan was the
Lieutenant's great grand-father, who was Fremantle's first
post-master, the office having been built by the old pioneer, upon
a section that is now in the possession of Mr James Mews,
situated at the rear of the offices of Messrs. M. L. Moss and
Dwyer, the well-known solicitors. The two sons of Fremantle's
first postmaster, John and Walter, established the well-known
business of J. and W. Bateman in the middle thirties, hence the
concern, with that of Lionel Samson and Son, which dates back
to 1829, is the oldest com-mercial institution in the State. Of the
two Bateman brothers, John, who was the elder, married a
daughter of the late Mr Jabez White, of Cannington, their eldest
son being John Wesley, who was Lieutenant Bateman's father,
his mother being a daughter of Mr Adam Armstrong. Mr
Armstrongs' father, four brothers, and a sister arrived at
Clarence, near Rockingham, by the ship Gilmore, just three
months after Governor Stirling landed at Freman-tie. The family
hailed from the High-lands of Scotland, and brought from their
old home, in Dalkeith, several head of blood stock, together, with
considerable farming equipment, settling first on the northern
bank of the Swan, on the selection now known as Gallop's'
Garden, which they named Dalkeith. Subsequently the
Arm-strongs moved to Ravenswood, a few miles west of
Pinjarrah, which is still the property of one of the family-Mrs
Alfred Thomas, the proprietress of the Ravenswood hotelry,
being a grand-daughter of Captain Armstrong; who led one of
the Scottish regiments at Waterloo, under the Duke of
Wel-lington. Captain Armstrong's wife, who died at their Dalkeith
home in Scotland, was a daughter of the cele-brated violinist,
Neil Gow, whose descendants in Australia include the musical
Packer family, of Hobart. In one of his military engagements
Cap-tain Armstrong lost an eye, and after many vicissitudes
incident to the gi-gantic struggle between Wellington and
Napoleon, he, with his five stal-wart sons and their sister, who
sub-sequently married Mr Montgomery and went to reside in
Canada, left the old land to try his fortunes in the Swan River
Settlement, which a son of Sir Robert Peel, who was then
Eng-land’s Prime Minister, was booming throughout the Press of
the United Kingdom as a land of milk and honey. Of the five
Armstrong boys, Francis Fraser will be best remembered by
Perth folk, he having occupied the position of collector for the
City Coun-cil for many years, his well-set, port-ly frame seated
on his white-faced pony, Tommy, being a daily feature of the
Terrace. The old collector was popu-larly, known as Honest
Frank, his punctilious accuracy in monetary mat-ters being his
outstanding characteris-tic. The Armstrongs all had large
families, the eldest son of Francis Fra-ser, Mr Francis Gow
Armstrong, is now residing at Greenough, and is one of
Geraldton's ex-Mayors. The military vein evidently runs
throughout the Armstrong race, every one of the five sons being
represented at the Front. A grandson of Mr. George Armstrong,
Private Pearse, who is a son of Mr and Mrs James Pearse, of
North Fremantle, is at present fighting the Empire's battles
somewhere in France with Private Vernon Bateman, who left
Fremantle for Eqypt just af-ter the news came to hand that his
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younger brother, Corporal William, had fallen while in the
trenches at Gallipoli. The Armstrong clan at Fremantle,
Clarence, Greenough, South Perth, and as far distant as
Newtown and Yallingup, near Busselfon, have each sent their
units to the Empire's aid, and one is well within the mark by
stating that the descend-ants of the Waterloo veteran now doing
their bit for their King and country, border closely upon the half
-century. This brief and hurried re-view of a brave race of people
goes to demonstrate that the individual, whom we proudly point
to as Anzac, is the natural production of some of the best
Anglo-Saxon blood that left England, Ireland, Scotland, and
Wales, during the early part of last century, with the
determination to conquer the savage against heavy odds, and to
brave the battles and the breezes of what was then termed the
inhospitable Antipodes. And just as their forefathers kept up their
end at Trafalgar, Waterloo, Balaclava, and other great struggles
of their time, so the cubs of those old lions are doing to-day.
Hence the Anzac is neither a fluke nor a crea-tion of the day
before yesterday, but is one of Nature's gradual evolutions. It is
as natural for the Anzac to be a great fighter as it was for
Carbine to gallop, and as the blood of Musket and Mersey
improved under the sunny skies, and in the open spaces of
Aus-tralia, so the blood and stamina of the game old self-reliant
Anglo-Saxon race has, under like conditions, added to its
aggressive virility, the outcome of which has been that, just as
Aus-tralia has produced one of the best of horses, she has,
likewise, moulded the bravest fighting men in the world.

Pioneer's Death

Descendant Of Two Old Families

There died in Busselton recently a descendant of two of Western Australia's oldest
families, the founders of which arrived in the State in the year 1829. He was Mr.
Oswald Lindsay Armstrong, who was born at Noralup Park, Balingup, in 1874, and
who farmed the property Gregory Park on the Blackwood River until about 4 years
ago when he retired to live at Busselton, sharing his time between his sister Lily,
and brother Ernest. Mr. Armstrong was a member of the fourth generation of two
pioneering families. He was the great grandson of Richard Jones, who arrived in
W.A. on the ship "Lotus" in 1829, and of Captain Adam Armstrong who arrived in
the same year in the Gilmore. Mr. Jones was the original owner of the area
extending from the Commercial Union

Chambers to the Palace Hotel up William-street to Hay-street and along there to
Gleeson's tobacconist's shop, but he disposed of this property in the early 1840's
and took up land at Southampton on the Blackwood, eight miles from Balingup. He
had the first flour mill in the district, with a water wheel the construction being
supervised by Sir John Forrest's father, who was building the first Blackwood river
bridge at Bridgetown, and who spent his spare time at Southampton. The grave of
Johnny Alum,

an Indian cook who came out with the family, and who died in '68 at the age of 83,
and of the native outlaw Nullung shot by the police at the Mill, are close to the old
homestead. Mr. Armstrong's other great grandfather, Captain Armstrong, who has
commanded a Highland Regiment at Waterloo, originally settled on the Swan River,
and named the site Dalkeith after their Scottish home, but later moved to
Ravenswood, on the Murray River.

DOUGLAS ADAM ARMSTRONG.

VETERAN PIONEER.

A veteran pioneer in the person of Douglas Adam Armstrong celebrated his
sixty-fourth birthday at a family family house party at the residence of his son
Alfred, near Newfown on Saturday.

Mr. Armstrong was born at Ravens-wood in the year 1855 and is a veri-table
well of information on early pioneering history. His parents ar-rived in Western
Australia exactly one hundred years ago, his father in the s.s. Trusty, and his
mother in the s.s. Gilmour, both ships arriving in Gage Roads at a short interval
be-tween. Following their marriage in Perth, his parents ultimately settled in the
Ravenswood district. With a young family growing up around them and there
being no educational facil-ities nearer than Fremantle, his par-ents sold their
holding and returned to that centre, where the family at-tended the school then
conducted by Major Bland Humble. The children’s school days over the family
moved out to a new selection near Clarence, about ten miles east of Fremantle,
one brother still residing there. After spending some time there, Mr. Armstrong
Joined his uncle in the Blackwood district. He recalls that the natives were a
menace right throughout the district from Clarence to Blackwood and
Ravenswood. While at Blackwood, Mr. Armstrong married a Miss Higgins.
Some years later with a family of four children, Mr. and Mrs. Armstrong again
settled in the Ravenswood district, where he re-mained during the period 1889
to 1926. In 1926 he moved on again to take up land in the Cowaramup
district. Despite his advanced years, his work there would do credit to one
many years his junior.

DOUGLAS ADAM ARMSTRONG.

After an illness of five weeks' duration, Mr. Douglas Armstrong passed away at
the Busselton Government Hospital on Sunday evening last, 2 April. Deceased,
who was 83 years of age, was born at Rockingham near Fremantle, and at the
age of 25 years he took up cattle raising at Nannup, where he married. His wife
predeceased him some 37 years ago. In the year 1888 he took up farming in
the Vasse district, where he remained until his end. With his passing, the late
Mr. Armstrong, who was a grand son of the late Capt. Armstrong, a Waterloo
veteran, obliterates another of the pioneers of this district. His quiet and
unassuming disposition had earned for him the esteem and respect of a large
circle of friends, particularly among the older residents of this part of the State,
and there are many who will regret to hear of his demise. Referring to the
deceased's grandfather, "The History of Fremantle" which was published on the
occasion of the centenary of Fremantle in 1929, says: "Among the passengers
on the ship Gilmore, which arrived in 1829, was Captain Armstrong, a Waterloo
veteran whose wife was a daughter of Neil Gow, the celebrated violinist and
composer. Whether the mantle of the famous musician has fallen upon any of
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his descendants in Western Australia, has yet to be demonstrated, but certainly
the military instinct that distinguished Armstrong who fought under Wellington
seems to have been transmitted to succeeding generations, for it is said that the
names of no fewer than fifty of the clan are recorded upon various rolls of
honour throughout the State. Deceased leaves five sons, Messrs. A. J. ("Alf").
E. B. ("Ted") W. J. ("Joe"), A. R. ("Adam”) and L. C. (Lindsay), all of whom are
well known in these parts and two daughters, Mesdames A. Fisher and J.
Silverthorn, both of whom live at Kojonup. Deep sympathy is expressed to the
sorrowing family. The funeral look place on Tuesday afternoon, a service being
conducted in the Church of England by the Rev. R. E. Davies, who later read
the last rites at the graveside The casket was borne to its resting place by
Messrs. P. Thurkle, F. Taylor, T. Carter, G. Dawson, J. Taylor and V. E.

WESTERN AUSTRALIA.

HISTORICAL EVENTS AND PERSONALITIES MEMORY ECHOES. (By "H.")
A PIONEER PASSES.

By the death of Mrs Horace Stirling, which took place at the residence of her
family- "Norfolk," South Perth-a few days ago, a link with two of the State's
earliest pioneer families passed, away. Mrs. Stirling was a member of the
Armstrong and Jones families, her four grandparents having been passengers
by the ships Gilmore and Lotus, both of which anchored at Fremantle during
Foundation Year (1829). Her paternal grandfather-Captain Adam
Armstrong-was an officer under the Duke of Wellington; and lost an eyee at
Waterlooo. With his five sons Frank, George, Adam, Christopher, and John, and
one daughter, who married a merchant named Montgomery and settled in
Canada, the old hero landed at Clarence, locating their farming implements,
household effects, and live stock, at Dalkeith, the name of the Armstrong home
in Scotland. At that home entertainments were frequently given by Neil Gow, the
world's greatest violinist; whose Grand daughter, Margaret Gow, became the
wife of the Waterloo veteran. During the 40 's the Armstrongs purchased
Ravenswood, near Pinjarrah, now the property of Mrs. Alfred Thomas, who is
one of Captain Armstrong's granddaughters. One of the State's octogenarians
(Francis Gow Armstrong, JP), ex-Mayor of Geraldton, now a resident of
Greenough, is Captain Armstrong's senior living representative, many of whom
made the supreme sacrifice at the Great War. Mrs. Adam Armstrong was the
eldest daughter of Mr. Richard Jones, who was Perth's first painter and glazier,
as well as the original owner of the Terrace- William and Hay-street sites which
extend from the Commercial Union Chambers to the Palace Hotel; along
William-street to what were until recently Marmion's Buildings; thence along
Hay-street to Gleeson's tobacconist shop. The Jones family were also pioneers
of the Wanneroo district, and two of its members William and Richard-were, with
Captain Hester and Mr. John Allnutt, pioneers of the Blackwood country during
the early 40's; the cattle station of the Jones family (Southampton) having
passed into the hands of the late Captain Nicholas, who was for many years
manager of Burbank's mine, near Coolgardie. At the time of her demise Mrs
Stirling was in her 68th year. During the 90's she actively engaged in Church
and other charity work at Claremont, having devoted considerable time to the
erection of Christ Church and its adjoining Parish Hall. Mrs Stirling is survived
by her husband and two sons-Edmund, of Trinity House, St. George's Terrace;
and Athol, of the Westralian Farmers, Limited.

DEATH OF MR. H. G. STIRLING Authority on Perth History Apparently in good health when he
visited a friend at midday yesterday, Mr. Horace G. Stirling, of Perth, has a seizure in an Adelaide
office about 4.30 o'clock yesterday afternoon.

When they relinquished their interests in the papers to Mr. A. Lovelkin, he turned his attention to
mining interests and travelled over the whole of the Western Australian goldfields. He never lost his
love for journalism, however, and was a frequent contributor to the Western Australian press under
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the pen name of "Eucalyptus." Mr. Stirling wrote numerous articles on old times and early day
identities in Perth. Wandering round the old graves in the cemeteries round Perth had a special
fascination for him, as names recorded there of old colonists brought to his memory many
incidents and happenings of his early years. He was a loyal Western Australian, and a great
believer in the future of that State. Always an optimist, he was bright and cheerful. even in the most
depressing circumstances. Mr. Stirling left two sons. Edmund and Athol. who reside in Perth. His
wife died about a year ago.

An Old Colonist Passes

A link with the early days of this State and the earliest pioneers was broken
when the death of Mr. Scott , Armstrong (senr.) occurred on the 29th October,
after a short but severe illness. Mr. Armstrong was born at Rockingham on 10th
July, 1865, and was the twelfth child of Christopher Armstrong who landed in
this State, a lad of 9 years, in 1829. The deceased takes with him many
memories of the early days of the settlement of this State, when natives were
more numerous than whites. Many an interesting story could he tell of the
horse-dray and bullock days; the Jarrahdale timber line, with the engines
running on wooden rails from Jarrahdale to Rockingham. Riding horse-back
over the South-West and footing it to the goldfields in the 90's, Mr. Arm-strong
returned to Serpentine to be married in 1899. Leaving Serpentine in 1910, he
settled in Gosnells where he spent the rest of his days. His great love of
animals and nature were the features of the life and his familiar figure on his
fine looking hack up to within a few months of his death was well known.

Australian-born Daisy Schoeffel, with her German-born but naturalised British husband and their
two British born children, were deported from Fiji to Australia in November 1917 and interned in
harsh conditions as enemy aliens first in the Bourke Concentration Camp, New South Wales and
then moved to the Molonglo Concentration Camp at Fyshwick in the then Federal Capital Territory
(now the Australian Capital Territory). Finally released in May 1919, Daisy wrote to a Western
Australian Member of Parliament - Hon. Henry Gregory - expressing her anger and humiliation at
the injustice of their treatment, the shame of their status and the depth and breadth of the suffering
they experienced in the camps and pleaded against the forced deportation to Germany of her
family. This letter provides the basis of this entry with relation to her imprisonment during World
War One.

Fourth generation Australian, Daisy Mildred Pearse was the fifth of ten children born to Jessie Alice
(nee Armstrong) and James Pearse in North Fremantle, Western Australia on 22 September 1885.
James Pearse was a tanner whose shoe manufacturing business, later known as Pearse and
Swan, evolved to be a major company in Western Australia. He served as a councillor for
Fremantle 1883-1895, for North Fremantle 1895-1917 and as Mayor of North Fremantle from
1898-1901. None of this, however, protected his daughters Daisy and Hally, married to German
cousins, from what lay ahead after the outbreak of World War One.

On a visit to New Zealand, Daisy met German-born businessman Alfred Emil Schoeffel who had
worked for a German company in Fiji since 1908. They married at Johnston Memorial
Congregational Church, Fremantle, on 19 November 1913. According to Robyn Kienzle in her book
about Daisy's nephew Bert, 'The Architect of Kokoda', Daisy and Alfred married 'against furious
opposition from her family' (p. 12), however the report of the large society wedding in the West
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Australian in November 1913, suggests the family may have come around to the marriage ('Social
Notes', 1913, p. 10).

The couple initially lived in Levuka, Fiji where Daisy gave birth to three children - Kenton in 1914,
Max in 1916. She later gave birth to Rex in Australia in 1924.

Alfred Schoeffel was naturalised a British subject in May 1914 and nothing immediately changed
for the family after the outbreak of war in August the same year. The Schoeffels continued to live
their lives as before. Back in Australia, Daisy's brother Kenton Pearse enlisted with the Australian
Imperial Force (AIF) and saw action in France. Several of her cousins also served with the AIF.
Daisy's father, James Pearse had a significant contract producing leather boots for the Australian
forces, and her brother Alfred George Pearse (b. 1881) represented the Master Tanners'
Association on the Western Australian advisory committee appointed by Prime Minister Billy
Hughes under the war precautions leather industries regulations that ensured Commonwealth
control over the manufacture of leather goods including boots. Daisy's family was thoroughly
Australian but this made no difference when in 1917 the notorious German naval commander and
sea raider Count Felix von Luckner evaded the British Royal Navy and ended up in Fiji, where the
local community responded with xenophobic hysteria. Von Luckner and his small crew surrendered
to British authorities and were shipped to New Zealand where they were interned for the duration
of the war, but in the meantime the politics of fear had taken hold in Fiji and all German nationals in
Fiji were deported, whether naturalised British or not.

Recovering at home from surgery to remove gallstones and her appendix, Daisy was rounded up
by Fijian authorities with her family and her sister Hally and her stepchildren. All their property was
seized, including their homes, and the two families forced onto the SS Atua, sailing from Suva on 1
November 1917. After travelling in abominable conditions under armed guard with little food and no
washing facilities for the eight-day voyage, they were put on a train for Bourke, New South Wales
from Sydney and not permitted to make contact with their family in Western Australia. In a letter
Daisy wrote to Western Australian Member of Parliament Henry Gregory in 1919, and endorsed by
her sister Hally, she described their arrival at Bourke where they were paraded to the empty former
Empire Hotel: 'Once | was able to get some candles from a store nearby and we were able to see
the state of the rooms we had to live in, we women just broke down - | wished to God I could die
and my babies with me! (NAA: CRS 457, Iltem 406/1; Fischer 1989)." The Schoeffels and Kienzles
were given straw sacks to sleep on and 'filthy dirty rusty tin plates’ and mugs and a tin bucket to
cook in. The authorities gave them no respite and neither did the weather. Having arrived in
November, daytime temperatures were 40 degrees in shade and just as it began to cool down at 7
p.m. the prisoners were forced inside where the heat had built up during the day. Conditions were
filthy; the women had to wash their children under a tap in the backyard and cook on a stove made
from four bricks and an iron bar. Rations of bread and meat were often flyblown so they had to buy
fresh food from local stores but as they had not been permitted to bring money from Fiji, they relied
on the generosity of the other German prisoners. Many of the prisoners contracted dysentery,
including Daisy and her baby son Max; they received little medical attention and Max was
eventually admitted to Bourke hospital when his condition worsened. Daisy wrote of this time:
'Those next 3 weeks | can't write about. | went through hell and only thank God that | kept my
reason.' The prisoners were only permitted to write two letters a week of 150 words each and these
were censored so she was unable to appeal to her family in Western Australia for help.

When the German consul in Fiji, George Krafft died of heatstroke at Bourke in February 1918 and
shortly afterwards an interned family's cottage burnt down in the heat, families at Bourke were
shipped to the then Federal Capital Territory. After a long train journey they found themselves at
the Molonglo Concentration Camp, Fyshwick where Daisy wrote 'Oh, the difference in the
treatment here was very marked indeed and we all said if only we had been sent here in the first
place! The officers and men were all very kind... and were most sympathetic to my sister and | and
could never understand how we could be there.' Under the leadership of the respected former
Journalist Brigadier-General Reginald Spencer Browne the regime was more gentle. Daisy
described that 'everything here was made as easy for us as discipline allowed and compared to
Bourke our rations were good and plentiful.' There was, however, one drawback with Molonglo -
they were in a camp on a dusty open plain, in poorly built wooden barracks that let in the rain, wind
and noise from the other internees. Daisy wrote that there was constant noise all around: 'at my hut
| could hear French, German, Chinese and English all day and half the night.' Her husband
became seriously ill and was bed-bound for four months while Daisy became so rundown she had
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three and more fainting fits per day. Her physical and mental health suffered for the rest of her life.
After their release on 22 May 1919, Daisy and her sister Hally were both concerned that they would
be deported to Germany as enemy aliens with their families. The British and Fijian governments
supported the deportation of enemy aliens and from August 1919 the Fiji Legislative Council
prohibited former enemy aliens from landing on the island. The Australian government deported
6,150 people who were deemed enemy aliens. Of these, 5,414 people had been interned, the rest
were family members or those ordered by the Defence Department to leave the country. Of the
more than one thousand people who appealed to the Commonwealth Alien Board against
deportation, only 306 were successful including 179 naturalised or native born Australians. Daisy
and her sister and their husbands were relieved when Gregory's intervention on their behalf to the
Prime Minister and the Governor General apparently contributed to their deportation orders being
rescinded.

Daisy and her family initially lived in Sydney. They were eventually permitted to return to Fiji in
1920 but spent only a brief time there before returning to Sydney where Alfred was again
naturalised in May 1926. They lived in Turramurra, Sydney before taking up farming at Horningsea
Park, near Liverpool, New South Wales sometime before 1933. Daisy and Alfred were living in
Mathoura, in the New South Wales Riverina until she died at her son Max's home Chelsworth Park
in nearby Echuca, Victoria on 14 January 1969. She was buried at Mathoura Cemetery on 17
January 1969.

Daisy had written to Gregory in 1919: 'what hurt us more than all the insults and hardships we were
forced to endure during our 2 years internment, was the fact that we should have to suffer all this at
the hands of our own men and in our country!" She said they were made to feel like criminals and
brought shame on their family. Daisy blamed Australia, writing that had Australia refused Fiji's
request to intern them, no other country would have done so. 'Fiji approached New Zealand first of
all and they refused to intern naturalized men let alone British women!' (NAA: CRS 457, Item
406/1; Fischer 1989). According to later Schoeffel family stories, Daisy did not talk about the
experience. As was so often the case, shame inhibited people from telling stories of their
internment. Her letter to Gregory, published as Appendix 1 in Gerhard Fischer's Enemy aliens:
internment and the home front experience in Australia, 1914-1920 (1989), powerfully relates her
experience in her own words. It proved an eye-opener to her grandchildren and other relatives and
is a tragic illustration of a lesser known suffering caused by war.

Milk inquiry evidence

Position Becoming Desperate

Alfred Emil Schoeffel, . dairy-farmer, of Liverpool, said the position of the dairy-farmer was now
becoming desperate, owing to one of the worst droughts In history. If these conditions lasted
another two months the outlook for the bulk of the farmers would be hopeless. "Only a small
percentage of the dairy-farmers within 50 miles of Sydney are able to pay for the feed of their cattle
out of the milk cheques they receive. The farms are kept going by storekeepers, . produce
merchants, money-lenders, and others," he declared. He doubted whether, if the books were
examined by a qualified accountant, any dairy-farmer would show a profit over the last few years,
To ensure better prices for the farmer, he advocated the block delivery system. The vendor, he
pointed out, always had a definite margin, irrespective of seasonal conditions and the cost of
producing milk.

Quite the smartest wedding of the year took place at the Johnston Memorial Church last week,
when Miss Daisy Mildred Pearse, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. James Pearse, of lvy Home, North
Fremantle, was wedded to Mr. Alfred Emil Schoeffel, of Levuka, Fiji son of Mr. an Mrs G Schoeffel,
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Geislingen, Wurttenberg. long before the hour fixed for the ceremony the church and prescincts
were thronged with well wishers of the young pair, in addition to the numerous invited guests. Great
interest was taken locally in the event, as the bride was born in the fown and her ancestors were
among the pioneers of the colony, the name of Pearse being associated with Fremantle from the
earliest days of settlement to the present day. The church was prettily decorated for the service,
the chief feature being a symetrical arch of marguerite daisies and fern, from which hung a
hand-some wedding bell composed of the bride's name, flowers. The pastor of the church, Rev.
Wright, officiated, and the service was choral in honor of the bride, who was formerly a member of
the choir. Mr. Max Rutter presided at the organ. As the bridal party entered the church, the old
familiar hymn, "The Voice that, breathed o'er Eden,"” was sung, and the bride, who was given away
by her father, was greatly ad-mired in her charming, graceful gown of the richest duchesse satin.
The skirt, perfectly cut, was absolutely plain, and the little corsage, from which fell a sweeping train,
was clouded in most delicate silk Brussels lace, part of which was lightly veiled in ninon, sewn with
pearls. She wore a very becoming spray of orange blossom (worn over thirty years ago by an
aunt), over which fell in graceful folds a most exquisite veil of handmade lace, the gift of her sisters,
Misses Hallett and Nellie. A beautiful shower bouquet completed the toilet, which was signally
becoming to the handsome wearer. She had a trio of pretty brides-maids. Misses Nellie, Doris, and
Margery (sisters), and they looked sweet and dainty in their dresses of white crepe de chine over
charmeuse.

Tonight's WEDDING - A Link With 1829

The marriage this evening of Miss Lois Bateman to Dr. Douglas
Campbell Wilson is of special interest as the bride (daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. L. Bateman, of Crawley) is the first granddaughter
of the Bateman family to marry.
