800. JOSHUA HARWOOD was indicted for stealing, on the 11th of January, 
256lbs. weight of tallow, value 7l. 10s., the goods of Morris Parry and others, his 
masters: and JOHN MARCH , for feloniously receiving the same, well knowing it 
to have been stolen; against the Statute, &c. 

MORRIS PARRY . I am one of the firm of Catherine Parry and Sons. We are 
tallow-chandlers in Fleur-de-lis-court, Spitalfields-Harwood was our errand-boy 
for about three months-on Friday morning, the 11th of January, our man found a 
sack in the cellar, which he brought up to me-it had the appearance of having 
had tallow in it-I desired him to put it where he found it-about five o'clock, 
Harwood left to go to tea-I followed, with our man-he went into the shop of the 
prisoner March, in Lamb-street-it is an oil-shop-I went in, and saw Harwood and 
March there, and the bag which I had seen before, was on the 
weighing-machine-Harwood was taking the money off the counter as I went in, 
and March was behind the counter-the bag contained thirty-six pounds of 
Russia tallow-I asked Harwood what he did there-he said he came to buy soap 
and soda-I pointed to the bag-he then immediately began to cry, and begged I 
would forgive him, as his father had died that morning, and he did it to buy a 
coffin-I told March I was surprised he should buy tallow of such a boy as that-he 
made me no answer-he was serving a customer at the time-he asked me to 
walk into his parlour-I did so, and he told me he bought it in consequence of the 
boy representing that his father was a pastry-cook, and this was his perquisite, 
that he said it was dripping, and he bought it for dripping-I said I thought that 
was impossible, for I remembered him coming to our shop to buy candles, and 
putting them to his nose to try the quality-I thought he could not make that 
mistake-I left the shop, and gave Harwood into custody-I went again and saw 
March-I asked him how much he had of it-he shewed me two casks which had 
been in his possession-I asked if that was the whole he had got-he said he 
believed that was the whole-I said he must know if he had any more-he said, 
no, he believed he had not-Harwood was not there then-Mrs. March came, and 
asked me to look over the place-I went into the passage, and found another 
cask-I said "You forgot this"-he said "Yes, I had forgotten that"-I asked him what 
he had given the boy for it-he said 21/2d. per pound, as dripping-I said that was 
a very inferior price, as we were giving, for common kitchen-stuff, 36s. and 38s. 
per cwt-I told him it cost us 60s. per cwt., which would be about 61/2d. per 
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per cwt-I told him it cost us 60s. per cwt., which would be about 61/2d. per 
pound-I then took March into custody-there was about 21/2 cwt. altogether in 
the three casks-I believe it to be my tallow.

Cross-examined by MR. BODKIN. Q. Did he not say "I had no idea it was 
tallow?" A. Yes-I searched a warehouse of his, at a distance from the shop, at 
his wife's request, but found nothing there-the two casks I saw were in the 
shop-one was under the counter, the other, I think, had a cover on, but I am not 
sure-they were old butter-firkins, such as are used to put kitchen-stuff in-the 
third cask was in the passage leading to the warehouse-I had to pass it to go to 
the warehouse-21/2d. per pound is what is given in shops for kitchen-stuff.

COURT. Q. Is Russia tallow like kitchen-stuff? A. Not at all to me, either in tight 
or smell, but I am a tallow-chandler.

EDWIN RICHARD . I am in the prosecutor's service. I found this bag in the 
cellar-I showed it to my master, and replaced it where I found it, by his 
desire-the prisoner went down into the cellar about dinner time-I went down 
soon after, and missed the bag-I afterwards saw the prisoner come out with the 
bag on his shoulder, and watched him to March's shop.

GEORGE BUCKHAM . I am in the prosecutor's service. I saw Harwood take 
away the bag, and followed him into March's shop-I stood outside, and looked 
through the window-I saw Harwood put the bag on the machine, and March 
weighed it-it was then placed against a salt-bin-March came to the counter, and 
paid Harwood-I cannot say how much, it was silver-Harwood took a reckoner 
from his pocket, looked at it, and said that was right-the bag was not opened at 
all-I then called my master-I heard Harwood say he came there to buy soap and 
soda-he afterwards admitted that he took it to buy his father a coffin.

Cross-examined. Q. I believe his father is dead? A. Yes-he had died that 
morning between seven and eight o'clock.

WILLIAM SHAW (police-constable H 112.) I was sent for and took March into 
custody-I was there some time-he said he was ill-I was ordered to stay by him 
till the surgeon was sent for-he came and examined him, and he was taken to 
the station-house-he said it was a bad job.

MR. BODKIN called THOMAS CODD . I am an oil-man, and live in 
Chiswell-street. I have known March seventeen or eighteen years-he has borne 
a most excellent character-the shop in Lamb-street was taken by his son about 
three months ago to carry on the business of an Italian warehouseman which 
his employers are-the prisoner was only there to take care of the goods for his 
son-I valued the stock when the shop was taken-I do not think the prisoner 
knew the name of one article in the shop-he came and asked me several times 
to tell him what different things were-the shop was advertised to be let shortly 
after, and the prisoner continued to have charge of it, till a tenant was found-I 
deal in kitchen-stuff and dripping-it is sold at 2d. a lb. in retail shops-not one 
person in twenty out of the trade would know the difference between dripping 
and Russia tallow-children 
generally bring such things.

- MILLER. I am an oil-man. I occupied the shop before it was let to the 
prisoner's son-the prisoner expressed his utter ignorance of the quality and 
name of most of the things-I was often called in to tell the name of things, and I 
expressed my opinion that he was very unfit to remain there-I deal in 
kitchen-stuff and tallow-there is a great deal of difference in kitchen-stuff in a 
melted state-a man might mistake tallow for it.

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- PEACOCK. I have been in the melting trade, and have had large dealings with 
tallow-chandlers-I think it very difficult to distinguish tallow from kitchen-stuff-I 
have bought kitchen-stuff as good as any tallow-I knew the prisoner as a grocer, 
and believe he was not at all acquainted with these things.

JOHN JENKINS . I am a trunk-maker, and live in Liverpool-street, 
Bishopsgate-street. I recommended the prisoner's son to this shop.

THOMAS WILLIAM MARCH . I am the prisoner's son, and am in the employ of 
Kennett and Eaton. I took the shop in Lamb-street some months ago, to carry 
on the pickle and foreign fruit trade-I altered my intention, and advertised to let 
it-my father had no interest in the trade whatever-he was only there till I could let
the shop-he was not at all acquainted with tallow or kitchen-stuff-he never saw 
any till he came there.

CHARLES EATON . I am one of the firm of Kennett and Eaton. The prisoner's 
son was in our employ-he took this shop in Lamb-street, and the father was 
merely there till his son could let it again-the father was more than twelve 
months in our employ-a more honest man never lived, but he had no knowledge 
of the business.

(Elizabeth Hammond, the wife of a sawyer, and Daniel Forbes, a journeyman 
weaver, gave Harwood a good character.)

PHIL SAUNDERS is credited with having at Nicol Bay, Hall's Creek, discovered 
in 1886, the first authentic goldfield in Western Australia. The Mines Department 
concede that gold may have been discovered prior to that date. Records show 
that on July 3, 1882, Joshua Josiah Harwood, Chairman of the Gold and 
General Mining Co., wrote to both the Colonial Secretary and the Commissioner 
for Crown Lands claiming the £5,000 reward offered by the Government to the 
discoverers of the first payable goldmine in this State. The shareholders in this 
com-pany-Henry Brown, William Thorpe, William Hedley Thorpe, George 
Edward Thorpe, Joshua Josiah Harwood and Joshua James Harwood, all of 
Fremantle, claimed to have found near Wongong Brook, Cockburn Sound, gold 
platina or white gold, specimens of which they forwarded to both the Colonial 
Secretary and the Commissioner for Crown Lands.

Born in Fremantle in '55, the subject of our sketch this week is a 
West Australian native who, from his youth upwards, has always 
been an enthusiast in sporting matters. Perhaps one of the most 
popular racing men in the West today, Mr. Harwood has for 
years officiated on the committee and as judge to tbe "West 
Australian Turf Club, Perth, and in each of his dual capacities 
bos been untiring in his energies and solicitude for the welfare of 
the club. The position of judge to the W.A. Turf Club is, by the 
way, purely honorary. Mr. Harwood, who is responsible for the 
establishment of the first thoroughbred breeding Stud farm in 
West Australia, imported the Hon. James "White's Tremando (by 
The Tester - Agitation) about twelve years back, and perhaps 
the two best local performers in W.A. were Happy Jack and 
Carbine, each bred by the subject of this sketch. As one of the 
results of the recent gold mining boom, racing in the "West has 
gone ahead with leaps and bounds, and the next Perth Cup will 
bo a stake worthy of Flemington or Canlfield, the prize bring 
worth 500 sovereigns. As a natural result of this liberality on the 
part of the W.A.T.C., tbe big race is already exciting the 
covetoosness bf Victorian and South Australian owners, and i 
the probabilities are that one or two of our very best handicap 
horses will find their way westward after the V.H.C. Spring

horses. Mr. Harwood, who recently took over to Perth seven or 
eight yearlings, which he. disposed of satisfactorily, told me 
some little while back that the old colony was for a long while 
woefully deficient in brood mares, but that this is now being 
remedied.

Harwood says, attributable to the indefatigable exertions of the 
secretary, Mr. J. H. Smith, who has been associated with the 
club lor years, and who has bound himself up, heart and soul, ia 
the welfare of the institution. Mr. Smith, in company with some 
scores of other "Westralian visitors, will arrive in Melbourne (for 
the Cup) to-day, and I understand that the innnx of mining men 
from tbe West is expected to for exceed all previous records in 
this connection at carnival time. It is highly probable that on their 
return to Perth after the Spring meetings, both Mr. D. W. 
Harwood and other W.A. sportsmen will be accompanied by 
racehorses purchased with designs on the Perth Cup and 
Queen's Plate.

OLD SCHOOL DAYS.
ROWING IN THE 'SEVENTIES. Mr. S. J.  Chipper's Memories.
Treasured relics of the veteran starter of the Western Australian 
Turf Club, Mr. Steve Chipper, are many, and include Boer War 
medals and a Miner's Right issued to- him half a century ago. 
One of his fondest possessions, however, is a silver cap dated 
1879 for the first rowing race' ever contested by boys of the 
Perth High School, now known as Hale School. When Bishop 
Hale's College at the Cloisters went out of existence, most of the 
pupils joined the Perth High School, then under the 
headmastership of Mr. n: Davies, B.A. The High School had 
been opened on March 1, 1879, in a twostoreyed building almost 
opposite the Cloisters. ' In later years the building was 
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opposite the Cloisters. ' In later years the building was 
purchased by Foy and Gibsons and is now in the process of 
reconstruction. The headmaster, an English university man and 
an ardent rowing enthusiast, arranged a rowing event among the 
scholars in 1880. Two crews were picked and the lighter crew, 
scorned by the older boys because of its youthful composition, 
won the day E Brown stroked the winners and behind him were 
C. V. Birch, A. Thomas, Steve Chipper and E. A. Letch, the 
coxswain, whose father then ran the mail coach from Perth to 
Fremantle. In the other boat were Edward Lee Steere, stroke; 
Forrest Brown. Clarence Brown, brothers of the late Mrs. Edith 
Cowan; Charlie Saw and L. Birch. The course was from Mill 
Point to Mill Lane jetty, which has now disappeared. The boats 
were cumbersome gigs or long boats. Mr. Davies gave silver 
cups to the members of the winning crew and Mr. Chipper 
intends presenting his trophy to the present headmaster of Hale 
School (Dr. Buntine), as a school relic. Strangely enough, it was 
only due to bad luck that Mr. Chipper was able to see the Head 
of the River race last Saturday, and no one was more delighted 
to see his old school win, although he expressed a deep regret 
that the race was not rowed in eights. Duties as W1.T.C. starter 
had previously prevented him from seeing the race, but in the 
present instance' he was convalescing from a serious illness. 
The school only remained two or three years in its first home and 
-was then removed to rooms on the first floor of the old military 
barracks at the top end of St George's-terrace. Pensioners and 
their families, remnants of the old redcoated garrisons from 
England, occupied the remainder of the building. Mr. Chipper 
relates how the boys, before rushing to their class rooms would 
watch the old soldiers line up in the barrack square below, and 
march off to' their various duties, such as mounting guard at 
Government House. The boys also made full use of the five's 
court, built for the officers of the garrison. Mr. Chipper was a boy,
when, the Perth Town Hall was built by convicts.

DEATH OF MR. S. J. CHIPPER.
Long Association with Racing.
The many friends of Mr. S. J. (Steve) Chipper will regret to learn 
of his death, which occurred early yesterday morning. The 
funeral will take place at 10 o'clock
this morning in the Anglican portion of the Karrakatta cemetery. 
The late Mr. Chipper, who was aged 69, was .one of the oldest 
and best-known figures in turf circles :n this State. His 
grandparents arrived in this State in 1829, and he was born in 
Hay-street, nearly opposite His Majesty's . Theatre. Mr. Chipper 
was educated at Hale School and was articled to the late Mr. 
George Leake, a well-known lawyer and politician. In 1888 he 
went prospecting and was the third man to visit the Yilgarn 
goldfields. Mr. Chipper served as a lieutenant at the Boer War 
-with the third West Australian Bushmen's Contingent. For a 
number of  years he owned and trained racehorses at Dunreath, 
on the Guildford road. He became associated with the Western 
Australian, Turf Club in 1881, and first acted as clerk of the 
course. On October 19, 1897. Mr. Chipper was appointed starter 
and officiated at metropolitan and country meetings for a number 
of years. At one time he also acted as starter on the goldfields.

WHALING AND BUILDING. The Perth of Earlier Days. AMONG the many 
retired civil servants of Western Australia who are still living, doubtfully are there 
any to whom Mr. Joshua James Harwood, who on Wednesday last celebrated 
his 90th birthday, can be asked to yield seniority. Born in Adelaide, South 
Australia, in 1849, Mr. Harwood came to this State with his parents when he 
was yet in his teens. His father was for many years a well-known figure in the 
business and commercial life of Fremantle where he established himself as a 
contractor and builder and as a sideline engaged in the whaling industry. This 
whaling business though conducted by him on a small scale and confined to the 
coastal waters in the vicinity of the port was, relatively to the capital and labour 
employed on it, a fairly lucrative one while its pursuit often provided those 
engaged in it with thrilling adventures which broke the monotony of their 
otherwise prosaic lives ashore. Our nonagenarian tells a rather good whaling 
story in which Harwood pere played a leading role-a story which goes to show 
that it was not always necessary for the whaler to bag his game in order to reap 
financial profit by adventuring after it. There seems to have been at least one 
occasion at any rate when Mr. Harwood senior lost his whale but was not 
ill-requited for its forfeiture. American whalers at this time haunted the West 
Australian coast, often sheltering in Gage Roads as one of them was doing on 
the day of which Mr. Harwood speaks. His father was giving chase to a whale 
inside the harbour when the Americans launching their own whale boat joined in 
the hunt and being better equipped eventually robbed him of his prize. The 
sequel of this rivalry, it appears, was the issue, at the instance of Mr. Harwood, 
of a writ out of the Supreme Court for damages against the Yankees for an 
offence which appears to have been akin to that of poaching in waters which 
were a close preserve to local licensees. The plaintiff was awardel £800 
damages. Young James Joshua Harwood, who had been Educated privately, 
was at the age of 15 put to the building trade with his father but after partially 
qualifying to succeed him was attracted to the pearling industry in the 
NorthWest. From here after two years he rejoined his father and took up the 
study of architecture and -engineering preparatory to launching out on his own 
account and later to be responsible for the erection at the port of a number of 
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account and later to be responsible for the erection at the port of a number of 
important business premises including several large warehouses, Fremantle at 
that time being the wholesale distributing centre for the colony. He also 
designed and built a number of residential buildings and was entrusted with the 
completion of St. John's Church. This latter work and the part Mr. Harwood ha' 
taken in its erection seems to have attracted the special attention of Mr. 
Thomas, then Commissioner of Public Works, a member of the executive of the 
Crown Colony government, who offered him the position of Chief Inspector of 
Public Works, which he accepted. This position required that its occupant 
should inspect, while under construction or repair, roads and bridges and public 
buildings, in short all public works save only the railways. The onerous position 
to which he was thus installed involved almost continuous travelling all over the 
settled portions of the State from Wyndham to Albany. The post was held by Mr. 
Harwood until the coming of Mr. C. Y. O'Connor as Engineer in Chief, when a 
policy was adopted under which the public works inspectional duties were 
allotted to as many engineers or otherwise qualified officers as there were 
sub-departments. When this division of labour was effected Mr. Harwood was 
appointed to the office of the Architectural and Maintenance Division and 
afterwards executive officer for all new buildings. In 1905 after 21 years' service 
he was retired on a pension and soon after started in business on his own 
account as an architect and engineer with offices in St. George's-terrace where 
he practised professionally for some years. Mr. Harwood describes Perth as 
being during his young days an exceedingly drab town. About domestic 
architecture there was a monotonous sameness and except for Government 
House and one or two outstanding structures such as the Barracks and the 
Treasury block, the buildings generally lacked distinction. The roughly 
constructed macadamlsed roads, innocent of bitumen, needed only their crude 
surfaces to be stirred by a fresh wind to cause the town to be enveloped in dust. 
For the lighting of the central block of the city at night, evilsmelling colsor oil was 
the illuminant employed, and the lamps were lighted and snuffed out by an 
itinerant lamplighter who carried round with him a ladder to facilitate these 
operations. There were no railways, of course, and for long after the Harwoods' 
arrival there was no bridge across the Swan at Fremantle, the crossing of which 
was effected by means of a ferry boat. "Hardly," observed Mr. Harwood in the 
course of his reminiscences, "could a contrast be more striking than that 
presented by the City of Perth as it was even as late as the nineties, and the 
clean and attractive city it is today. Mr. Harwood married in 1872 Susannah, a 
daughter of the late Mr. James Ogden. Of their family of 11 children four died in 
childhood, two were killed in the war and there afe five surviving. There are 
besides seven grandckildren and four great-grandchildren. Mrs. Harwood's 
family were much earlier associated with Western Australia than were those of 
her husband. Her father was among that little band of earlier immigrants who 
made history when they adventurously landed from the Rockingham in 1830.

the department became separated Mr. Harwood was appointed chief inspector 
of buildings and maintenance officer, responsible for the upkeep as well as 
construction of these Government properties. In 1905, after 21 years' service, 
he retired on a pension, and for some years thereafter carried on a private 
practice as an. architect, in association with his son, Ross, under the title of J. J. 
Harwood and Son. He had almost a lifelong association with St. George's 
Cathedral and was a member of its chapter. One peal of bells in the cathedral 
tower was dedicated to him, in recognition of his church services. Mrs. 
Harwood, his wife, predeceased him last year, at the age of 88. Of his family 
seven survive of whom four are sons and three- daughters.. Two of his sons 
gave their lives in the first Great War. The funeral will take place in the Anglican 
portion of the Karra katta cemetery to-morrow after noon at 3 o'clock, after a 
service in St. George's Cathedral at 2.30 o'clock.

LOSS OF THE 'CAROLINE HUTCHINGS.' 
The following account of the loss of this vessel has been kindly placed at our 
disposal by Mr. J. J. Harwood. On her last visit to this colony the master, 
Captain Ward, married Miss M. J. Harwood, the second daughter of Mr. J. J. 
Harwood, the well-known builder of this town, hence the unfortunate disaster 
has additional interest. The graphic description of the occurrence is simply an 
extract from a letter written by Mrs. Ward to her parents here. "We arrived here, 
Formosa, on the 28th July, and had to lay in the outer harbor as there was not 
sufficient water on the bar to enable the "Caroline Hutchings" to go over. The 
next day it came on to blow very hard, and the next it blew still harder. The 
following day it was a typhoon, the horrible fury of which is indescribable. On 
Thursday afternoon we thought we could hold out as the wind began to lull a 
little, and kept so until about six o'clock on Friday morning, when one of the 
anchors parted with some 105 fathoms of chain. The ship now commenced to 
drag, the sea breaking over her in huge waves that swept the decks of 
everything. About 7 o'clock my husband came below and told me to prepare for 
the worst. He fastened a life-buoy round me and then went on deck. About 
half-an-hour after he called me up so that I might be near him if the ship broke 
up on the rocks to which she was closer and closer approaching. To prevent my 
being by the sea that broke over us- washed away, he lashed me to the ship's 
side. The sea was frightful - I never saw anything like it before, and pray I never 
may again. About 9 o'clock we slipped the other anchor as she was dragging 
right down on the rocky bar, and had she gone on to it not a soul could have 
been saved. But God was near us to save us; for soon after the anchor was 
slipped, she fell off with her head towards a patch of sandy beach - the only 
piece for miles along the coast. She bumped heavily several times before she 
went ashore on the sand. The sailors were alarmed least the masts should 
come down, for every time she struck the masts jumped and shook frightfully. 
About 1 0'clock we got assistance from the shore, by the aid of our brave dog 
"Spring". Frank (the Captain) fastened a thin line round his neck and flung him 
over board in hope he would swim ashore. For some time he swam round and 
round the ship, and we began to fear he would not make the land. At last, 
attracted by the barking of some dogs on shore, he struck out boldly in direction 
of the beach and reached it safely.

A TRAVELLER'S WIFE She Wanted To Live Her Own Life "JUST KEEP AWAY FROM ME"
ACCORDING to the story told by George Ernest Ward, a commercial traveller, when he arrived in 
the Divorce Court during the present session another husband has found out that while the cat is 
away the mice will play, that every dog has its day and the cats have nights, and a few other things 
like that. His work took him often from home and he found, according to the evidence, that while he 
was far away toiling to convince hard-bitten traders that his lines were the only ones worth carrying,
his wife did not sit contentedly at home knitting by the fire or the electric fan, dreaming of the time 
when he would come back to her. No. Nothing like that. She went out and enjoyed herself. Ward 
was represented by Mr. L. D. Seaton.
PETITIONER said that he married his wife, then Margaret Dickson Webster, on December 21, 
1924, at Fremantle. They lived at various places in the metropolitan area, and as time went on 
accumulated a family of four. Towards the end of 1928 differences arose between himself and his 
wife about her ways of living. He objected to her going out so much at night while he was away, but 
when he protested she seemed quite unconcerned about it, and said that she would please herself 
and do as she liked. After this she became very cool towards him. For many months she would not 
share his bedroom with him, and used to lock herself in the sitting room and sleep on the settee. In 
1929 she suggested that she should take a holiday in the Eastern States, and there was 
considerable discussion about it because he did not consider that the trip could be financed. Soon 
afterwards, however, she won f250 in a sweep, and almost before she had had time to count the 
money she had booked her passage and was gone.
