Another settler, boat builder and ferryman Thomas Mews, owned an allotment situated between Lake, Brisbane
and Beaufort streets and which included the seasonal lake known as Lake Thomson, after early settler, Robert
Thomson The lake was also referred to as Mews Swamp. Thomas Mews made one of the first attempts at
reclamation of wetlands for gardening.

The expense of clearing and draining the lagoons and swamps adjacent to Perth, which continue in successive
links some 50 or 60 miles to the northward, have deterred many persons from venturing on this speculation. The
first outlay will, however, be amply repaid, as will be seen, before long, by the example of Mr. Mews; who, with
limited means and assistance in labor, has accomplished sufficient to prove the value of these hitherto neglected
portions of ground. His attention is principally directed to the cultivation of vines and fruit trees, of which he
expects he will not be able to find a consumption for the produce, and he will consequently be compelled to turn
it into wine. Mr. Mews garden is within ten minutes walk of Perth, which gives him a great advantage over other
market gardeners.

Several persons have located themselves to the northward of Perth, on the margin of similar lagoons, and are
thriving settlers; their stock, in particular, is spoken of as being in the finest condition. We refer to these districts
more particularly because they were of old discarded and rejected as useless; their value now begins to be
appreciated.

Eighty-Five Years in the West.

The late Mr. Charles Spencer, who died on Wednesday, June 26 at his residence Templetonia, Adelaide-terrace,
at the advanced age of eighty-five years, was born at South Perth in August, 1844. His father, who was one of
the first settlers, arriving in 1829, being appointed to a position in the Commissariat Office, had also various
agricultural interests, and at one ime it appeared likely that the Spencers' activities would be expended over the
then unexploited broad acres of the colony. Later, however, he decided to qualify for a position in the
Comptroller General's office, where he remained until early manhood, when he entered the Crown Lands office,
under the leadership of Mr. H. C. Clifton (late Under-secretary for Lands.). Thereafter, Mr. Spencer fitted
various offices under the regime of successive Commissioners of Crown Lands, finally attaining the rank of
Chief Clerk, from which position he was retired in 1892. It will be remembered that his twin brother, Frederick
Spencer, who pre-deceased him a few years ago, was the first Auditor-General of the State under Responsible
Government. During his public career Mr. Spencer won the esteem of kindly regard of his colleagues and fellow
townsmen. He is survived by his widow, one son, four daughters, and two younger brothers.

DEATH OF AN OLD PIONEER.

The Late Mr. Thomas W. Mews.

The colonisation and early settlement of this State is recalled by the death of Mr. Thomas William Mews, who
passed away at South Fremantle on June 20 at the age of 82 years. Mr. Mews's father, who bore the same name
as the deceased, arrived in this State in the ship Rockingham in 1829, at the age of 14 years. This was the ship
chartered by Mr. Thomas Peel, who brought out with him a number of set-tlers and took up the land which is
now known as the Peel Estate, with such dis-astrous results. It was the last voyage of the Rockingham, as she
went ashore at Cockburn Sound, was tugged off by a man-of-war, taken to what is now known as Careening
Bay to be careened, capsized and was lost. The deceased was born in this State, and spent most of his life in
Fremantle. He was a shipbuilder of no mean ability, and built about 12 schooners for Messrs. J. and W.
Bateman, notable amongst them being the Scar (90 tons), Myra, and Ione. The vessels were used in the coastal
trade of Western Australia, and occa- sionally went as far as Adelaide. Some years ago he was included in an
explora-tion expedition led by Mr. Harding, whose object it was to discover suitable pastoral country near
Roebuck Bay. Messrs. Harding, Panther, and Goldwyr, during the expedition, left camp and never re-turned. It
was necessary to have a small boat to proceed along the coast to search around the various creeks and water-
courses, etc., for the missing men. Al-though he only possessed a crosscut saw and an axe Mr. Mews obtained
the neces-sary timber from the forest and built a boat. The missing men were murdered by the natives, and their
bodies were discovered later. For a number of years Mr. Mews had been living in retirement at 14 Sydney-street,
South Fremantle. One son, three daughters, 11 grandchildren, and one great grandchild survive him. Out of
respect for the deceased the flag was at half-mast on the Fremantle Town Hall yesterday when the funeral took
place. The remains were interred privately in the Presbyterian portion of the Fre-mantle Cemetery. The last rites
were conducted by the Rev. J. Marshall Rela-tives present at the graveside were Messrs. Horace Mews (son),
Robert and James Mews (brothers), A. Chamberlain (son-in-law), A. Birch, Victor, William, and R. Mews and
Harold Dean (nephews), and Walter Mews, J. T. Mitchell, and Mesdames A. Spencer, H. A. Cann, and L.
Armstrong (cousins). The funeral arrangements were carried out by Messrs. Arthur E. Davies and Co., of
Fremantle and Claremont.

DEATH OF MAJOR SHERWOOD. After an illness extending over the past ten days, end following on a serious
operation, Major Thomas Sherwood, one of the most highly respected citizens of the State, died at the age of 76
years, at Miss Moore's private hospital, "Kareenya," St. George’s-terrace, early yesterday afternoon. From the
time of Major Sherwood's admission to the institution, little hope was entertained of his ultimate restoration to
health, and the news of his demise, when circulated yesterday, occasioned but little surprise among his wide
circle of friends. The deceased, who was born in Dorsetshire, England, on January 24, 1838, was the son of the
late Mr. Frederick Sherwood, an architect and surveyor in the early days of the State. He came to Western
Australia at the early age of five years, arriving with his parents in the brig Lady Gray (Captain Hawkes
commander) on January 4, 1843. In 1855 he entered the Imperial Commissariat Department in a clerical
capacity, and when in 1875 the transfer of the Convict Department to the Crown colony by the Imperial
Government was being ef fected, he was transferred to the office of chief clerk, and accountant of stores, which
appointment he held until the completion of the transfer in 1886. Later Major Sherwood joined the Lands
Department, and there saw 17 years of continued service. His association with the local military forces
commenced in 1861, when he joined the first Volunteer Corps formed in Western Australsia under Colonel
Bruce, then Com mandant of the Forces. After serving in the ranks as a non-commissioned officer, he received
his first commission as Lieutenant in the Metropolitan Rifle Volunteers in 1875, a corps which passed through
many changes. and is now known as the 88th Infantry Regiment. At the end of 34 years. he retired with the rank
of Major, to which he had previously received promotion, and was the recipient of the volunteer officer's
decoration in 1894. The deceased was for long associated with the Anglican Church, and held the posts, in turn,
of diocesan secretary, diocesan treasurer, and trustee. He was in the early days a yachtsman of note, and also
won honours in the cricket. field. He was, moreover, one of the leaders of Freemasonry in Western Australia
being initiated in the lodge of St. John No. 485 E.C. on July 23, 1866, and was Worshipful Master in 1872 and
again in 1875. He became district junior grand warden under the English Constitution in 1889, and dis trict
senior grand warden in 1892, being also created Past Deputy Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Western
Australia in 1903. The late Major Sherwood was married in August, 1862, to Miss Caroline Mews, of Perth, and
there are eleven childrensix sons and five daughters. The deceased was also a justice of the peace for the whole
of the State for very many years. The funeral will take place to-morrow afternoon, the cortege leaving the
residence in Harvest-terrace at 2 o'clock, and proceeding to the Cathedral, and thence to the Karrakatta
Cemetery.

DEATH OF A T. SHERWOOD Popular Yachting Identity. After an illness extending over a few manths, Mr.
Aubrey T. Sherwood, for merly of the Customs service and widely known as a keen yachtsman, died yesterday
afternoon at his home, 21 View street, Peppermint Grove, in his 73rd year. He left a widow, who is a sister of



Brigadier-General E. A. Wisdom,, former Mayor of Cottesloe and for some years member for Claremont in the
Legislative Assembly. The late Mr. Sherwood was a son of the late Major and Mrs. Thomas Sherwood, and was
born in Perth on a site opposite to Foy and Gibson's Hay-street frontage. He was educated at the Perth High
School (now Hale School) and at 17 years of age joined the Customs service at Fremantle under the late Mr.
Worsley Clifton. When a Perth office of the Customs was opened, he was placed in charge of it. and remained
there until, at the age of 60 years, he retired with the rank of Sub-Collector. The family name of Sherwood is
honoured in the naming of Sherwood-court, the new street which connects St. George's-terrace with the
Esplanade, alongside the Colonial Mutual Building. This name was chosen because of its connection with the
late Mr. Frederick Sherwood, the deceased's grandfather, who originally owned the property traversed by the
street. The late Mr. Sherwood was a keen yachtsman, and was specially honoured in December last when the
Lieut. Governor unveiled his photograph to mark the 41st anniversary of the Royal Freshwater Bay Yacht Club,
of which the late Mr. Sherwood was the founder and vice-patron. The last meeting of the original "Freshwater
Boating Club" was held at his residence on December,14, 1896, when he was appointed secretary and the late
Mr. Edward Keane chairman and captain. Before this, however, the late Mr. Sherwood had devoted him self to
the sport for he used to sail the Nautilus and the Sulituan for their owner, the late Mr. Mumme. These two boats
were among the best of their time, striving with the Karrakatta (owned by the late Mr. Frederick Bennion) for
supremacy. They sailed under the flag of the Royal Perth Yacht Club. Some 44 years ago, Mr. Sherwood married
and settled in Perth at the top of Mount-street. Later his friend Mr. Mumme erected for him one of the first
houses in Peppermint Grove, at the corner of Irvine-street and the Esplanade, and later still he built his residence
in View street. While a young man he was one of the crack shots of the Fremantle Rifle Volunteers, and won
many trophies. He was also a Freemason, having joined St. John's Lodge, the first in the West Australian
constitution, over 50 years ago, and retained his membership until his death. He was with one exception the
member of longest standing in the Freemasons' Club. He was an enthusiastic worker for the Western Australian
Historical Society. He travelled extensively with his wife in England, Africa, New Guinea, and Java. As one of
his most intimate friends throughout his life, Sir Talbot Hobbs said last night that he knew of nobody more
popular among yachtsmen then the late Mr. Sherwood, who was also an authority on yachts and the sport
generally. Though he was often his companion, he never heard him speak ill of anybody. The late Mr.
Sherwood's remains will be cremated today at Karrakatta, the funeral arriving at the cemetery at 4 p.m.

There were a large number of members of the yacht club, with
official representatives of other clubs, the Perth and Fremantle City Councils and other local governing bodies,
the Naval Department, Fremantle Harbour Trust, Hale School and the Western Australian Historical Society, and
several members of the Federal and State Parliaments. The service was conducted by the rector of St. Luke's,
Cottesloe (the Rev. W. E. Jones). In a brief address he said that the large gathering was paying its last respects to
one who had been in every way a Christian gentleman, one whose kindness of character and readiness to help all
those who needed a support were widely acknowledged. The memory of the late Mr. Sherwood, he added,
would long survive in Western Australia, where for many years he had played his part in the development of his
country. The funeral arrangements were in the hands of Donald J. Chipper and Son.

Early in the evening a happy function took place in the lounge of the club, where members assembled while Sir
James unveiled a photograph of Mr. Sherwood. Paying a tribute to the work of Mr. Sherwood, Sir James said
that the progress made by the Royal Freshwater Bay Yacht Club was representative of the progress made by
Western Australia in the past 40 years. At the time when the club was formed the population of the whole State
was less than 50,000 people and Mr. Sherwood had made a bold move when he put into practice his idea' of
forming what was called at that time the Freshwater Boating Club: He had known Mr. Sherwood for many years
and it had to be remembered in Mr. Sherwood's favour that when he first formed the boating club the hazards of
the sport were much greater than the present day. Forty years ago the boats went to the bottom when they
capsized but in these enlightened days they remained afloat The Flint Minute Book. Members listened with
interest when the secretary (Mr. M. P. Lord) read the minutes of the first meeting of the original club from a
worn but well-preserved minute book. These stated that "a meeting of the residents in and around Cottesloe met
at Mr. Sherwood's home, Peppermint Grove, on Monday evening, December 14, 1896, at 8 p.m., to consider the
advisability of forming a boating club for Freshwater Bay. Those present at this inaugural meeting held so long
ago included, in addition to Mr. Sherwood, Mr. F. Andreas, who was present last night. The minutes contained
the information that Mr. Edward Keane, by whom they were signed, was unanimously voted to the chair and
that he was elected captain, with Mr. Sherwood as honorary secretary. The annual subscription was fixed at £1/1/
and it was resolved that members for the current season should be foundation members. Appropriately, the
present clubhouse was formerly the home of the late Mr. Edward Keane, the first chairman. Proposing the toast
of "The LieutenantGovernor," Lieut.-General Sir J. Talbot Hobbs said that Sir James had done the Royal
Freshwater Bay Yacht Club a great honour by attending the celebration of its 41st anniversary and that the man
most deserving of the honour was Mr. Sherwood. "I have known Mr. Sherwood for more than 50 years," added
Sir Talbot Hobbs, "and he has always been one of my best friends. As a yachtsman he was surpassed only by his
father." In a reply enlivened with humour, Sir James remarked that there was nothing selfish about yachting, a
sport which hundreds enjoyed. The Freshwater Bay club could not have chosen a better spot for its base. "But
like the members of this club," continued Sir James, "I am looking forward to the forthcoming horse racing. I
like boats and yachts on occasions, lut I like horses a little better than boats." The Commodore (Mr. Glaskin)
proposed the toast of "The Club, its founder and foundation members." On behalf of members he expressed
appreciation of Mr. Sherwood's invaluable services over the long period since the club was formed. Mr. Glaskin
said that he had worked in harmony with Mr. Sherwood for 19 years and that nobody could have wished for a
better and more helpful colleague. The function was not only to celebrate the birthday of the yacht club, but it
was, in a sense, a birthday celebration for Mr. Sherwood. Mr. Glaskia asked Mr. Sherwood to convey the
felicitations of members to Mrs. Sherwood for her constant practical assistance and made a presentation to Mr.
Sherwood on her behalf. A Start With Two Dinghies. Responding, Mr. Sherwood said that his wildest dreams at
the formation of the club had never led him to believe that it would grow to its present healthy state. In 1891
there were few buildings at Freshwater Bay and none at Peppermint Grove, until a syndicate of three bought the
Peppermint Grove estate for £3,750. The man who surveyed the estate, Mr. 1 Dick Cobham, was present. There
were less than 20 houses in the whole of the district when the boating dub was started In 1896, and the earliest
fleet comprised only two 14 ft. dinghies worth about £30. The club's fleet today could not be bought for
£50,000. One of the first to help the club was a magistrate, the late Mr. A. Rowe, who lent the members £250 to
build a slipway. Thirteen years ago Sir Talbot Hobbs came forward and after having carried out architectural
work free of charge he contributed a substantlal amount to enable the club to proceed with Uts building plants.
The clubhouse was attractively decorated with flags and festoons of coloured lights. Arrangements for the
celebration were In the hands of the house committee-Messrs. J. V. Hanson, A. E. Weston, T. C. Milne, H. Green
and G. G. Gregory and the secretary (Mr. M. P. Lord). Appropriate choral items and solos were sung by Mr.
Campbell Egan and the C.T.A. Choral Party.

SHOT GUN CAUSES DEATH

Tragedy at Applecross

MR. F. W. SHERWOOD PASSES

The body of Mr. Frederick William Sherwood (62), retired civil servant, was found at his home, Duncraig-road,
Applecross, early today in circumstances which suggest to the police that he had made extraordinary efforts to
end his life. Death was due to terrible head injuries inflicted at close range by a shot-gun. Mr. Sherwood had
been suffering from diabetes for a considerable time.

Mr. Sherwood apparently rose before 5 a.m. today, and it seems apparent that his decision to end his life had
been made with remarkable determination. He placed a loaded double-barrelled shotgun in a tree near the front
fence of his home, after having cut three sticks, and notched each carefully so that it would be possible to insert
it through the trigger-guard, and with it cause the discharge of the gun. Mr. Sherwood evidently prepared three
sticks so that he might select that which seemed most suitable for his purpose. A shot was heard about 5 o'clock
to-day by near-by residents, but no notice was taken of the report. It was not until three hours later that the body
was discovered. Detective Parker and Constable Archibald visited the scene of the tragedy and removed the
body to the morgue. An inquest will be held. Mr. Sherwood was a son of the late Major Sherwood, who was
prominent in the development of the volunteer movement in this State. The late Mr. Sherwood had been in the
Civil Service for 27 years, and during that time had been connected with the. Police, Medical, and Aborigines
departments.

AN AUSTRALIAN GIRL GOES AWAY WITH A HALF-CASTE HINDOO.

A case ef elopement of a somewhat extraordinary character has occurred at Fremantle. The parties are a man
named E. T. Abrahams and a young girl, named Ida Cousins, aged seventeen years. The circumstances which
have led up to the elopement are of a peculiar nature. It appears that Abrahams, who is a half-caste Hindoo and
very nell educated, boarded for some time at Mrs. Cousins' residence on the South Beach, Fremantle. During his
stay at the house an attachment appears to have arisen between the daughter Ida and Abrahams, and several love



passages were discovered between them at different times by tbe girl's mother. Abrahams left Mrs. Cousins'
house and stayed at the Club Hotel for several weeks, during which time it is stated that he continued to
prosecute his courtship with the young girl. He frequently met her as she was leaving Mr. J. McHenry Clark's
shop, in High-street, where she was employed as a millinar's assistant, and their attachment seems to have been
proof against the opposition of the girl's parents, neither of whom looked upon Abrahams in a favourable light.
Abrahams seems at last to have persuaded the girl to elope with him, and as he had talked of going home to
Bombay, it is probable that the pair are now en route for that place. The young girl Ida Cousins is of a very
determined character, and on several occasions defied her mother in her efforts to check the clandestine
courtship that was going on between the pair.

THE ARRIVAL OF THE PAIR AT ALBANY-THEIR DEPATURE FOR BOMBAY.

Our corespondent at Albany was enabled to telegraph us further particulars, on Thurs day, of the runaway pair,
which will be of special interest to Miss Cousins' friends and relatives should she not have communicated with
any of them since her departure from Perth. Our correspondent states that Abrahams arrived at Albany by the
mail train on Saturday. In Albany he stated his name was Edwards. Later on in the day a young girl was seen
walking about the town with him. She was stopping at one of the hotels, and gave her name as Miss Cousins.
Her luggage, however, was marked Edwards. She afterwards stated her name was Mrs. Ashwell. The pair seem
to have attracted a good deal of attention, not only at the hotel but also in the streets, chiefly on account of Miss
Cousins extremely youthful appearance, and Abrahams colour. As we have already; stated, the young girl is only
sixteen years of age, and Abraham is a half-caste Hindu. The. strangely assorted pair left Albany for Bombay by
the Orient steamer Orizaba, which sailed from King George's Sound between nine and' ten o'clock last Saturday
night, but it does not appear to be yet known whether they left under the name of Abrahams, Ashwell or
Edwards. The Albany police, like Miss Cousins' relatives in Perth and Fremantle, did not know of the elopement
until after the departure of the steamer. It is hardly likely that they would, as the young couple would naturally
not speak of it, and though, as already said, they attracted a good deal of interest by their appearance, nothing of
a suspicious character was noticed by anyone, if the difference in the names given be excepted.

FURTHER PARTICULARS.

for a short time at the boarding house kept by Mrs. Cousins, the girl's mother, in Norfolk-street, Fremantle. She
seems to have become attached to Mrs. Cousins' children, and invited some of them to visit her at Guildford
after her return. Subsequently to this, Miss Ida Cousins and her little brother spent a week or two in Perth at the
house of their uncle and aunt, Mr. and Mrs. Henry Arnold, in Newcastle-street, during, which time Mrs. Arnold
heard of the invitation that had bean given to her nieces. After Miss Cousins and her brother returned to
Fremantle, Miss Lily Cousins came up on a visit to Mr. and Mrs. H. Arnold. During the time she was with them,
her uncle and aunt noticed nothing to lead them to suppose she was holding a clandestine correspondence with
anyone, nor, indeed, so far as is known, was anyone in Perth aware of Abrahams' courtship. Certainly, Mr. and
Mrs. Arnold knew nothing of it. On Friday last, Miss Lily Cousins told her aunt she was going to Guildford, on
a short visit to the lady of whom mention has been made, and Mrs. Arnold, knowing of the invitation, naturally
saw nothing suspicious in her niece's announcement. The girl borrowed a book from one of her cousins, to to
read while she was in the train, she said, and promised to bring it back with her the following (Saturday)
evening, when she was returning to Perth. She asked that someone should be sent to the Perth station to meet
her, and it was arranged that she should go to the house of one of her relatives in Perth, and wait for one of her
cousins to take her to Mr. H. Arnold's. When her cousin, called for her on the Saturday evening, she had not
arrived, but as it was thought her Guildford friend had prevailed upon her to stay over Sunday, no alarm was
felt. On the Sunday, however, one of Mrs. H. Arnold's daughters heard that her cousin had taken a ticket for
Albany on the previous Friday, but from the way in which it was told her, Miss Arnold seems, to have regarded
it at having been said only in jest and to have forgotten about it by the time she reached home. On Monday
morning, however, she mentioned it to her mother, who became un-easy as soon as she heard it, and at once
drove to the railway station, where she learn ed that Miss Lily Cousins had, on the pre ceding Friday, purchased
a ticket for Albany, and that she appeared to be well supplied with funds. After consulting with her hus band,
Mrs. Arnold caught the eleven o'clock train which was then on the point of starting, and went to Fremantle to
her sister-in-law, Mrs. Cousins, whom she in-formed of what had taken place. It will, therefore, be seen that
although several days elapsed after Miss Lily Cousins' flight, before her mother was told of it, her relatives in
Perth lost no time, as soon as their suspicions were aroused, in taking steps to ascertain the facts and to acquaint
her mother with what had taken place. It is supposed that the whole affair was carefully planned by Abrahams,
and that he supplied his fiancée with the necessary funds to carry out their purpose. It is said that he left
Fremantle for York, ostensibly on a holiday visit, several days before the girl left Perth, and that at the time of
her departure, he was waiting for her either in Perth or Guildford.

ELOPEMENT AT FREMANTLE

A STRANGE ATTACHMENT.

AN AUSTRALIAN GIRL GOES AWAY WITH A HALF-CASTE HINDOO.

A case ef elopement of a somewhat extraordinary character has occurred at Fremantle. The parties are a man
named E. T. Abrahams and a young girl, named Ida Cousins, aged seventeen years. The circumstances which
have led up to the elopement are of a peculiar nature. It appears that Abrahams, who is a half-caste Hindoo and
very nell educated, boarded for some time at Mrs. Cousins' residence on the South Beach, Fremantle. During his
stay at the house an attachment appears to have arisen between the daughter Ida and Abrahams, and several love
passages were discovered between them at different times by tbe girl's mother. Abrahams left Mrs. Cousins'
house and stayed at the Club Hotel for several weeks, during which time it is stated that he continued to
prosecute his courtship with the young girl. He frequently met her as she was leaving Mr. J. McHenry Clark's
shop, in High-street, where she was employed as a millinar's assistant, and their attachment seems to have been
proof against the opposition of the girl's parents, neither of whom looked upon Abrahams in a favourable light.
Abrahams seems at last to have persuaded the girl to elope with him, and as he had talked of going home to
Bombays, it is probable that the pair are now en route for that place. The young girl Ida Cousins is of a very
determined character, and on several occasions defied her mother in her efforts to check the clandestine
courtship that was going on between the pair. Abrahams on Saturday made his arrangements, and the young
couple left by train for Albany, and nothing has been heard of them since. Naturally the mother and father of the
girl are most seriously concerned, and they have placed the matter in the hands of a solicitor, with a view to
bringing Abrahams to book. Abrahams is the part-owner of property at Jandakot, and is said to be possessor of
considerable wealth.

At the time
of the elopement, Miss Lily Cousins was staying with her aunt, Mrs. Hy. Arnold, at Perth, and on Thursday last
she begged leave to go to Guildford saying that it was a long time since she had a holiday. Miss Ida Cousins
remained at home with her mother at South Beach and assisted her as usual in the house-work. It appears that
Miss Lily Cousins was missing for several days before the matter was reported to Mrs. Cousins by Mrs. Arnold,
and the mother on hearing the intelligance was distracted at the hopelessness of bringing back her erring
daughter after a lapse of such a time. The man Abrahams is supposed to be about thirty years of age and Miss
Cousins about sixteen.

THE ARRIVAL OF THE PAIR AT ALBANY-THEIR DEPATURE FOR BOMBAY.

Our corespondent at Albany was enabled to telegraph us further particulars, on Thurs day, of the runaway pair,
which will be of special interest to Miss Cousins' friends and relatives should she not have communicated with
any of them since her departure from Perth. Our correspondent states that Abrahams arrived at Albany by the
mail train on Saturday. In Albany he stated his name was Edwards. Later on in the day a young girl was seen
walking about the town with him. She was stopping at one of the hotels, and gave her name as Miss Cousins.
Her luggage, however, was marked Edwards. She afterwards stated her name was Mrs. Ashwell. The pair seem
to have attracted a good deal of attention, not only at the hotel but also in the streets, chiefly on account of Miss
Cousins extremely youthful appearance, and Abrahams colour. As we have already; stated, the young girl is only
sixteen years of age, and Abraham is a half-caste Hindu. The. strangely assorted pair left Albany for Bombay by
the Orient steamer Orizaba, which sailed from King George's Sound between nine and' ten o'clock last Saturday
night, but it does not appear to be yet known whether they left under the name of Abrahams, Ashwell or
Edwards. The Albany police, like Miss Cousins' relatives in Perth and Fremantle, did not know of the elopement
until after the departure of the steamer. It is hardly likely that they would, as the young couple would naturally
not speak of it, and though, as already said, they attracted a good deal of interest by their appearance, nothing of
a suspicious character was noticed by anyone, if the difference in the names given be excepted.

THE SENSATIONAL ELOPEMENT FROM PERTH.

FURTHER PARTICULARS.

Some further particulars bearing upon the; elopement of Miss Lily Cousins and Mr. Abrahams have come to
hand, and will be read with interest. It appears that, some time ago, a lady, residing at Guildford, was stopping
for a short time at the boarding house kept by Mrs. Cousins, the girl's mother, in Norfolk-street, Fremantle. She
seems to have become attached to Mrs. Cousins' children, and invited some of them to visit her at Guildford
after her return. Subsequently to this, Miss Ida Cousins and her little brother spent a week or two in Perth at the
house of their uncle and aunt, Mr. and Mrs. Henry Arnold, in Newcastle-street, during, which time Mrs. Arnold
heard of the invitation that had bean given to her nieces. After Miss Cousins and her brother returned to
Fremantle, Miss Lily Cousins came up on a visit to Mr. and Mrs. H. Arnold. During the time she was with them,
her uncle and aunt noticed nothing to lead them to suppose she was holding a clandestine correspondence with
anyone, nor, indeed, so far as is known, was anyone in Perth aware of Abrahams' courtship. Certainly, Mr. and
Mrs. Arnold knew nothing of it. On Friday last, Miss Lily Cousins told her aunt she was going to Guildford, on
a short visit to the lady of whom mention has been made, and Mrs. Arnold, knowing of the invitation, naturally
saw nothing suspicious in her niece's announcement. The girl borrowed a book from one of her cousins, to to
read while she was in the train, she said, and promised to bring it back with her the following (Saturday)
evening, when she was returning to Perth. She asked that someone should be sent to the Perth station to meet
her, and it was arranged that she should go to the house of one of her relatives in Perth, and wait for one of her
cousins to take her to Mr. H. Arnold's. When her cousin, called for her on the Saturday evening, she had not
arrived, but as it was thought her Guildford friend had prevailed upon her to stay over Sunday, no alarm was
felt. On the Sunday, however, one of Mrs. H. Arnold's daughters heard that her cousin had taken a ticket for
Albany on the previous Friday, but from the way in which it was told her, Miss Arnold seems, to have regarded
it at having been said only in jest and to have forgotten about it by the time she reached home. On Monday
morning, however, she mentioned it to her mother, who became un-easy as soon as she heard it, and at once
drove to the railway station, where she learn ed that Miss Lily Cousins had, on the pre ceding Friday, purchased
a ticket for Albany, and that she appeared to be well supplied with funds. After consulting with her hus band,
Mrs. Arnold caught the eleven o'clock train which was then on the point of starting, and went to Fremantle to
her sister-in-law, Mrs. Cousins, whom she in-formed of what had taken place. It will, therefore, be seen that
although several days elapsed after Miss Lily Cousins' flight, before her mother was told of it, her relatives in
Perth lost no time, as soon as their suspicions were aroused, in taking steps to ascertain the facts and to acquaint
her mother with what had taken place. It is supposed that the whole affair was carefully planned by Abrahams,
and that he supplied his fiancée with the necessary funds to carry out their purpose. It is said that he left
Fremantle for York, ostensibly on a holiday visit, several days before the girl left Perth, and that at the time of



her departure, he was waiting for her either in Perth or Guildford.

THE FREMANTLE GAS COMPANY FINANCES. ACCOUNTANT COUSINS BEFORE THE COURT TWO
CHARGES OF THEFT Yesterday morning Hedley Mews Cousins, late accountant of the Fremantle Gas and
Coke Company, stepped into the dock of the Port Police Court to answer two sepa rate charges of having stolen
sums of money the property of his late employers Cousins was arrested in Sydney some weeks ago, and arrived
back in custody of De tective Lynch by the Karoola on Thursday afternoon. The charges read against him
yesterday morning were-(1) That he, on or about April 16, 1910, at Fremantle, being the servant of the
Fremantle Gas and Coke Company, Limited, stole the sum of £363 17s. 4d., the property of the said company;
and (2) that on April 16 or thereabouts at Fremantle, being the servant of the same company he stole the sum of
£168 19s. 1d., Mr. Geo. F. Boultbee conducted the pro the property of the said company. secution on behalf of
the Gas Company, and Mr. C. R. Penny appeared for Cousins, who pleaded not guilty. Mr. Boultbee asked for
the remand of the accused for eight days, and this was granted. The case would, he said, be brought on as early
as possible. Mr. Penny applied for bail. Mr. Boultbee: My: instructions are to strongly oppose bail being granted
Cousins. The company have been put already to an immense amount of expense in having ac cused arrested and
escorted back to this State from Sydney. Mr. Penny, in urging that the accused be admitted to bail, said that
Cousins, it could be arranged, would report himself daily to the police. The point raised by prosecuting counsel
as to the company having been put to expense in securing Con sins's apprehension and return had nothing to do
with the question of his admission to bail. He was not yet adjudged guilty, and should receive fair consideration.
Mr. Boultbee urged that if bail be allow ed it should be substantial. Mr. Penny: Very well, but I ask that it should
not be made prohibitive. Mr. Dowley, R.M., agreed that under the circumstances the amount should be a fairly
high one. Bail was then granted in his own recognisance of £500, and two sureties of £250each.

'BACKED THE SECOND HORSE!'

COUSINS' EXCUSE FOR NON-RESTITUTION THREE YEARS' IMPRISONMENT

HIS HONOR'S REMARKS: CRIMINALS FORGET WIVES AND CHILDREN. COUNSEL ASKS ME TO
REMEMBER THEM.

Hedley Mews Cousins pleaded guilty before Mr. Justice Burnside at the Criminal Court to-day to having, on
April 16, at Fremantle, being a servant of the Gas and Coke Co., Ltd., stolen (1) £366 17s. 4d. and (2) £140 19s.
8d., the property of the company.

Mr. A. E. Barker (Crown Solicitor) stated that the accused had been in the employ of the Gas and Coke Com
pany for several years, and this year he had been promoted from cashier to acting secretary. As cashier it was his
duty to receive money, and, as acting secretary, to pay money into the bank and to attend the meetings of the
directors. There was a meeting of the directors on April 13 last, and a list of accounts was passed by the board
for payment. One of the cheques, which was left open, was for £36€ 17s. 4d., and it was not accounted for. It
was due to the Melbourne Steamship Com pany. On Friday, April 15, two days after the meeting of directors,
Cousins asked for week's holiday, in order to go to Kalgoorlie. He went away, but did not return at the end of the
week; and on April 28 Mr. Learmonth, the chairman of the board of directors, in the presence of some officers of
the company, broke open the cash-box, which the accused had left behind him and had taken away the key. The
cheque for £366 17s. 4d. was missing from the cash-box. Mr. Learmonth as certained that the Melbourne Steam
ship Company had never received the cheque, and he then went to the Union Bank, and found that it had been



paid in cash over the counter on Saturday morning, April 16. There was further evidence. There was absolute
identification of Cousins being the man who was seen to have been paid a large sum of money at the bank. A
witness heard the teller say to Cousins, 'There is £300.' The teller him self identified the handwriting on the back
of the cheque as that of Cou sins, who had cashed it. Instead of proceeding to Kalgoorlie, the accused went,
under an assumed name to the Eastern States, he thought, and was arrested at Sydney, where he had gone on the
16th by the Kanowna. In regard, to the second count Mr. Barker said that two of Cousins' fellow-officers
collected money, and it was their duty to hand it to Cousins, whose duty it was to bank it. Cousins did bank a
large sum of money on the Saturday morning, but there was a shortage of £140 19s. 8d., which apparently
Cousins must have taken with him. Cousins professed to be unable to make restitution of this money, giving as
an excuse (according to his statement) that he had backed the second horse. Mr. C. R. Penny, who appeared for
the defence, stated that the accused had been in the employ of the Gas Company for seven years. He had been
very much harassed by pressing creditors. He had a wife and five children, and, in a moment of temptation, had
committed the offence. The cheque had been left open. No evidence suggested a long course of stealing. He
went to Sydney in the forlorn hope of getting away, and of returning the money to the company. He had never
been in any trouble before. His Honor: Are you a married man? The Accused: Yes. His Honor: With five
children? The Accused: Yes. His Honor: What were you getting as secretary? Mr. Barker: He was acting-
secretary. The Accused: £15 a month-£.3 9s! 76d. a week. His Honor said that the accused stood in a very
unfortunate position. He was placed in a position of trust and he had abused it. There were many people in
Fremantle and Perth who, were in positions of trust, and if they handled money in the same way as the accused
had done, chaos would reign supreme. Mr. Penny had asked him to be merciful, but he wished that counsel
would refrain from references to women and children. It showed that accused people thought little of women
and children when they rushed head long into an offence like this. He would give the accused as light a sentence
as he could, it would be three years, with hard labor.

Hedley Mews Cousins, the defaulting acting-secretary of the Fremantle Gas and Coke Company, was presented
to Judge Burnside at the Supreme Court on Tuesday morning. Cousins, who pleaded guilty, had the benefit of
Mr. Penny's assistance, but his lawyer was only called upon to plead for leniency, as Cousins' plea left him
nothing else to do. Mr. Barker, the Crown Prosecutor, briefly outlined the facts of the case. Which showed that
Cousins had risen in the employ of the Fremantle Gas Company until he occupied the position of acting-
secretary. On April 13th last the usual meeting of the management was held and a number of accounts were
passed. Cousins applied for a week's leave of absence to go to Kalgoorlie. He was given the leave but
subsequent events proved that he did not go near Kalgoorlie. Instead, he left the State on April 36th by the s.s.
Kanowna for Sydney under an assumed name. He was arrested in Sydney and brought back to W.A. There were
two charges against Cousins. The first was that of stealing a sum of £363 which was represented, by cheques
drawn at the meeting previously referred to. Cousins cashed the cheques and pocketed the amount. The second
charge dealt with a sum of £141 which had been paid into the funds of the company. The only explanation that
had been given by Cousins was that he had backed the second horse in a racing event. Mr. Penny, in pleading for
his client, stated, that Cousins was a married man with five children, it he were leniently dealt with, he had
determined to lead a better life and transgress the law no more. In reply to his Honor, Cousins stated that his
salary worked out at the rate of £3/9/6 per week. Speaking directly to him, his Honor said that if bank clerks and
other men in similar positions of trust were to act as Cousins had done chaos would reign supreme?' Continuing,
his Honor said that he wished that counsel would not refer to the women and children. Judges were but human
but they had a duty to perform which was imposed upon them by the law. "It is you people,", said the Judge,
"who have no thought for the women and children. I visit you with as light a sentence as I can. Three years, with
hard labor." Cousins was very nervous while his Honor was speaking to him and left the box looking very
downcast and depressed.

Boat Building Family

The death, at his home at Claremont yesterday at the age of 75 years of Mr. James John Mews removed another
of the old identities of Fremantle. For over 30 years the deceased was associated with the boatbuilding industry
at Fremantle in its flourishing period, when stout and speedy luggers were turned out for pearl-fishing in the



North West.

His parents arrived in the then colony in the emigrant ship Rockingham, bringing with them from England
goods and chattels to an approximate value of £5000. Included amongst these was a complete house in sections
which was the first house built on Mount's Bay road. Perth, and in which Mr. James Mews was born. Sixty-five
years ago his father purchased the property in Henry street, Fremantle, on which Clare's printery and adjoining
businesses now stand. This was the site of the first post-office in Fremantle, which was conducted by the late
Mr. John Bateman. On that site the elder Mr. Mews established a boatbuilding business, and the family has been
identified with that industry ever since. There, James and his brothers, Robert and Thomas, were instructed in
their trade by their father. Later, James and Robert were associated in the business, and still later Robert
established his own business on South Beach, which is still conducted by him. James continued the old
business, and Thomas launched out on his own account, so that at one period there were three yards carried on
by members of the family. Mr. James Mews retired about 30 years ago, and a few years later settled in
Claremont, where he was associated with the local yacht and bowling clubs. He was twice married, and is
survived by a widow and eleven children.

A Stepmother Insulted.- Yesterday morning Messrs. R. Fairbairn, R.M., and E. Solomon, J.P., who occupied the
Bench at the Fremantle Police Court, had their attention engaged for some time in the hearing of a case which
disclosed an unhappy state of domestic affairs. Edith Grace Mews proceeded against her stepson, Frank Ernest
Mews, on a charge of having used abusive language towards her.

James John Mews, husband and father of the respective parties, told the Court that he heard his son
make use of the words, but the complainant was responsible for the trouble, and he had refused to punish the
young man. The defendant was fined 40s. with costs, the Bench remarking that they were surprised that the
father should have permitted such conduct on the part of his son.

SPEARWOOD FATALITY. Open Finding by Coroner. The Acting-Coroner (Mr. W. F. Samson, J. P.) gave his
finding in the Fremantle Courthouse yesterday concerning the death of Alexander Vaughan Smith (9), of
Palmerston-street, Mosman Park, who was struck by a motor car driven by Frank Ernest Mews, of Preston
Point-road, East Fremantle, on the Rockingham-road, Spearwood, on January 15. Conflicting evidence had been
given at the inquest about a motor car which Mews and the other three occupants of his vehicle said they saw
parked on its incorrect side of the road, facing Fremantle, immediately before fatality. The other witnesses said
they did not see this car. Mews claimed that the boy ran from behind this vehicle in front of his own car, which
was travelling towards Rockingham. "In my oponion," said Mr. Samson yesterday, "the boy did not come when
called by his father, but delayed after the father turned to walk to the shop. As the visibility of the road was so
clear. Mews should have seen the boy. I discount the evidence concerning the car on the incorrect side of the
road, and I find that the boy came by his death at the Fremantle Hospital on January 21 from a fractured skull
and meningitis as a result of being struck by the motor car driven by Mews on the Rockingham-road six days
earlier." Mews was represented at the inquiry by Mr. F. G. Unmack, Mr. W. E. Slattery (instructed by Messrs.
Hardwick, Slattery and Gibson) appeared for the boy's father, and witness were examined by Sergeant
Coppinger.

Young Woman's Lapse

DRINK THE CAUSE.

Very peculiar features characterised a case heard at the Police Court last Wednesday, when a young married
woman named Viotti Mews was charged on five separate counts with stealing property to the value of
approximately £20 from various business firms in Fremantle. The details were very simple. On May 24 last Mrs.
Mews entered the shop of Mr. M. J. Bateman, electrician, of High-street, and secured possession of an electric
iron valued at 30/, which she intimated her intention of buying, provided the article met with her husband's
approval. She took the iron away with her, ostensibly for her husband's inspection. The same day or thereabouts
she obtained possession, for approval purposes, of an electric radiator, valued at £3/5/, this also from Mr.
Bateman; an electric iron and two jardinieres, valued at £5, from another firm; a gold watch and a silver watch
from a jeweller, and two hearth rugs from a household furnishing firm Instead of submitting the articles to her
husband for approval, Mrs. Mews sold them and retained the money. In due time, as the let-out-on-approval
articles had not been returned to the firms from whom they had been borrowed, the various business houses
affected became uneasy, and made a complaint to the police. Proceedings in court resulted. Detective-Sergeant
Dungey, who prosecuted, stated that some time ago, in consequence of family trouble i the husband of accused
advertised through the press that he would not be responsible for debts contracted by his wife. When accused
was arrested, she made a statement to the police, in which she described how she had disposed of the property
mentioned. The whole trouble had probably resulted from the effects of drink. Mr. J. C. Forman, who appeared
on behalf of the accused, said the present case was one of the most distressing in his knowledge Some time ago,
there had been trouble between Mrs. Mews and her husband. A separation had been arranged, the children of the
marriage had been taken charge of by the husband, and arrangements had been made for the maintenance of the
wife. Unfortunately, accused had taken to drink —cheap wine—and the thefts had been committed whilst she
was under the influence of drink. The mother of accused had offered to make restitution of the stolen goods, and
had offered to take care of accused. Counsel implored the bench to temper justice with mercy, and that as the
representative of the Crown, whose main purpose in such prosecutions was to bring about or help towards the
eventual reform of the convicted, to deal with the case In that temperate light which the facts adduced
warranted. After consultation, the bench (Messrs. Shepherd and J. Stevens, J's.P.,) announced that they had taken



into consideration the plea advanced by counsel for the defence, and ordered that a bond be entered into for
accused's good behavior for the next twelve months. The amount of the bond was fixed at £50 on each of the
five charges. Default was fixed at one month's imprisonment, with hard labor, periods to be concurrent.

Viotti Mews (45), home duties, was sentenced to terms totalling over two months' imprisonment today by Mr.
H. D. Moseley, P.M., in the Perth Police Court for having given a false name and address to Sergeant Row
bottom at Cottesloe, and for having endeavored by means of a fraudulent trick to obtain 3s from Vera Roberts.
Mews, it was stated by the police, went to Roberts' shop and stated that she wished to buy a wireless set.
Roberts communicated with wireless distributing agents in Perth and arranged to have a set forwarded.
Meanwhile Mews asked for a loan of 3s. Her request was refused, and, becoming suspicious, Roberts
communicated with the police. She gave a false name on the wireless purchase agreement, and when questioned
by Sergeant Rowbottom also gave a false name. She was sentenced to seven days imprisonment on the first
charge and to two months on the second.

£17/16/6, and Reginald Cranston Mews (44), seaman, was charged with having received portion of the stolen
property valued at £7/4/. Mr. H. J. Craig, S.M., and Messrs. F. Mann and J. Farrell, ra.P., were on the Bench, and
Detective-Sergeant Cowie prosecuted. Both accused admitted, the charges, and after strong pleas for leniency
had been made on their behalf by Mr. F. G. Unmack, the Bench, bearing in mind their previous good character,
bound each accused over under a bond of £10 to come up for sentence at any later date. Each man was also
ordered to pay 9/ costs. In evidence, Plainclothes Constable Johnston said that following reports that Mews had
been selling hardware in various hotels in Fremantle, witness and Plainclothes Constable Turner interviewed
him at South Premantle a few days ago. Accused did not deny having sold the goods but claimed that he had
found them on a vacant block near his home. Accused afterwards produced some of the property from beneath
his bed. Later, witness interviewed Jose, who admitted that he had given the articles to Mews and that they had
been stolen by him from the warehouse of J. and W. Bateman, Ltd., where he was employed. Mews, he said,
was an invalid and he had given the goods to him to sell with the object of doing him a good turn. Stating that
both accused had previously borne good characters, Mr. Unmack said that Jose had been employed at the
warehouse since he was a lad of 14 years and for many years had occupied a trusted position. Sickness in the
family had left him with barely sufficient for his needs and when pressed a few months ago by creditors he had
foolishly takepj the articles with the object of meetihg those payments. Mews was an invalid and except for a
few casual jobs had been unable to work for the past five years.

The 1937-38 and
1938-39 listings in the Rate Books also include the notation ‘WSH’, which suggests that the house was built as
a War Service Home. This possibility is supported by the fact that Guy Osborne Bellingham enrolled in the
armed forces in September 1916 and embarked from Australia in December 1916. In a newspaper article of
January 1918, he was listed amongst servicemen who had been reported as seriously ill. In 1931, the Electoral
Rolls more specifically identified the occupants of 65 Stubbs Terrace as Guy Bellingham Osborne (clerk) and
Ouida Osborne (home duties). Online family trees suggest that Guy (c.1898-1973) had married Ouida Valentine
“Robin” Mews (1904-1989) in Perth in 1927, which indicates that they settled here at the beginning of their
married lives. This couple were still listed at 2 Lutey Avenue in the Electoral Rolls of 1972. A comparison of
historical aerial photographs indicates that the house was extended to the north-west in ¢.1980 (with the new
wing set back from the street).

DEATH OF MR F. F. ARMSTRONG

THE RAPIDLY -DECREASING BAND OF OLD COLONISTS HAS SUFFERED FURTHER DIMINUTION,
BY THE DEATH OF MR. FRANCIS FRASER ARMSTRONG, WHICH HIS FRIENDS WILL REGRET TO
LEARN, TOOK PLACE AT HIS RESIDENCE IN MACKIE STREET ON MORNING. THE DECEASED
GENTLEMAN MIGHT INDEED BE ACCOUNTED ONE OF THE EARLIEST OF WESTERN AUSTRALIA
SETTLERS HAVING ARRIVED IN THE COLONY IN 1829, BY THE SHIP GILMOUR. MR
ARMSTRONG'S FATHER, AUNT AND SEVERAL OF HIS UNCLES HAD BEEN ATTRACTED TO THE
SWAN RIVER SETTLEMENT, AS IT WAS THEN CALLED, AND LEFT THERE HOMES IN
EDINBURGH, OF WHICH CITY THE DECEASED WAS NATIVE, TO TRY THERE FORTUNES IN THE
NEW LAND. MR F. F. ARMSTRONG WAS THEN A LAD OF 17 YEARS OF AGE. HE HAD NOT LONG
BEEN IN THE COLONY BEFORE HE ENTERED EMPLOYMENT OF MR FLETCHER MOORE, AND
KEPT A SMALL STORE IN WHAT IS NOW BAZZAR TERRACE, FACING THE PAVILION ON THE
RECREATIONAL GROUND. LATER ON HE WAS EMPLOYED BY THE LATE MR GEORGE SHENTON,
FATHER OF THE PRESENT PRESIDENT OF LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL, AND MANAGED HIS STORE IN
ST GEORGES TERRACE FOR MANY YEARS. AFTER THIS MR ARMSTRONG ENTERED INTO
BUSINESS OR HIMSELF AS A GRAIN AND PRODUCE AND COMMISSION AGENT, AND IN THIS
BUSINESS, WHICH HE CARRIED ON CONJOINTLY WITH SEVERAL OTHER VENTURES, HE
ACQUIRED A COMFORTABLE COMPETENCE, AND SOME YEARS AGO HE WAS ABLE TO RETIRE.
IN 1834 HE WAS THE APPOINTMENT OF NATIVE INTERPRETER TO THE COURTS OF JUSTICE. MR
ARMSTRONG HAD FROM THE TIME HE ARRIVED IN THE COLONY INTERESTED HIMSELF VERY
MUCH IN THE ABORIGINAL NATIVE, AND WAS PLACED IN CHARGE OF THE FIRST NATIVE AND
HALF CAST MISSION FOR THE BOYS, HIS WIFE TAKING CONTROL OF A SIMILAR INSTITUTION
FOR GIRLS. THERE WHERE PROBABLY FEW MEN IN WESTERN AUSTRALIA WHO HAD BETTER
KNOWLEDGE OF THE DIFFERENT SOUTHERN AND SOUTH -WESTERN DISTRICTS THAN HE ,
WHICH CAUSED HIS SERVICES AS A LINGUIST IN INTERPRETING BETWEEN THE COURT AND
THE NATIVES TO BE VERY VALUABLE

HE ALSO HAD AN INTIMATE ACQUAINTANCE WITH THE MANNER OF LIFE AND CUSTOMS AND
PRACTICE OF THE NATIVE TRIBES, AND COPIES OF THE PAMPHLETS WRITTEN BY HIM
DEALING WITH THE LANGUAGE AND LIFE OF THE NATIVES WERE IN EXISTENCE A FEW YEARS
AGO, IF THEY ARE ARE NOT NOW, GIVING AN INTERESTING ACCOUNT OF HIS OBSERVATIONS
OF THE NATIVES IN EARLY STAGES OF THE COLONY'S HISTORY.

ANOTHER PUBLIC POST ION HELD BY MR ARMSTRONG FOR VERY MANY YEARS WAS THAT OF
CITY RATE COLLECTOR IN THE EARLIER DAYS OF THE MUNICIPALITY, AND TO THIS HE
BROUGHT, AS INDEED HE DID TO EVERYTHING HE UNDERTOOK, THE MOST UNWEARIED AND
CAPABLE ENERGIES.

OF LATE YEARS MR. ARMSTRONG LED A VERY RETIRED LIFE, ALWAYS MODEST AND
UNASSUMING, HE SHRANK FROM ANYTHING LIKE PUBLICITY, AND THERE ARE PROBABLY
FEW LIVING AT PRESNT TIME WHO COULD TELL A TIME OF THE GOOD QUIETLY AND
UNESTENTATIONLY PERFORMED BY FRANCIS FRASER ARMSTRONG.

HE WAS ONE OF THE FOREMOST MEN IN THE WESLEY CHURCH UNTIL INCREASING YEARS
COMPELLED HOM TO GIVE PLACE TO THE YOUNGER SPIRITS.

WITH OTHER EQUALLY DEVOTED EARNEST METHODISTS, HIS NAME IS ASSOCIATED IN THE
FOUNDING OF THE WESLEYAN METHODIST SUNDAY SCHOOL IN THE COLONY.

HE ALSO LABOURED IN THE SAME QUIET WAY IN THE CAUSE OF TEMPERANCE AND OTHER
SOCIAL REFORMS, AND IN A WORD, IN HIS OWN MODEST MANNER DISPLAYED VERY MANY
THE BEST QUALITIES WORTHY OF A GOOD CITIZEN.

H. A. CANN, of Cottesloe, is the most recent recruit to the ranks of the Second Generation West
Australians. Her father, she writes, was James Woodward Turner, who came to the Swan River from England in
the sailing ship Warrior. The Warrior reached the colony in December, 1829, and had on board as well as Mr.
Turner and his father, the brothers Bussell.

At the time of their arrival the Lieut. Governor, Captain Stirling, had decided to establish a colony at Augusta.
Thither went the Turners, the Bussells and others, with Capt. J. Molloy as Government Resident, and a
detachment of soldiers. Four years later the Augusta settlers moved to the Vasse, with the exception of Mr.
Turner, who remained at Turnwood for 19 years. Then they sold out and came to Perth.

Mrs. Cann writes that she will shortly be 85 years of age. She was the mother of four children, 12 grandchildren
and 14 great-grandchildren.

LATE MR. ARMSTRONG

LONG LIFE ENDED A WELL-KNOWN PERSONALITY

It will be with feelings of the deepest regret that a very wide circle of friends in Geraldton, Greenough and
Murchison districts will hear of the death of Mr. Francis Gow Armstrong, of Greenough, which took place this
morning. The deceased gentleman, who had reached the advanced age of 85 years, had been in failing health for
some time, and two or three weeks ago he was brought into Geraldton to the residence of his daughter, Mrs. C.
Stokes, Durlacher Street. He gradually grew weaker, it being realised a few days ago that the end was near, and
he passed away this morning. The deceased, who was born in Perth, came to Geraldton as a young man and
resided here for some years. He afterwards went to Melbourne, but returned to Western Australia when the gold-
fields were discovered. He proceeded to the Murchison, and followed mining for a time, and with partners
erected the first battery at Cuddingwarra, the plant being brought from Melbourne. Later he removed to
Mullewa, and afterwards settled down in Geraldton. During his eleven years' residence in Geraldton he carried
on the business of a wheelwright. He took a very active interest in public affairs, serving on the Municipal
Council, and occupied the position of Mayor in 1907, the year the foundation stone of the Town Hall was laid.
This ceremony took place on January 28th of that year, the stone being laid by Sir Edward Wittenoom. Mr.
Armstrong removed to Greenough twenty-four years ago, and for many years occupied the old Golden Sheaf
buildings, which were later dismantled. He continued to take a keen and active interest in the affairs of the
district, and had many interesting reminiscences to relate of the early days. He was a very old member of the
Geraldton Lodge of Freemasons. By all who knew him he was held in the highest esteem, and sincere sympathy
will be extended to his widow and the members of his family. He was twice married, his second wife being Miss
Annie Patience, of Greenough. He leaves eleven children, and several grand children and great grand-children.
The funeral will take place tomorrow afternoon, leaving the residence of his daughter (Mrs. C. Stokes),
Durlacher Street, at three o'clock for the Methodist Church, where a service will be held, the cortege afterwards
proceeding to the cemetery at Utakarra.

PIONEER OF GREENOUGH

MRS. ANNIE ARMSTRONG DEATH AT GERALDTON

Yet another link with the early pioneering days of Greenough was broken last night by the death of Mrs. Annie
Armstrong, who had for the past three weeks been an inmate of the St. John of God Hospital at Geraldton. The
deceased lady, who was born at Greenough eighty-three years ago had spent the whole of her life in this district,
having transferred from her birth-place seven years ago to reside with her two daughters in Geraldton. Right
throughout the whole of her long life the late Mrs. Armstrong had enjoyed good health, her only serious illness
being that from which she was claimed by death last night. It is perhaps interesting to recall that early in the last
century two of the State's very early pioneers in Mr. and Mrs. W. Criddle travelled overland from Toodyay,
arriving at Greenough with a baby in arms. This baby was the first white child at Greenough, and after growing
to womanhood she became Mrs. John Patience, mother of the late Mrs. Armstrong, who was reared on a farm at
Greenough. In 1890 the deceased lady married Mr. Francis Gow Armstrong, a former Mayor of Geraldton, who
predeceased his wife in 1932. Early records disclose that the late Mr. Armstrong was the chief citizen of
Geraldton at the time of the bubonic plague outbreak in the town, and that in fighting this scourge and caring for
the victims he was greatly assisted by his wife. The late Mrs. Armstrong reared a family of two sons and three
daughters, one of the latter being deceased, and she is therefore survived by Messrs. Arnold Armstrong (Perth)
and Neil Armstrong (Geraldton) and Mesdames G. Wilson and A. Evensen (Geraldton). The funeral will take
place in the Methodist Cemetery at Utakarra tomorrow (Friday) afternoon.

OBITUARY

DEATH OF MR. G. WILSON A WELL KNOWN IDENTITY:

The death occurred at the Victoria District Hospital on Tuesday of Mr. George Woolhouse Wilson, a well known
town and district identity. On Wednesday of last week Mr. Wilson. was preparing to attend the weekly parade of
'D' Company of the 19th Garrison (Reserve) Battalion, of which he was a member, when he was over come by
sudden illness. A doctor was summoned and on Thursday he was removed to hospital, where an operation was
performed on Saturday last. He failed to rally and gradually his condition became worse, death taking place on
Tuesday evening. The late Mr. Wilson was the elder son of Mr. and Mrs. W. Wilson, of Francis Street, and late
of Peak Hill.

It is claimed that he was the first white child taken to the Peak Hill goldfield. He was born on the Greenough.
where he received his early education, and later attended the Guildford Grammar School, which he left with an
enviable record in sport. He was for three years in succession the champion athlete of the school and in his last
year earned the distinction of interschool champion. The following year he won the Old Boys' Championship.
He enlisted for active service in the Great War at the age of eighteen and a-half years and served first in the
artillery. He was later transferred to a transport corps and was in hospital for the treatment of gas and shell shock



and a severe wound of the right foot when the armistice was declared. He returned to Australia in 1919 and
engaged in farming on the Greenough till ill-health caused his retirement some years ago. He suffered greatly
from his war injuries, but the outbreak of the present war, found him again eager to serve his country and as a
member of 'D' Company of the 19th Garrison Reserve Battalion he enjoyed popularity with both officers and
men.

Seventeen years ago he married Miss Jessie Armstrong, who survives him. He also leaves two sisters (Mrs. G.
Clinch, of Perth, and Mrs. A. Armstrong, of Walkaway) and one brother (Mr. L. Wilson), who is a member of
the mercantile marine with headquarters in Sydney. The funeral was held yesterday afternoon and there was a
particularly large and representative gathering at the graveside in the Church of England portion of the Utakarra
Cemetery, where the service was conducted by the Rev. A. Kerr, of Greenough. The chief mourners were Mrs.
G. Wilson (Widow) and Mrs. W. Wilson (mother), Messrs. A. Armstrong and N. Arm strong (brothers-in-law),
Miss. J. Armstrong (niece) and Mrs. A. Armstrong (mother-in-law). The pall-bearers were . Messrs. A.
Meadowcroft, F. G. Anderson, W. C. Freeman, H. Eves. G. Connolly and C. Scriven, whilst the casket was
carried to the grave by members of 'D' Company of the 19th Garrison (Reserve) Battalion, which was largely
represented. The Last Post was sounded at the graveside to bring the solemn service to a close. Amongst those
present were Lieutenant A. C. Bogle, officer commanding 'D'.

A very large gathering of friends attended at Christ Church, Geraldton, on Thursday afternoon for the wedding
of Miss Lilian Muriel Armstrong, youngest daughter of Mrs Armstrong and the late Mr. F. G. Armstrong, of
Greenough, to Mr. Albert Stanley Evensen, fourth son of Mr. and Mrs. A. Evensen, Fitzgerald Street, Geraldton.
The bride has for many years been an earnest worker in connection with Christ Church, and in addition to a
large number of personal friends of both families the various organisations of the church were well represented.
The service, which was fully choral, Mr. N. W. Uren presiding at the organ, was conducted by the Rector (the
Rev. K. B. Halley). The bride, who entered the church on the arm of her brother (Mr. Arnold Armstrong)
appeared most charming in her enhancing gown of rich cream lace, over satin, made on close fitting style to the
knees. Godets were set into the skirt, which was worn at ankle length. The bodice was square necked, with huge
puffed sleeves, close fitting to the elbows, and finished with kilted tulle at the wrists. The waist was encircled by
a plaited girdle, with flowing ends of cream lace and satin. A satin train lined with shell pink georgette, was
admirably worked with hearts in a lover's knot.

JEWELLERY SALE. Pawnbroker Fined. A case of a pawnbroker selling unredeemed jewellery without first
having submitted it for auction or advertised it for sale, said to be the first of its kind in Western Australia, was
heard in the Perth Police Court yesterday. The pawnbroker, Francis Fraser Pearce, of Murray-street, Perth, was
fined £3, with 4/6 costs, by Mr K. J. Dougall, S.M. The charge was that on or about January 3 last. he committed
an offence under the Pawnbrokers' Act in that he sold certain articles other than by public auction and without
having caused to be inserted in a newspaper on two occasions, at least four days before such sale, a notice of
such sale containing a catalogue of articles which had been pawned by Sandra Balbrani for an amount above 5/,
such articles having been deemed forfeited. Sgt. R. H. Hickson prosecuted. Mr. C. Greif appeared for Pearce,
who pleaded guilty. Det.-Sgt. Clugston said that on January 26, 1946. Balbrani pawned some jewellery with the
defendant and agreed to pay interest of 10/ a month tor a loan of £10. The oLly interest she paid was £1 on
August 5 last. On January 3, Pearce sold some of the Jewellery to a gold buyer and had not auctioned it or
advertised it as provided for under the Act. Mr. Greif said that Pearce had been a pawnbroker for 30 years and
had not been charged with any offence. This was the first case of its kind in this State. Pearce had agreed to keep
the jewellery for the woman until least December, but she did not then meet him and keep her promise.
Defendant had believed he had the right to sell the jewellery. The Magistrate: Having been a pawnbroker for so
long, he should have known what his obligations were.

LOAN OFFICE MAN MUST KNOW ALL VALUES

Frank Pearce knows as much as anyone in Perth about the value of anything from watches and wedding1 rings
to golf sticks and banjos. He has to. He conducts a loan office.

Pearce started in his business because as a boy of 15 his first employer would not pay him. overtime. He gave up
his job and his mother found him a new one, in a loan office. Pearce has been in the business ever since. For 42
years he has worked in Murray Street. His old shop was where the G.P:O. is now. His 'new' shop is east of
Barrack Street. He says watches are the most pawned articles. "I suppose it is because most people have watches
and feel they can do without them for a few days." High on the list of articles Pearce takes in are wedding rings.
But whereas watches are nor mally redeemed the rings are usu ally for outright sale. Pearce says the average
modern ring is not nearly as valuable as the ring our mothers wore. '"There is not as much gold in it.' Among his
best wartime cus tomers in both rings and watches were American servicemen. They wanted to buy the rings
and pawn their watches. Pearce says that assessment of values of the hundreds of articles brought in as loan
deposits is a matter of experience. 'Of course, you can make a mis take but that doesn't happen often.' Pearce has
lent sums from 1/ to more than £100. But for some time he eliminated the small loan. The £4 or £5 loan is the
most popular. Although it is all good business, Pearce is not keen on big loans. 'T lent £150 on a fur coat once
but when the loans get up that high they get to be personal loans.' The smallest sum Pearce has tent is 1d. A
child came into his shop, told him she had lost her tram fare and asked his help. She put the 1d under the door
next morning. All articles that come into the shop must be numbered and ent ered in a book. "We start at number
one at the beginning of each year and finish in the three thousands.' Pearce says most articles are redeemed now.
Years ago, many were left in the shop. Anything left is put up for auc tion. With business over, Pearce con
centrates on sport, particularly boxing. He has been official time keeper for boxing promoters since Tod Morgan
revived the sport here.

Adam William Armstrong (1852-1915)
Adam William Armstrong was born in 1852 at Fremantle and resided at the port most of his life, except for 6



years where he farmed in Geraldton (reference). Upon returning to Fremantle he worked as a butcher before
selling his business in 1882 (reference). He was known as a vigilant Excise Inspector for Her Majesty’s
Customs Department where he worked for 18 years (1894 to 1912).

Adam was one of fourteen children of Francis Fraser Armstrong and Mary Ann née Mews who married in 1836
(reference) and arrived in Western Australia on the Gilmore, one of the first ships to bring settlers to the Swan
River Colony in 1829 (reference). Adam’s first marriage was to Margaret Brennan in 1876 and they had 7
children together, of which 4 survived (Elizabeth, Arthur, Philomena and Francis) before Margaret died in 1892
(reference). Later that year Adam was remarried to Mary Cass and the pair had 4 children together, William,
Nellie, Harold (lived less than a year) and Florence (reference).

From March 1885 Adam became licensee of the Exchange Hotel (renamed the Commercial Hotel in 1888) at 80
High Street, Fremantle (reference).

“I ADAM WILLIAM ARMSTRONG, married, now residing in High Street, in the town of Fremantle, do
hereby give notice that it is my intention to apply at the next Licensing Meeting to beholden for this district for a
Publican's General License for the sale of liquor in the house and appurtenances thereunto belonging, situated at
High Street, Fremantle, known as the Exchange Hotel, containing eight sitting-rooms and nine bedrooms
exclusive of those required by the family, now rented by me from Mr. John Thomas, and of which I am the
present occupier, and which house is now licenced under the sign of the Exchange Hotel, and which I intend to
keep as an Inn or public house” - The Herald 2 May 1885 (reference)

In 1889 Adam became licensee of the Club Hotel at the corner of 39 High Street and Henry Street, currently
known as the Orient Hotel. This business venture was unsuccessful as he went bankrupt from unsettled debts
associated with the Club Hotel in 1893 (reference).

Having been unsuccessful in the hotel business, Adam started a new career in 1894 working for Her Majesty’s
Department of Customs and Excise for 7 shillings a day, before working his way up to an Excise Inspector in
December 1898 where he earned £250 per annum (reference). His hard work had his debts discharged in 1906
(reference).

Part of his job as an Excise Inspector included investigating businesses to make sure they complied with the
laws. During his career he investigated the Bunbury Brewery and charged them on two occasions:

1898 Case 1: "BUNBURY POLICE COURT. A. W. Armstrong, an Inspector of Excise, summoned M E Wallis
for neglecting to deface a certain stamp affixed to a beer cask opened contrary to the Act. Adam William
Armstrong sworn said he visited Mr Wallis' bottling works at the Bunbury Brewery and found a hog-head of
beer opened and the stamp not cut in two or more places as required by the Beer Act. The stamp appeared to
him to be affixed in such a way as to be open to fraud and did not comply with the Act." Wallis was fined 40
shillings and costs.

1899 Case 2 "Adam William Armstrong summoned Archibald Holland with neglecting to keep certain books
under the Excise Act." The case was dismissed.

Adam retired from Her Majesty’s Customs after 18 years of service due to ill-health (reference). Upon retiring
he was awarded a “handsome gold watch suitably inscribed” for his service (reference). Adam passed away in
Fremantle in 1915 at the age of 63 (reference).

By the death of Mr. Adam William
Armstrong, formerly of H.M. Customs, Fremantle, which occurred at his residence, Gilmore, Canning-road,
East Fremantle, in his 63rd year, there has been removed a very old colonist of this State. The deceased
gentleman was the second son of the late Mr. Francis Fraser Armstrong, who arrived here in November, 1829 —



86 years ago—by the ship Gilmore, which was the first ship to bring settlers to this State; therefore, Mr.
Armstrong is a descendant of one of the earliest pioneers. Mr. Armstrong was born at Fremantle, and has resided
at the port practically all his life, with the exception of six years at Geraldton, in which district he was farming.
He was well known and highly respected, and was a Customs officer for 18 years, up to two years ago, when he
retired, owing to indifferent health. He leaves a widow and a grown-up family of three sons and four daughters.
An interesting fact connected with the deceased is that he was a descendant of Nathaniel Gow, composer of the
well known song "Caller Herrin," and who himself was the son of a well known Scotch violinist, Neil Gow. The
long funeral cortege moved from the residence, Gilmore, Canning-road, on Friday afternoon last, and proceeded
to the (Methodist portion of the local cemetery, where the remains were interred. The Rev. F. S. Finch, who read
a portion of the service at Gilmore, also officiated at the graveside, in the presence of a large gathering of
relatives, friends, and old identities. The chief mourners were: —Messrs. Frank, Arthur and William Armstrong
(sons), N. Armstrong (brother), A. Spencer (brother-in-law), J. Wells (son-in-law), Frank Turner, Frank and
Harry Pearse, H. Stirling, and William Brennan (nephews), and Walter, Albert, and Robert Mews, George Pearse
and H. P. Bateman (cousins). The pall-bearers were the Minister for Works (Mr. W. C. Angwin, M.L.A.),
Messrs. J. J. Broomhall (representing the Collector of Customs), and L. E. Eliot (representing the Excise
Department of H.M. Customs), J. E. Mitchell, R. H. Holmes, and W. Lohoar. Many wreaths were sent and
numerous letters, telegrams, and cards of condolence have also been received by the relatives.

An Old Stockman Looks Back

by NALYERING

THESE days it is becoming rather rare to meet someone who can claim to have had intimate contact with one of
the original settlers of the Swan River Colony, yet that was my lot recently when I attended a cattle sale at the
Robbs Jetty saleyards.

The link in this case was Mr. Frank Armstrong, a well known identity of Fremantle and a very popular
personality at Robbs where he is employed as senior stockman by Elder, Smith and Co. Ltd. Frank has been
handling stock there and at the Midland Junction sale-yards for about half a century, so he has seen a lot of
changes in his time and can unfold quite a bit of history.

The Pioneer

The pioneer he told me about was his grandfather, the late Francis Fraser Armstrong. At the age of about 16
Francis Fraser Armstrong arrived at the Swan River Colony in the ship Gilmore in September, 1829, with his
parents, four brothers and one sister. The family settled on the north bank of the Swan River close to where
Waratah-avenue meets Birdwood-parade nowadays, and named the locality Dalkeith in memory of their Scottish
home-town. The actual selection later took on the name of Gallop's Gardens, but the river-spit nearby is still
known as Armstrong Spit and the area generally retains the original name.

Taking kindly to his new environment the youth was quickly on friendly terms with the native inhabitants in the
vicinity, moving freely among them observing their customs and picking up their language. In 1834 he accepted
the appointment as official interpreter at a salary of £90 a year and later, with his wife, conducted a school for
aborigines below Mt. Eliza. Here, instruction in "reading, arithmetic and Christianity" was given, though any
ambitions to accomplish much in an academic way were tempered by great understanding and patience and
there was no iron discipline to prevent natives from coming or going as the urge took them.

It is reasonable to assume that there was more time spent on fishing than on figures, but the thing to remember is
the care and kindliness offered by a young man at the onset of the clash of two extremes of human development.
Later he continued his civilising mission on Rottnest Island.

The Governor of the day— Governor Hutt—in a dispatch to the Secretary of State for the Colonies referred to
Armstrong's care and interest of the aborigines "both in Court and out of it."

Francis Fraser Armstrong assisted in the compilation of two vocabularies of the native tongue published in
1842, and compiled a dictionary of native birds, with descriptions of their habits, plumage and calls. He was



also a foundation member of Wesley Church, Perth, and taught at the Sunday school in the first Wesleyan chapel
in Murray-street in 1874. He died in 1897 and was buried at the East Perth cemetery.

Link

FRANK has a lively recollection and veneration of his pioneer forebear. His own christian names are,
incidentally, Francis Fraser Dennis, and the "Francis Fraser" are carried on by a son, a grand-son and a great-
grandson.

A son of Adam William Armstrong, Frank was born at Fremantle, though two sisters and a brother, all older than
himself, were born at Champion Bay in the pioneering days of the Geraldton district. By the time he was eight
years of age he was well accustomed to the saddle and has stuck to it ever since.

The Boer War saw him on active service, and in his days on the veldt he exhibited something of his
grandfather's flare for mastering "strange lingoes" by picking up more than a smattering of Dutch and the Kaffir
tongue.

His long association with the cattle trade from the north commenced before Robbs Jetty itself was built. "In
those days," he said, "they used to swim the cattle ashore at Mews Beach round towards Fremantle. I well
remember it."

He can recall many incidents in connection with the trade. He has seen the cattle boats almost blown ashore at
times, though disaster was always staved off somehow. Then, there were the incidents of cattle plunging off the
end of the jetty and swimming out to sea. But they had usually made their way ashore somewhere. One bullock
that got away in that manner was found several months later running with a herd of cows in the Rockingham
district. On occasions cattle had found their way round by water into Fremantle Harbour, and in one or two
instances had been shot from the traffic bridge.

There was also the case of the bullock which found its way on to the North Wharf in a panic.

There were two seamen in a rowing boat intently painting a ship's hull at the time, and the frenzied beast, after a
high-dive from the edge of the wharf, crashed down between them. The shattered rowing boat was quickly on its
way to the bottom and the two seamen making more splash but less headway than the bullock.

An enterprising individual once set up a hop-beer shanty on the beach adjacent to Robbs Jetty and the
refreshment trade on cattle-days was quite brisk. The business was suddenly wound up, however, when a free-
thinking bullock went beserk and carried the shanty away on its horns at top speed. But time brings its changes,
even to bovine mannerisms. Cattle from the North-West now, Frank thinks, are quieter than they used to be and
more even in quality, but he doubts whether they are so good. "There used to be some extra good bullocks," he
said.

Mrs. Mary Armstrong, a well known and esteemed resident of East Fremantle, passed away on January 3 at her
late resi-dence, '"Thornbury," Bedford-street, at the age of 63 years. Mrs. Armstrong was the widow of a very
old pioneer of this State, Mr. Adam William Armstrong, who was following farming pursuits in the Geraldton
district, and afterwards for 18 years he was connected with H.M. Customs, Fremantle. The deceased lady, who
was born at Adelaide, South Australia, had lived in the Fremantle district for the last 43 years. She was of a
charitable disposition, and prior to being over taken by ill-health she was always to the fore for any object with
that end in view.

Dalkeith Link By G.C.L. THE naming of Perth's suburb of Dalkeith was recalled when William Francis
Armstrong, a grandson of Francis Fraser Armstrong, died in Sydney recently. Francis Fraser Armstrong was one
of a family of five sons and one daughter who reached this State in September, 1829, in the ship Gilmore. The
family settled on the northern bank of the Swan River where Waratah-avenue and Birdwood parade meet, and
named the site Dalkeith in memory of their home town in Scotland. The property was later termed Gallop's
Gardens, but that part of the river foreshore is still known as Armstrong's Spit and the neighbouring district as
Dalkeith. Francis Fraser Armstrong was a foundation member of Wesley Church, Perth, and was associated with
its work from its inception following the arrival in the ship Tranby of the Hardys and Clarksons and others in
1830. He taught at the Sunday school which met in the first Wesleyan chapel erected in Murray-street in 1834.
He is to be remembered mainly, however, for his work among the aborigines. From his arrival, at the age of 16,
he mixed freely with them, observing their customs and learning their language. He was appointed official
interpreter for the natives at a salary of £90 a year in 1834. Several years later, in a dispatch to the then
Secretary of State for the Colonies (Lord Stanley), Governor Hutt wrote appreciatively of Armstrong's care of
the interest of the natives "both in Court and out of it." Native School. With his wife he conducted a school for
natives at "Mt. Eliza Bay," where instruction in reading, arithmetic and Christianity was given. The natives
attending were given much freedom and could, if they wished, live at the institution. Armstrong assisted George
Flet-cher Moore, the Advocate-General, and Charles Symmons, the Protector, of Aborigines, in the compilation
of their vocabularies (both published in 1842), and his assistance to Capt. (later Sir) George Grey was
acknowledged in Grey's writings. One of his self-set tasks was the compilation of a dictionary of native birds,
their plumage, habits and calls. He was well known by the Rev. C. A. Jenkins, of Perth, who was at his bedside
when he died in 1897 at the age of 84, and who conducted the funeral service at the old East Perth cemetery. Mr.
William Francis Armstrong was born at Fremantle in 1893 and educated at the Fremantle Boys' School, and the
Christian Brothers' College, Perth, where he was the champion runner and swimmer in his day. He joined the
staff of the Bank of New South Wales in Perth in 1911. About 1922 he was transferred to the Sydney office of
the bank where he remained until his retirement for health reasons some five years ago. He is survived by a
brother, Mr. Frank Armstrong, of Fremantle, and two sisters, Mrs. Frank Kendall, of Nedlands, and Mrs. F. J.
Hynes, of Kalamunda.

THURSDAY, NOVEMBER 18.

THOMAS POPE ARMSTRONG was charged by Frank Carter with having on the 9th inst., removed a certain
boat or yacht, named the " Eva," from its usual place of anchorage, without the consent of the owner. Mr. D. G.
Gawler appeared for the defendant.

The evidence of the plaintiff was to the effect that on the 8th inst., he left the Eva, which he and Mr. Richard
Pearse owned, anchored at the head of the Yacht Club's jetty. The following morning, at half-past six o'clock, the



partners went down to the jetty intending to use the boat, which they found to be missing. From enquiries they
made, they went down to Lucky Bay in a small boat, and there found the defendant had her. Up-on being asked
why he had taken her, he replied that he was going for a sail, and after a short conversation he gave up the till to'
Mr. Pearse, and they returned to Perth with the boat. The defence set up was that Armstrong had a fourth share
in the boat, it having originally belong to him, and two other men named Williams and Lawson, the last named
of whom had, without Armstrong's knowledge at the time, sold the boat to Messrs. Carter and Pearse. After
hearing the evidence both sides, and the counsel's address on behalf of his client, the Court held the charge
proved and fined the defendant 10s. and costs.

THE HAROLD-STREET FIRE.

FURTHER EVIDENCE GIVEN.

The Coroner (Dr. Lovegrove) and jury continued the inquiry into the cause of the fire which occurred at the
house owned by Agnes Armstrong, and occupied by Edward Varian, at 100 Harold-street, Highgate Hill, on May
28th. Mr. Maxwell appeared to watch the inquiry, on behalf of the insurance company.

Agnes Armstrong, re-called, said that she kept a boarding-house at 509 Williamstreet. She had four lady
boarders, who paid 21s. weekly, and each had a separate room. She did not know who had occupied the house
before her occupancy, and she would swear that nothing improper had happened in it while she had tenanted it.
Her husband was in Perth at the present time. His name was Thomas Pope Arm-strong, and he was a carpenter
and builder. Her husband at present stood committed for trial. Witness became possessed of property in Harold-
street and in Subiaco about four years ago as near as she could remember. She purchased both properties on the
time payment system. She paid £30 for the block at Highgate Hill, and built the house and did the fencing. Wit-
ness had been living apart from her husband a little over two years. The house was built with money earned by
witness at dressmaking.

Police-constable Edwin Edwards said that he knew the last witness. The house where the fire occurred was,
during the occupancy of Mrs. Armstrong, reported to be one of ill-fame. Witness frequently saw cabs drive up to
that house, and saw lights there late at night and during the early hours of the morning. There were other
females who frequented the house at that time.

Louise Varian, wife of Edward Varian, said she resided at 100 Harold-street, Highgate Hill. Her husband rented
three rooms of the four in the house from Mr. Saltkeld, the fourth room being reserved by the agent for the use
of Agnes Arm-strong to store furniture. On the night of May 27 witness left her home between 10 and 11 p.m.,
and went to Mrs. Arm-strong's, at Hawthorn House, William-street. Witness slept at Mrs. Armstrong's that night.
She left her home because her husband, having been drinking, had returned and left again, and she went in
search of him. It was thundering and lightning that night, and she was afraid to remain alone with her baby. That
was her only reason for leaving her home. Her husband was drunk when he came home, and in trying to obtain
the key of the house he tore her dress, and then left the house again. It was nearly midnight when she went to
bed at Mrs. Armstrong's. Next morning the baker who served her and Mrs. Armstrong told witness that there had
been a fire at her house, and that all her things were in the yard. When she went to the house she found that none
of her things, but only those of Mrs. Armstrong, had been subject to fire. On the night of the 27th, and since
then, the door leading from the part of the premises occupied by witness to the room where Mrs. Armstrong's
goods were stored was locked. Mrs. Armstrong was in that room on the Monday before the fire. Mrs. Armstrong
had caused to be removed by a carrier named Vaun some boxes and a basket at the time she left the house to
reside in William-street. Mrs. Armstrong had kept kerosene at her place in a bottle. Mrs. Armstrong had said two
or three times that her hus-band had threatened to burn the house down. That was when she lived in the house.
Mrs. Armstrong had never told witness that the house or furniture was insured. By the Coroner: On the night of
May 27, witness' bed was near the door leading into Mrs. Armstrong's room. Wit-ness had not upset any
kerosene in that room. She usually kept it in the kitchen. She had seen Mrs. Armstrong under the influence of
liquor at the house in Haroldstreet. On the 28th Mrs. Armstrong told witness that she had been to the insurance
agents, and on her return said there had been a burglary as well as a fire in the house in Harold-street, as there
were a lot more things put in the room than there were then there. She said that there must have been a burglary
first and a fire afterwards. Witness had seen certain furniture in the room reserved for Mrs. Armstrong. She
would not like to have given more than £5 for it. By the Jury: Her husband had not ill-used witness when trying
to get the key from her. The door from the verandah to Mrs. Armstrong's room was locked all the after-noon.
Witness could not smell any kerosene when she left the house, but she could smell it when she returned the
morn-ing after the fire. A Mr. Dundas came to the house on the Thursday, and went into the room where Mrs.
Armstrong's goods were stored. He said he had come for a tub, and that Mrs. Armstrong was going to sell out of
the boarding-house in Murraystreet, as it did not pay, and that she was going back to Coolgardie. Witness had
heard a man's voice in Mrs. Armstrong's room at Harold-street late at night. By Mr. Maxwell : The night she
slept at Mrs. Armstrong's she was wakened once or twice, and was told next morning by young Mrs. Armstrong
that she had been up to get a drink for her husband. By the Jury : It was not true, as had been stated by Mrs.
Armstrong, that witness had gone to Mrs. Armstrong's house and asked to be taken in as her husband had been



knocking her about and throwing things at her.
At this stage the inquiry was adjourned till 2.30 on Wednesday next.

THE HIGHGATE HILL FIRE.

CONSTABLE YOUNG COMPLIMENTED.

The coronial inquiry into the circumstances surrounding the fire which resulted in damage to a house belonging
to Mrs. Armstrong, at Highgate Hill, on May 28, was held at the Bohemia Hall yesterday afternoon.

Edward Marion. the occupier of the house, stated that he was asleep on the premises when the fire occurred. He
was awakened by Constable Young, and that was the first intimation he received that anything was wrong. For a
little while Mrs. Armstrong had occupied the room in which the fire occurred,, but the witness had never been in
the room before the fire took place. To the Coroner : His wife was out when he arrived home, and he gained
admission through the window, but he was certain that he did not enter Mrs. Armstrong's room before he went to
his own. To the jury : On the night of the fire he only visited two hotels, and he had never been to Mrs.
Armstrong's house in William-street.

Charles Vann, a carrier, stated that about three weeks before the fire occurred he was engaged by Mrs.
Armstrong to cart some boxes and trunks to her present resi-dence in William-street. Six months previously he
had carted a load of furniture for Mrs. Armstrong to a house opposite the Olde Englyshe Fayre. About a
fortnight later he took it back to the place he had carted it from. To the jury : He saw some furniture being
loaded at the house by a man named Harding about two months ago. He could not say where the furniture

was taken to

Francis James Dundas, a waiter and bar-man, stated that he had been employed by Mrs. Armstrong as a cook.
He knew that a fire had occurred at Mrs. Armstrong's place, but he could not recollect the date, and knew
nothing more about the affair than had appeared in the newspapers. Mrs. Armstrong kept boarders. They were
all females, and perfect strangers to him. To the coroner He had never seen Mrs. Armstrong under the influence
of drink. He was a professional cook, and received 15s. a week from Mrs. Armstrong for providing for four or
five boarders. He had only been working for Mrs. Armstrong three weeks, and he had been paid his wages all
the time. He had never previously lived with Mrs. Armstrong. He sometimes had his meals at Mrs. Armstrong's,
but never slept there. He slept up the street occasionally, and sometimes on board a yacht on the river. Mrs.
Armstrong was not keeping him. He kept himself, and could prove it. To the Jury : He did not consider 153. a
week poor pay, for the reason that he was not in good health. Only on one occasion had he been in trouble with
the police. That was when a drunken woman followed him, and he punched her, and she went down. To Mr.
Maxwell : He could not say where he was on the nights of Tuesday, Wednesday, or Thursday preceding the fire.
He knew nothing about the fire until he read the account of it in the papers. The witness was subjected to a
lengthy crossexamination by the jury and Mr. Maxwell, but his answers were extremely evasiveso much so, in
fact, that Mr. Maxwell remarked that the witness could throw a lot of light on the occurrence if he chose to do
S0.

Thomas Pope Armstrong, contractor, of Leederville, and husband of the owner of the house injured, said that he
and his wife were living apart. He paid 600 for the block of land in Harold-street, and his wife did not provide
the money. He also built a house upon it, and sank a well. When he and his wife parted, he left her a home
intact, the lease of a house in Goderichstreet, and an income by rents of 29s. per week. His wife had told an
untruth when she said that she had paid for the land out of her own savings. He knew Dundas, and was aware
that' he was in his wife's company at all hours, and he had spoken to his wife about the matter. Shortly after the
house was built, his wife said to him that she wished the tenants would

burn it down as she would like the money better than the house. She told him that the building was insured. To
the Coroner : He had never promised to burn the house down. He had never been connected with a fire, and did
not benefit by the fire in any shape whatever. The property was entirely in his wife's hands. He had been
separated from his wife for about two years and a half. On the night of the fire he was in bed by 9 o'clock.
Charles Morrell, the vendor of the land upon which the fire occurred, stated that the block was paid for by
Armstrong in cash, and there was no time-payment arrangement between Mrs. Armstrong and himself. The
bargain was made by Mr. Armstrong, and Mrs. Armstrong did not put in an appearance until the time arrived for
the settlement. Mr. Dundas was present when the transaction took place.



The Coroner in summing up, complimented Police-constable Young upon the prompt manner in which he acted
on discovering the fire.

The jury, after a short retirement, returned a verdict to the following effect : " The said premises were wilfully
set on fire, but there is not sufficient evidence to point to any person." We beg to call the Coroner's attention to
the false evidence given by Mrs. Armstrong and F. T Dundas. We wish to compliment Constable Young on his
prompt action, which saved the building and probably the life of the witness Varian.

Nathaniel was the youngest son of 14 children, born in 1855 to Francis Fraser Armstrong and Mary Ann Mews
(from the well-known boat building family in Fremantle.) His father was a collector for the Perth city council
and local interpreter for the indigenous population. Nathaniel was named after one of his Scottish ancestors,
Nathaniel Gow, who was a prominent composer back in their homeland. His father Francis, arrived in the Swan
River colony, from Edinburgh, aboard the Gilmour in 1829.

Nathaniel briefly took over his fathers collecting duties in June 1880, before entering into a brief photographic
business partnership with Robert Lewer on 28 August 1882, it only lasted 2 weeks. Lewer was later arrested for
stealing photographic equipment from Alfred Chopin. Nathaniel was summonsed as a witness to the case.
Armstrong then opened a photographic studio in Fremantle in December 1882. The studio was taken over from
Mr Greenfield and located opposite Mr Albert’s on High Street.

Little is mentioned of Nathaniel but he seems to have continued photography in some sense. In May 1885, The
Daily News reported that very credible photos taken by Armstrong showing the ‘turning of the sod’ of the York-
Beverley railway were on display in their office.

In October of that year, his brother Frank took him to court for fighting and causing a disturbance in the family.
Nathaniel pleaded provocation received from his brother, and that his father had consented to look over

the affair, which was a family quarrel.

The Magistrate told him he had himself seen evidence of his bad behaviour and would order him to give surety
in the sum of £10, and to find two other sureties in the sum of £5 each, for his good behaviour for the next six
months. Nathaniel appeared much astonished at the sentence, said he felt it to be a great disgrace.

In November 1886 he was again in the papers for the wrong reasons. His property being forcefully sold at
auction.

He seems to have been back in business the following year, residing in James Street, Perth, he started a 3 month
advertising campaign in July, notifying residents of Perth, Fremantle and Guildford that he is willing to travel to
them to take their photos. He also offered ‘special prices for poor people’ a phrase not usually seen in
advertising.

By June 1888, Nathaniel was having financial troubles again and ended up in court after assaulting John



Henderson who was acting as Bailiff. John had been ordered to seize Nathaniel’s property to pay off debts owed
to Frederick Leake for rent of his High Street studio.

When Henderson produced the warrant, Armstrong was alleged to have said; “Do you think that I will allow an
old **** like you to touch anything belonging to me?! Clear out from here, or I will punch your **** head.”
Nathaniel then allegedly seized Henderson by the shoulders, and threw him violently into the sand out the front.
Fortunately for Nathaniel, Henderson declined to press charges.

In October 1888 he was back in court charged for fighting with a Mr Percy Webb.

And yet again in July 1889, Nathaniel Armstrong was charged with having committed an aggravated

assault upon Mr. J. E. Stirling, who conclusively proved that the Armstrong had not received the slightest
provocation. In reply, Armstrong fully admitted the charge preferred against him, but said he was sorry for

his misconduct and humbly apologised for it. Stirling stated he did not wish to press the charge, and desired
only that the he should be bound over in his own recognisance to keep the peace towards him. The

Magistrate told the defendant that, had it not been for the complainant’s intercession, he would have sent him to
gaol for six months, without allowing him the option of paying a fine. After severely lecturing him upon his
brutal behaviour, His Worship fined Armstrong 40s., with the alternative of a month’s imprisonment with

hard labour in default of payment.

February 1890 he was fined 20s for disorderly conduct.

July 1890 he was charged with using threatening language, although the complainant again declined to go ahead
with the charges.

In April 1891, a newspaper article mentioned Armstrong was a photographer working in Perth.

May 1892 saw him back in court, fined 10s + costs for trespassing on the Railways.

In 1893 Nathaniel finally settled down and married Ada Hartley, to which he had three children; Lilian Edith
(1890), Ethel Grace (1893) and Harold Samuel Hartley Francis (1894).

He appears to have moved to South Africa at some point and returns to Western Australia in 1907 with his son
Harold. His occupation is listed as painter and the family appears to have been stranded in South Africa and
repatriated by the government.

At least two children were born to Nathaniel and Ada while in South Africa, Natalie in 1896 and Albert Lesley
in 1898.

By 1914 Nathaniel is back working as a photographer out of a studio at 270 High St. Wife Ada is not mentioned
and it’s possible that she stayed behind in South Africa.

In 1916 Nathaniel marries Eleanor Georgina Pulo Humble and they move to Diver Street, Claremont. Nathaniel
is listed as not having an occupation.

Nathaniel passed away on 26 October 1925 after collapsing while walking along William Street. He was
pronounced dead after being taken to Perth Hospital.

Sudden Death. — Nathaniel Mews Arm strong, an old-age pensioner, about 70 years of age, while walking
along William-street early last evening was seen to stop and lean against the wall near the entrance to an hotel.
Almost immediately he collapsed. The St. John ambulance was summonsed, but on arrival at the Perth Hospital,
Armstrong was found to be dead. Deceased was a boarder at a house in Francis-street and it is thought that his
wife is living at Fremantle.

THE LATE MR.J. C. MEWS.

There died on Wednesday, 11th inst., a gentleman whose passing away de mands more than an ordinary notice.
Mr.J. C. Mews was a very old colonist, having arrived with his parents, brothers, and sisters in the old ship
Rockingham in June 1830 bringing their own house with them (there being no houses of any kind at the time),
which they erected at Rockingham, and which subsequently was removed to a position on Mount Eliza, where



the family resided for some years. In his early days Mr. Mews went through great hardships and privations,
working amongst sandalwood, manna gum, and wool, in which capacities he mixed amongst the aboriginals and
acquired a, great knowledge and command of their language, being one of the very few who could converse
freely in the native tongue, which power he retained tilt within a few months of his death. For the past 60 years
Mr. Mews was resident in Perth, and until a few years ago, when he retired, and even before the advent of
steamers or tugs on the Swan River was engaged in carrying cargo to and from Fremantle in his own sail ing
boats. He consequently saw all the growth and advancement of the city and port, and remembered well bush
fires raging over what is now the site of the city of Perth. For about two years past Mr. Mews had been in failing
health, and while on a visit to his daughter, at Fremantle passed peacefully away at the ripe old age of 83 years.
He leaves a brother seven years his senior, Mr. Thos. Mews, of Fremantle. The funeral took place at Karrakatta
on the 12th inst, the Rev. J. Burridge. of Wesley Church, Fre mantle, conducting the service, the chief mourners
being Messrs. John and Walter Mews (sons) Walter, Aubrey, Arthur and Percy Green. S. Mews. E. Mitchell, J.

OBITUARY FUNERAL OF OLD COLONIST. OLD MEMORIES REVIVED. We regret to report the death of
Mrs. Mary Elizabeth Green, relict of the late James Joseph Green, who was well-known to the old residents of
Perth and the State. The late Mrs. Green was the eldest daughter of the late John Charles Mews, who atrived in
the State with his parents in the sailing ship Rockingham, in 1830. The landing place was then unnamed, but
afterwards named after the vessel. Mr. Mews' parents brought with them a house ready framed for erection, and
a complete outfit for shipbuilding, an in dustry which he started at Perth. The business was afterwards removed
to Fremantle, and is still in existence. The vessel in which the family arrived was careened on Garden Island, but
by some accident slipped off, and was lost. It is owing to this fact that the place is known as Careening Bay. Mr.
Mews also brought with him a number of sheep, and a large supply of stores; this was necessary, as in those
days, only one sailing vessel a year called at Fremantle. In some cases a greater time elapsed between the visits.
The only inhabitants of Rockingham at that time consisted of aboriginals, who caused the Mews settlers some
anxiety. They even went as far as trying to prevent the party from landing. The late Mrs. Green's father was a
boy of seven years when he landed with his parents, and courageously and cheerfully assisted his father in the
uphill work of settlement. At the age of 26 years, he married Miss Elizabeth Bishop, of Perth, to whom was born
two sons and six daughters, of whom four daughters and two sons are alive. The late Mrs. Green was the eldest
daughter of the family, and at the age of 25 years was married to the late Mr. J. J. Green, on the 6th of April

1871 by the Rev. H. B. Grimalde, of Guildford. A family of four sons and three daughters survive her. The
family of Mews are descendants of. the late Dr. Peter Mews, who was Bishop of Bath and Wells, who died in
1706, and was buried in Winchester Cathedral, where a monument commemorates his fidelity to King and



country. The late Mrs. Green was well-known to a large circle of friends in Perth and suburbs; she was a
member of the Wesley Church, and took an interest in all matters pertaining to the progress of all those
associated with her. She was of great assistance to the early pioneers of the State. Her funeral was attended by a
large number of relatives and friends. The chief mourners were: — Messrs. Walter, Arthur, Aubrey, and Percy
Green (sons), W. Mews (brother), J. Mitchell, sen., and E. Randell (brothers-in-law), J. Mitchell, H. Mitchell, S.

THE LATE MRS. SARAH JANE MITCHELL.
The late Mrs. Sarah Jane Mitchell, a resident of Australia of 66 years standing, passed away on the 13th in stant



at her late residence, 'Swanville, Bellevue-road, East Fremantle, after a long illness. The deceased lady, who
was born in Perth in 1850, had resided in Western Australia all her life, and principally at Fremantle. In 1869 she
married Mr. John Elijah Mitchell. A husband and a grown up family of four sons and three daughters survive
her. Mrs. Mitchell was a daughter of that hardy pioneer and ship-builder, the late Mr. John Charles Mews, who
came to this State in 1829 in the ship Rockingham. The spot where they landed was called after the ship. The
blacks disputed their landing, and they found it necessary to entrench themselves to fight the aborigines. It might
be interest ing to mention that the Rockingham was careened on an adjacent bank, from which she slipped off
and was lost. The bay in the vicinity, was named after the incident, Careening Bay. Mr. Mews brought out a
house in sections, and erected it on the edge of Mount Eliza, which was one of the first houses built in this State.
He also brought out the complete parts of a wooden vessel to establish a boat-building industry on the Swan.
The funeral cortege moved from the above residence, on Saturday afternoon the 15th instant, and proceeded to
the Fremantle Cemetery, where the remains were interred in the Church of England portion. The Rev. A.
Howard, who read a portion of the service at 'Swanville, also officiated at the graveside in the presence of a
very large gathering of relatives, friends, and old identities. The chief mourners were: — Mr. John E Mitchell
(husband), Messrs. Ernest, John, and Harold Mitchell (sons), Mr. Walter. Mews (brother), .Mr. Percy Hawkins
(son-in-law), Messrs. Sydney A. Mews, Aubrey, Arthur, and Percy Green and Malcolm Pamment (nephews),
and James and Robert Mews (cousins), The pall-bearers were: — Sir Henry Briggs, M.L..C., and Messrs. J.J.
Higham, Arthur E. Davies, J. Man ning, Frank Shaw, and F. Glaskin. St. Peter's Church, East Fremantle, was
represented by Messrs. G. F. Payne, and G. A. Wright (wardens). Many handsome wreaths were placed on the
grave, and numerous letters, telegrams, cards, etc., of condolence have been received by the relatives.

Late John Norman, Sr.

Mr. John Norman, Senr., died at his residence in Brunswick Road, Albany on Saturday, afternoon, at the age of
84 years. He had been in failing health for some time and his death was not unexpected.

The late Mr. Norman was one of the oldest Albany-born residents of the district. Born in 1861, he had lived here
all his life. Nearly 25 years ago, at the age of 60, he retired from the Postal service, after holding office as
Postmaster for some years. He had spent 44 years in the service. He gave a lifetime of service to the Methodist
Church in Albany and was a Circuit Steward and Treasurer of the Methodist Trust. His other interests were
mainly confined to the Masonic fraternity (he was a Past Master of Plantagenet Lodge) and the Albany Lodge of
the M.U.I.LO.O.F,, in which he had been prominent.

The late Mr. Norman's wife died some ten years ago. Of their family, one son, Percy, was killed in action during
the first world war. The surviving members are John (Albany), Eva (Mrs. R. H. Mason, Bunbury), Arthur
(Beverley), and Amy (Mrs. L. L. Carter, Perth).

The funeral took place yesterday afternoon in the Methodist Cemetery, Albany, and was attended by a very large
and representative gathering, Rev. A. G. Howse conducting the funeral service.

By a sad coincidence, Mr. John Norman, Senr., died only half an hour prior to the official opening of "Norman
House," which was named to honour the staunch support given to Methodism in Albany by the family of which
he was the head.

LATE JOHN NORMAN, SENR.

The late John Norman, Senr., who died on February 16, was born in Albany on May 20, 1861, a son of the late
Mr. James Norman. His father was one of the early arrivals in W.A ., having landed at Albany in charge of stock
for the Australian Pastoral Company in 1837. Joining the Postal Service in January, 1877, Mr. Norman finally
attained the position of Postmaster at Albany, filling that position for some years prior to his retirement nearly
25 years ago. Offers of promotion to more important offices could not persuade him to break his association
with his birthplace, to which he was greatly attached. For many years he was associated with the now defunct
Mechanics' Institute in Albany, holding office as Secretary for ten years. He gave unsparingly of his time and
ability to the Methodist Church in Albany. He was a Past Master of the Plantagenet Lodge, E.C., of the Masonic
Order, and during his term of office the Masonic Temple in Albany was built. He had also filled the post of
Provincial Grand Master of the M.U.I.LO.O.F. In 1884, the late Mr. Norman married Eliza, third daughter of the
late J. C. Mews, of Perth, their family comprising three sons and two daughters, of whom the youngest son,
Percy, was killed in action during the first world war. His wife predeceased him by some years. The funeral took
place on Sunday, February 17, in the Methodist Cemetery, Albany, in the presence of a large attendance,
representative of all sections of the community, both town and country, Rev. A. G. Howse conducted the service.



The chief mourners were Messrs. John and Arthur Norman (sons), L. L. Carter (son-in-law) and Gordon and
Walter Norman grandsons). The pall bearers were Messrs. H. Baesjou (a life-long friend of the late Mr.

Incidents in the life of an old Albany pioneer provided a

RECORD OF COLONIAL LIFE

by R.G.

WITH the death at Albany, on February 16, of Mr. John Norman, sen., of Brunswickroad, a link with the old
colonial days of the State of Western Australia was removed. This veteran resident, who was in his 84th year,
was formerly postmaster at the port of Albany for many years, during the mail boat era, and had intimate
knowledge of the his-tory of the port. His father, Mr. James Norman, came from England in 1841 in charge of a
consignment of sheep and cattle.

~Mr. JOHN NORMAN received most of his education at the Government school, close to the present Lawley
Park tennis courts; the laite Mr. T. M. Palmer was then headmaster. After leaving school in 1875, Mr. Norman
became a clerk with the first goldminlng company in this colony, known as the Standard. This was formed to
work a reef at Kendenup. It is stated that early samples of ore sent to Ballarat (Vic.) for assay revealed payable
gold, but later, when machinery was installed, the results were negative and the company later went into
liquidation.

Two years later Mr. Norman was appointed as a junior clerk at the Albany post office, and served a period of 44
1/2 years, right up to his retirement as postmaster in June, 1921. His career in the postal service was unique in
that the whole of this time was at the local office. The late Mr. G. H. Broomhall was then post-master, and there
were four other employees. With the increasing call of shipping in those early days, this number rose at intervals
to between 40 and 50 hands. The diversion of the mail steamers to Fremantle, the closing down of the large
timber mills at Denmark, and the building of the new telegraph line from Kalgoorlie to Adelaide, in lieu of the
old Eucla route, brought about big reductions.

In the year that Mr. Norman joined the local service, the mail consisteded of a monthly service to and from
England by the P. and O. Co., a monthly coach service from Perth, and also a monthly service by coastal
steamer from Fremantle. Among the vessels then employed on the local coast were the Otway, Rob Roy, Mace-
don and Lubra. The coach service ran to meet the steamer coming from England, and the mails had to be on
their way to the city within two hours of the vessel's arrival at Albany. The steamer from Fremantle met the
homeward bound mall steamer and had to be dispatched within six hours, as in the mean-time mails had to be
sorted and got ready for delivery at Vasse, Bunbury, Fremantle and Geraldton. The monthly overland mail was
carried by mounted police between Perth and Albany.

When the Goldfields rush was at its top as many as three and four interstate boats would also call at Albany,
each carrying mails, and there was also a fortnightly service to south coast ports, the small vessels Macgregor,
Ferret (a vessel with a history), Maitland and Dawn being engaged. Before this the Postal Depart-ment had a
contract with the late Captain Fred Douglas for a monthly trip to these ports, in the schooner Grace Darling with
remarkable skill. The schooners Iris and Agnes were also on the south coast at this period.

I often discussed those hectic days with Mr. Norman. This episode in his long and busy life he looked back on
with pride. "These were the days," he said, "before the completion of the submarine cable service between



Australia and England. Very lengthy Press telegrams would be sent from Ceylon to Albany by mail steamer to
be then dispatched over the line from this port. These were carried by the various pursers and the papers had
their shore representatives at the port. The latter had shore boats to give quick transport from the steamers and
many exciting races to lodge the telegrams first took place. It was not unusual for as much as 20,000 words to be
handled at one time, and with only the old-style single Morse transmitters and often a badly-working line the job
was then a big one. Prior to the cable service, there was no means of getting advice as to the time of arrival from
Ceylon, and many Irritating delays occurred at times."

Old Post Office

For about eight years Mr. Norman acted as mail officer at Albany, having to board all steamers calling here with
mails.

"On the whole," he used to say, "it was not too bad a job, but if by any means the steamer became quarantined
then it was the absolute limit." The veteran would recall the tedious and tiring process of fumigation of both
passengers and mails then carried out, in the far-back days when the scientific methods now used were not in
vogue.

"Before the erection of the additional rooms and the well-known post office tower in 1898," he added, "the post
office occupied the second floor of the building now used by the Customs Department; the top floor was
occupied by the Customs Department, the police, resident magistrate and the Clerk of Courts, with a large
central room for a courthouse. This was also used for public meetings, dances and concerts. After the mails had
been brought ashore to the end of the town jetty they were, In the early days, conveyed to the ground level of the
build-ing by means of a handcart. A small derrick was then attached to one of the verandah posts and the bags
were raised to the second floor by means of a block and tackle, the manual hauling power being supplied by the
postal staff.

"Before the advent of the Kalgoorlie railway the mails from there were taken by coach to Southern Cross, and
when these arrived at the Albany post office for sorting the men would be smothered in fine red dust. Steamers
from the Eastern States usually arrived about 2 p.m. and averaged from 250 to 300 bags each."

Stories of Albany's early coaling days were often recounted by Mr. Norman. The port was then largely
dependent on the P. and O. Co. for its prosperity, as it was necessary for all their vessels to refuel here, and the
coal sup-plies were brought from England by large sail-ing ships. The company, he said, had a large ex-
Indiaman, the Larkins, as a coal hulk, and a fleet of lighters ranging from 50 to 200 tons. A floating dock was
built for overhaul-ing the lighters and the water was pumped out of this by windmill.

American' and Hobart whaling ships also operated off the local coast at this time and were worth a lot of money
to the port. As many as 15 would be at anchor at one time.

Under the first mail contract the P. and O. boats ran direct from Albany to Melbourne, and to save time in
receiving mail the South Australian Government had a contract with the old A.S.N. Company to run a steamer to
meet the outward mailboat at Albany and take malls direct to Port Adelaide. Postal officials were carried and the
mail sorted en route ready for delivery on arrival.

On the death of Mr. Broomhall, in 1899, Mr. Norman was promoted to postmaster at Albany and served
continuously until his retirement. He always contended that the busiest time ever experienced by the Albany
office was during the visit of the American Fleet to the port in 1908, with 12,000 men on the ships of the "White
Armada." The Americans had not received a mail until their arrival at the port. There were four stamp sellers on
continuous duty at the counters and sales averaged about £250 daily. There were also many thousands of words
of Press messages dispatched all over the world. Another hectic period in the office working was during the
1914-18 war.

In 1884 Mr. Norman married Miss Eliza Mews, of Perth, and she predeceased him in 1935, after a happy
married life of 52 years. Lieutenant Percy Norman, the youngest son, was killed in action in France during the
1914-18 war. Another son, Mr. J. Norman, is engaged in commercial life at Albany. Daughters are Mrs. Lionel
Carter, of Perth, and Mrs. Mason, wife of the Rev, Arthur Mason, of Perth.

When Mr. Norman retired as postmaster in 1921 he received presentations from the citizens of Albany and from
the local postal staff. In addition to many avenues of public life, he was also secretary of the Albany Methodist
Church for 40 years,

ALBANY NOTES.

EMPIRE DAY. LOCAL CELEBRATION. . ALBANY, May 27.

Empire Day was celebrated fittingly. In the town generally bunting was flying from the various staffs of the
town. At 11 o'clock the Mayor, accompanied by Crs. Day, Pearson, and Boyle, and the town clerk, visited the
State school, where the children were formed up in the assembly hall. Also present, Mrs. Hassell, Messrs. C.



M'Kenzie, M.L.C, and A .H. Dickson, Ven. Archdeacon Louch, Rev. A. W. Bray, members of the school board,
as well as a large number of parents and friends of the children. The proceedings were open ed by the children
singing the National Anthem. The headmaster (Mr. M. Little) next addressed the children on the day in question,
adding they were taking the opportunity of unveiling the portrait of Lieut. Percy Norman, a prior pupil and
teacher of the school, who had paid the great sacrifice. He also welcomed those ladies and gentle men, including
the returned wounded who had attended to assist in making the function a success. Mr. Dickson followed with a
stirring address on the British Empire, and the part Australia played in assisting in the great war. The Mayor was
then called on to un-veil the portrait of Lieut. Norman, donated to the school by Mr. A. H. Dickson. In doing so
the Mayor gave a brief address on Empire Day, and paid a special tribute to Lieut. Norman, who had given his
life for his country. Mr. A.Y. Hassell followed, and urged upon the boys and girls to grow up good men and
women, and assist in keeping the Empire one of freedom. During the proceedings the children sang Kipling's
'Recessional,' "The Song of Australia," and the Austra lian Anthem. Cheers were given for the returned soldiers
present, and those who were going to the front, and the singing of the National Anthem brought the proceedings
to a close. The Mayor and party then visited the St. Joseph's School, where the children opened by singing 'God
Save the King.' Rev. Father Briody, in extending a wel come to the visitors, explained fully the reason they were
celebrating Empire Day. He pointed out the big fight the British Empire was putting up to give the world perfect
freedom. He concluded by saying that he would give a prize to every boy and girl attending school in the
Albany district for the best essay on how to make Albany a self-supporting portion of the great British Empire.
The Mayor followed with an address to the children, urging upon them the reason of celebrating Empire Day,
which was to commemo rate the death of the late Queen Victoria. He urged the children present to attend school
regularly, and grow up to be good citizens of the Empire. Mr. Hassell and Cr. Boyle also addressed the children.
The children sang in unison 'God Save the King' and 'Heroes of the Dardanelles,' both pat riotic numbers, and
the proceedings terminated with the singing of the National Anthem.

Carter, Lionel Lewin (1890-1968)

Lionel Lewin Carter (1890-1968), industrial advocate and employer representative, was born on 6 October 1890
at Williamstown, Melbourne, sixth child of Thomas Frederick Carter, a grocer from Ireland, and his English-
born wife Emily Jane, née Knight. In 1896 the family moved to Perth where Lionel was educated at the
Newcastle Street State School and Perth Technical College. Peripatetic in his early career, he worked as a clerk,
blacksmith, steam-hammer driver, optician and as a trainee chemist. He studied theology, joined the Methodist
Home Mission and was successively posted to Dumbleyung, Lake Grace and Menzies.

On 7 August 1915 Carter enlisted in the Australian Imperial Force and on 21 November married Amy Edith
Norman in the Methodist Church, Albany. Commissioned in February 1916, he served on the Western Front
with the 48th Battalion and was promoted captain in April 1917. He was the last man to withdraw when his
company held ground in the face of an enemy advance near Zonnebeke, Belgium, on 12 October 1917; he was
awarded the Military Cross. In April 1918 near Dernancourt, France, he was severely wounded and lost his right
eye. After medical treatment in Britain, he returned to Australia, 'chock full of confidence' and ready for new
challenges. His A.L.F. appointment terminated on 3 March 1919.

In 1919 Carter stood unsuccessfully as a Nationalist against J. M. Fowler and John Curtin for the seat of Perth in
the House of Representatives. Restless and 'unfit for indoor duty', he worked as a commercial traveller before
joining a real-estate firm. He was returned to the Legislative Assembly in 1921 as the member for Leederville,
but was defeated in 1924 when Labor ousted Sir James Mitchell's coalition government. Carter found the
parliamentary system unwieldy, rued his lack of legislative training and was frustrated by the 'party wheel'. As a
back-bencher, he felt that his voice 'cried in the wilderness' and he grew disillusioned, but he had been a
member of the royal commission on repatriated soldiers of the A.L.F. (1923).

Already an industrial advocate, he was made executive secretary of the Western Australian Employers'
Federation in 1929. With a dynamic personality, brilliant advocacy and a shoestring budget, Carter created a
strong, umbrella organization that handled all local industries. Under pressure and in troubled times he regularly
appeared in State and Commonwealth arbitration courts, tackling wage-fixing and awards, the 44-hour week,
price pegging, negotiations with the Australian Workers' Union and other bodies, unemployment, industrial
unrest and strikes.

Carter repeatedly clashed with (Sir) Walter Dwyer, the presiding judge of the Western Australian Arbitration
Court, and was a powerful influence on the Australian Council of Employers' Federations. His most publicized



and acrimonious wrangle occurred in May 1943 with E. J. Ward, Federal minister for labour and national
service, whom Carter accused of habitually, mischievously and unethically attacking employers' integrity. He
cited Ward's pronouncement that, by opposing price control, employers were 'sabotaging the war effort'. Ward
retorted that Mr Carter 'was not a very important person'. Backed by his W.A E.F. principals, Carter asserted that
the minister was interfering with the proper working of the arbitration process. The debate was widely covered
on radio and in the press. In July the federation lost its quota for paper for the Employers' Industrial Digest,
which did not reappear until 1947.

He left the W.A E.F. in 1949 to establish Carter's Motors at Bunbury. In 1958 a group of Perth businessmen
invited him to direct the Western Australian Trade Bureau. Carter's task was to manage a political campaign in
favour of free enterprise and against the Unfair Trading and Profit Control Act (1956). Highly conservative and
an experienced confrontationist, he was in his element—preparing press releases, authorizing broadcasts and
initiating political cartoons. The campaign contributed to the defeat of Albert Hawke's government in March
1959.

Almost six feet (183 cm) tall, Carter was well built and had a fair complexion. He was a gregarious man, an
excellent speaker and had a wry wit. At Green Gables, his Mount Lawley home, he enjoyed tennis parties and
musical evenings, and at the Charles Street Methodist Church he sang bass solo. Involved with Legacy, he also
supported his wife's work for the Mofflyn Children's Home. During World War II he had been a volunteer at
Western Command and sang at fund-raising concerts with Billy Edwards in a group called “The Specialists'.
Carter always marched on Anzac Day; he belonged to the Returned Services League of Australia and the 5th
Military Lodge. Survived by his wife and four sons, he died on 30 March 1968 at Claremont and was cremated.

'For conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty in moving his company into a gap in the attacking line on his
own initiative and gaining the objective. During the later withdrawal, by his effective placing of his company
guns he assisted the retirement of units on both flanks, and remained personally under very heavy fire until all
the men of his company had withdrawn. He then collected numerous stragglers from other companies and
organized them with his own company on the original line. Although buried several times and severely shaken
he remained with his men until relieved two days later.

Late J. C. Mews

The late Mr. John Charles Mews, who passed over the GreatDivide at Bunbury on Thursday last, was a direct
descendant ofMr. Peter Mews, who was Bishop of Bath and Wells in 1672 and occupied the See of Winchester
in 1684-one of the foremost men of his time, a leader of the Royalist Party, and a personal adviser to Charles I.
The grand-father of Mr. J. C. Mews arrived in W A. in the ship "Rockingham" in 1830, and his son, Mr. J. C.
Mews, father of the subject of this article, held many public positions in the city of Perth.

Mr. Mews was born in Perth in 1859, and after his schooling began his apprenticeship with Mr. John Summers,
coachbuilder, and five years later he proceeded to South Australia to gain more extensive experience. Having
further augmented his knowledge by

working at the same trade in Melbourne he returned to the land of his birth and opened business in Albany in
1882-68 years ago. He carried the business on, joining it with blacksmithing, undertaking, etc, until his
retirement some years ago; and he claimed it as being the oldest business connection in the town. He had the
hon-or of building the first spring ve-hicles in Albany long before the days of motor cars and pneumatic tyres.
In his time the late gentleman filled many public positions. For several terms he served as a member of the
Albany Municipal Council, and acted as deputy chairman of the Albany Road Board during the first year of its
establishment. He was a member of the Australian Natives' Association, and occupied positions of trust to that
body at Albany. He was also a founder of the local Dog and Poultry Association and in its hey-day was its



president. Also when the Fresh Air League was doing good work in entertaining goldfields children for summer
holidays he was an active member of that League, as well as any other matters in connection with the Albany
season.

In 1883 the late Mr. Mews married Agnes Catherine, daughter of the late Mr. and Mrs. Colin Campbell
Matheson, of Glasgow. His wife predeceased him about 18 months ago. Those of the family surviving are
Arthur, Maud (Mrs. Rigby), Effie (Mrs. Stephens) and

Charlie.

TICKET IN TATTS

FIFTH SHARE OF £6000 CLAIMED A WAGIN SYNDICATE. Perth, July 26.

Two old friends, who fell out over the division of Tattersall's spoils, were before Mr. Justice Dwyer in the
Supreme Court to-day. One of them, Charles Henry Mews, was seeking judgment to compel the other Max
Folland, to pay him £1200, representing a one-fifth share in a winning ticket, held by a Tat tersall's sweep
syndicate towards which five residents of Wagin had been contributing for some years up to the time, in
October, 1933, when they rejoiced in a £6000 win. The plaintiff, a hairdresser, carried on business in premises
occupied by the defendant, a newsagent, who was the treasurer for the syndicate, the members of which were
required to pay a weekly contribution of 1/4. The plaintiff claimed £1200, or thereabouts, as money received by
the defendant, for the use of the plaintiff, from Tattersall's. Ltd., in respect of the plaintiff's one equal fifth share
in a Tattersall s ticket, taken in the name of the syndicate, known as The Swatza. Alternative ly, he claimed a
declaration that he was entitled to a one-fifth interest in the money and proceeds payable by, Tattersall's Ltd., in
respect of the winning ticket. The plaintiff said he was an ori ginal member of the syndicate, which was formed
three years ago, and which included five members the defendant being the treasurer. Each member was
responsible for contri buting an equal share, 1/4 per week, and arrangements were made to con tribute every
week for a ticket in Tattersall's. About 12 months ago one member resigned, and his share was taken up by the
defendant. The latter who carried on a newsagency, was also agent for Tattersall's. The defendant, who denied
that the plaintiff was a member of the syndicate when the £6000 was won, said in evidence that he came to the
conclusion, when the plaintiff stop ped paying his contributions, that he (the plaintiff) had fallen out of the
syndicate, and that he (the de fendant) had taken his share over.



His Honour decided that the plaintiff was not a member of the syndicate at the time of the win, and gave
judgment for the defendant. He regarded each weekly transaction as a separate venture.

FARMER SHOT DEAD.

Gun Explodes in Fall.

Sydney Thomas Lawrence (34), farmer, of Gabbin, was killed when a shotgun which he was carrying exploded
as he was getting through a wire fence on his property last Friday evening. The shot entered the back of his
head. Mr. Lawrence, it is believed, was on his way to a fowl run, intending to shoot a wild cat that had been
killing poultry. There was no witness of the accident, but it is surmised that one of Mr. Lawrence's knees, which
had been causing him trouble for a considerable time, slipped out of point when he put his leg through the fence,
and that the gun went off as he fell backwards. The Bencubbin police were informed that Mr. Lawrence left his
home about sundown to muster the cattle on the farm. It is believed that while he was on his way to the cattle he
saw the cat, which had carried off nearly 100 fowls in the last two months, attacking others in the fowl run. He
returned for his shotgun and made his way back towards the fowl run. A search was made when Mr. Lawrence
did not return home and he was found at the fence about 7 pm. Dr. Hobbs, of Koorda, who was summoned, was
of the opinion that death was almost instantaneous. Mr. Lawrence left a wife and two children. The funeral took
place at Minnivale last Sunday afternoon.

DEATH OF AN INFANT.

CORONER'S INQUEST.

At the Coroner's Court yesterday the Acting-Coroner (Dr. Black), with a jury of three, resumed the inquiry into
the death of the male infant of Margaret Dearden, which occurred at Wanneroo, on the 14th inst. Sergeant
Sellenger conducted the inquiry on behalf of the police.

Margaret Dearden, a widow, residing at Wanneroo, said that at 5.45 p.m. on the 14th she gave birth to a male
child. No one was present. Witness, after the de livery, called out to Mr. Mews to bring some water and other
things that she re-quired. Mr. Mews brought the things, and left the room. Witness washed and dressed the child,
and laid it on the bed. The child was apparently healthy, and cried. She gave it two egg-spoonfuls of castor oil,
and some condensed milk. Mr. Mews came and took the child to the bed-room door and showed it to witness's
two children, and then brought it back to witness, who laid it on the bed on its back beside her. The child
seemed to wheeze as if it had a cold. The child lived more than an hour, witness thought. She was conscious all
the time, and had a clear recollection of all that took place. When it died she called Mr. Mews, and he put his ear
down to listen, and said it was dead. She could not account for the child's death. Its face was not covered. It
could not have been accidentally smothered. There was a light in the room. No ono touched the child but
witness and Mr. Mews. Witness did not expect the birth till the 3rd or 4th of September. She had things
prepared, and was coming into town to stay. About six weeks ago witness told a neighbour, Mrs. Hatch, that she
was coming into town, and she offered to make some clothes. Witness did not say that perhaps she would not
need them. Mrs. Hatch did not say, " You are surely not going to let this one be like the last one," nor did
witness reply, " You never know." Witness had everything ready for the child except two or three little things.
Witness was living with Mews, who was the father of the child.

She had been living with Mews since the 9th December. The child did not live more than an hour and twenty
minutes, as near as she could say. It did not live two hours. This was the second child that had I died suddenly.
Three had died, but there was no trouble about the first. One had been dug up at Wanneroo. Witness did not
think the child had died from suffocation. She had done nothing to it. No other person could have used violence
to the child without her knowing it. By the jury : When Mews took the child to the door it was in her sight all
the time. It was crying when he brought it back. It was a very delicate child. Re-examined: The body handed to
P.c. Douglas was that of the child. By the Coroner : Witness was bad for a very little while-very bad. Mrs. Hatch
was sent for, but was unable to come. When wit-ness felt very bad she sent Mews on horse-back for another
neighbour, but neither came.

Edward James Mews, a gardener, residing at Wanneroo with the last witness, said that on the 13th August Mrs.
Dearden complained of feeling unwell, and again on the 14th. She took to bed about 4.30 on the 14th. She never
told witness that she

expected to be confined. Witness was not present, but was called by Mrs. Dearden. Witness handed a flannel and
clothes to roll the child in. The head was not covered. The child cried at first, but afterwards only moaned.
Witness left the room, and, returning there, stayed for some time. Mrs. Dearden said after a while that she
thought it was dead, and witness looked at the child and saw that it was dead. To the best of witness's belief, the
child died within an hour. He did not touch the child after it was born. He did not lift the child, nor take it to the
door. Mrs. Dearden's children came and looked at the child in the bed. Mrs. Dearden's children were about 13 or
14 and 9 or 10 respectively. Witness picked the child up and kissed it. He did not know whether he took the
child to the door. He might have taken it a step. Witness remained in the room till the child died. The child was
lying on its back when Mrs. Dearden called his attention to it. It made a sobbing cry. No one could have touched
the child but Mrs. Dearden or witness. When the child was dead witness lifted the child on to the cot. Witness



sent one of the boys down with a note to Mrs. Hatch about 2 p.m. on the 14th. Witness did not tell any of the
neighbours that night that the child was dead. He reported it to the police on the 15th. Mr. Darch did not urge
witness to report the matter to the police. It was not true that Darch had insisted on him going to the police. Mrs.
Dearden was not prepared for the birth of the child. By the jury : Witness told Mrs. Harris that Mrs. Dearden
thought she was going to be confined, but she refused to come down. There was no blood tie between witness
and Mrs. Dearden, who had been married to witness's uncle. Her husband died on August 2, 1898. Witness had
made arrangements a week before for Mrs. Dearden to be attended to in September.

Frances Mary Hatch, said she lived about two miles from Mrs. Dearden. Previous to Mrs. Dearden's
confinement she told witness she expected to be confined in about a conple of months. Mrs. Dearden asked
witness to make things for the infant.

Witness told her not to be like she was last year, and she said she would not, even if she had no money. The first
witness knew of Mrs. Dearden being ill was when the little boy came over for the things. She knew the baby
was dead the next day, when the little boy came and told her.

Dr. Miskin deposed to having performed a post mortem examination of the body. Death, in his opinion, resulted
from asphyxia. Apparently the child had lived from six to twelve hours. The child was healthy. The asphyxiation
could not have been caused by birth, as described by Mrs Dearden. By the Coroner : The child was one that, had
it not been asphyxiated, would have lived. There was nothing shown by the post mortem examination whether
the asphyxiation was accidental or intentional. It could have been caused by the child being turned face
downward on a soft pillow, into which its face would sink.

P.c. Douglas deposed to removing the body to the morgue.

The further hearing was adjourned till to-morrow (Saturday) at 2 p.m.

An inquest was held on the body of an illegitimate infant who died suddenly at Waneroo on August 14. The
parents, Margaret Dearden and Edward James Mews, were present during proceedings.

WIFE SAYS STAMP ON HER FOOT WAS A SORE POINT

When she acted as peacemaker in an altercation between her hus band and her 18-y-o son at her home in Alma-
rd., North Perth, one night a few months ago, diminutive, greying-haired Mrs. Florence Mews received an injury
to her foot.

Convinced that her hubby stamped on her toes deliberately to keep her from interfering, she took action against
him yesterday in Perth Married Women's Court, charging him with cruelty. She told Magistrate F. E. A. Bateman
that her hubby, Albert Edward Mews, came home 'very drunk' about 6.15 p.m., started to call her son filthy
names during an argument at the dinner table and then challenged the boy to fight him. Tt was too much for me,
she said. 'When I tried to intervene my husband stamped on my foot, so I went for the police. My foot was so
swollen afterwards that I had to go to a doctor for treatment.’

Prohibited List

Her husband, she said, went on the prohibited list in February last year, but started drinking heavily 2 days after
the allotted time had expired. Two or 3 nights a week he was drunk, she said, and he made a habit of sitting in
the kitchen calling out filthy names. 'If I secure an order today,' she said, 'I will, have peace. I want him to leave.

'



In drink he's half mental. He even accused me of having an affair with a boy of 18. And that is a deliberate lie.'
Albert Mews, a casual gardener and a victim of cerebral palsy, told the Court that he had never intended to cause
his wife any injury. He claimed that on Feb. 26, he was offered a job at Geraldton so he had 3 or 4 glasses of
beer— but was 'far from being under the influence of liquor' — and went home to tell his family about it. His
wife, he said, told him she would be glad to see him go and that made him a 'bit hot under the collar.’

'Called Me A Mongrel''

There was a row,' he told the RM. 'My wife began to shout and my son began to stand over me. My son called
me a mongrel, pulled me over a chair and hit me. I told him it was not his business, but he kept punching into
me . ..' Mews said he had no knowledge that his wife had been injured until a couple of days afterwards, when
he noticed that she had 'a bad foot.' He admitted he had 'a glass of beer occasionally,' but he said it was 'a
deliberate lie' that he had been drunk several nights each week. 'When this summons came, he said, 'T was
helping my wife with the dishes. To this day I still don't know why I got it.' Mews denied that he'd used filthy
language in the home or that he'd accused his wife of associating with other men. Magistrate Bateman, after
listening to the evidence of numerous witnesses, thought it was 'a borderline case' and reserved his decision.
