FUNERAL OF  MR EDMUND STIRLING
The funeral of the laie Mr Edmund Stirling, who died at his residence at York on 
Tuesday morning. took place on Nov 3. the remains being interred in the family 
burial ground in the Anglican portion of the Perth Cemetery. The remains wore 
brought from York to Perth in the train which arrived here at 4 o'clock yesterday 
afternoon. Tbe body was encased in a jarrah coffin, with silver mountings. A 
good number of tbe deceased's friends gathered at the railway station, from 
which the funeral procession moved at about a quarter-past 4, and proceeded 
to the cemetery. Among those who showed their respect and esteem fer the 
deceased gentleman by following his remains to their last resting-place were : - 
The Commissioner for Police (Colonel Phillips), Captain Swan, Captain Ward, 
Mr. R. Fairbairn. (R.M., Fremantle), the sheriff (Mr. J. B. Roe), Messrs. E. 
Wigglesworth, E. K. Courthope, W. J. Leteher, J. J. Glaskin, H. J. Thompson, R. 
Birch, and A. Woedbridge. The chief mourners were : - Messrs. John and 
Baldwin Stirling (the deceased's sons), Messrs, H. Trigg, H. Stirling, S. Stirling. 
Herdern Stirling, Percie Stirling, H. Nash, S. Nash, and B. Birch (grandsons), 
Mr. S. Hymus (son-in-law), and Messrs. W. H. Foster and J. C. Foster 
(nephews). Messrs. Horace, Lewis and Fred, Stirling (sons of the deceased) are 
at present in tbe eastern colonies. The pall-bearers were : - The Director of 
Public Works (Mr. F. H. Piesse, M.L.A.), Captain Thomas, Messrs. A. Lovekin, 
B. B. Ranford, F. Glaskin, and R. Pether. Tbe coffin was covered with wreaths, 
including a very tasteful one from The Morning Herald. Among others who 
expressed their sympathy by sending wreaths were :- Mr. and Mis. Gallop, Mrs. 
Dyer and Mrs. J. P. Dyer, Mrs. Birch, sen., Mr. and Mrs- J. C. Foster, Miss 
Dinsdale (York),  Mrs. C. Edwards. Misses Dial (York), and Miss Harwood. The 
burial service was conducted by the Rev. J. Ellis. The funeral arrangements 
were in the hands of Mr. D. J. Chipper, the preliminary preparations at York 
having l-een carried out by Mr. Wausbrou^b, undertaker, of that place.

MR. EDMUND STIRLING. A VETERAN COLONIST.
Mr. Edmund Stirling, one of the oldost residents of Western Australia, and 
founder of the firm of Stirling Bros, and Co., Ltd., died at his residence, 
Avon-terrace, Tork, at 10 o'clock on Nov 2 morning. Up to the beginning of the 
present year Mr. Stirling had enjoyed excellent health, considering his advanced 
years. About a month ago he was overtaken with sickness, culminating in an

years. About a month ago he was overtaken with sickness, culminating in an 
issue of blood from the brain. From this, however, he seemed to have 
recovered, but other complications afterwards arose, and caused heart trouble. 
Dr. Johnson was assiduous in bis attention to his patient, and was aided by 
consultations with Dr. Davies, the Government medical officer for the district. 
For about three days before his death Mr. Stirling was in a semi-comatose 
condition, and it was evident to his friends that the end was approaching. The 
funeral is appointed to leave the Perth railway station at 4 o'clock thi6 afternoon 
for the Anglican cemetery. Mr. Edmund Stirling was born near the town of 
Worsted, Norfolk, England, in 1815, and came to Fremantle in 1830 in the ship 
Edward Lombe. Among the other passengers were the late Messrs. Thomas 
and Henry Carter, under whose care Mr. Stirling was placed. Shortly after his 
arrival Mr. Stirling associated himself with the first effort that was made to bring 
out a newspaper in the new settlement, the early issues being in manuscript, 
and being sold at 26. 6d. per copy. A site for the office - a bush humpy - was 
chosen at a spot about two miles from Fremantle, still known as Hamilton Hill. 
The plant was subsequently removed to Cantonment-road, and housed in a 
building which stood somewhere near the present railway bridge and Richmond 
Hotel. In those days local journalism was severely on its trial, as may be 
imagined, in the circumstances attending the little colony, whose development, 
fitful and tardy, inspired so little hope that few remained who had the means 
with which to remove to other fields wherein to invest their fortunes and employ 
their energies In spite of reverses, however, prosperity was gradually 
achieved,'and with it journalism kept alive. In the year 1840 we find the name of 
Mr. Stirling associated with that of Mr. Macfaul in founding Tim Inquirer, which 
was printed on an Imperial press, which is still preserved on the premises of this 
journal. Mr. Macfaul died soon afterwards, aud the property ultimately fell into 
the hands of Mr. Stirling. In 1855 The Inquirer absorbed the Commercial News, 
the first of the many journalistic ventures at Fremantle. Retiring from active 
business pursuits about the year 1879, Mr. Stirling was succeeded by his sons. 
In the early days of Perth Mr. Stirling took an active interest in all public matters. 
For many years he occupied a seat on the Town Trust. Subsequently he 
became a member of the Municipal Council. The planting of shade trees in the 
streets was with him a special hobby. We believe that to Mr. Stirling's energy, 
and the co-operation of Mr. George Glyde and the late Mr. Bernard Smith aDd 
Mr. James Dyer, the people of Perth are indebted for tbe formation, of what is 
known as tbe Forrest-avenue.

SINCE our last issue another old colonist has gone to swell the ranks of the great majority one who 
has had more to do with the vicissitudes incident to Press life in a young colony than falls to the lot 
of womankind in general.

The subject of our 
notice, after a residence of fifty-seven years in this colony, passed peacefully away at her 
residence in Beaufort-street, last Tuesday evening, beloved by her children, grand-children, and 
great-grand-children, and universally revered by friends of every class throughout the length and 
breadth of the land.

Mrs. Edmund Stirling, one of the State's early pioneers, passed away at her residence, in Pool 
Street, York last Thursday evening, within a fortnight of having attained her 83rd year. Mrs. Stirling 
was the only daughter of Mr. Alfred Wright, who was drowned during the 'fifties in a yachting 
accident near the Can ning Bridge. She was twice mar ried. Her first husband, the late Mr. Richard 
Goldsmith Meares was a prominent York pastoralist. During the early 'nineties she married the late 
Mr. Edmund Stirling, who was one of Western Australians earliest journalists, among his 
newspaper en terprises being that of "The Inquirer," the parent of the "Daily News" the combination 
dating from 1840. Mrs. Stirling is survived by two sons both of whom are farmers - Mr. George 
Meares of Winnigup, Bridgetown. and Mr. Seymour Meares, of Green Hills. She was an active 
member of the Anglican Church and identified herself with York charities throughout her long and 
useful life.

After 84 Years.
At "Rosslyin." Claremont, last Saturday, a large gathering of relative.s and friends assembled to 
offer their congiaiuiaticns to Mrs. Sarah Chipper upon her 84th birthday. Mrs. Chipper Is a member 
of the Stirling family; being one of eleven children who first saw the light in St. George's Terrace, 
upon the site that is now occupied by St. George's House. With the exception of a few years, at a 
London school, she spent her long and eventful life in her native State. In appearance and 
conversation Mrs Chipper possesses the vivacity cf women many years her junior. Her husband, 
the late Mir. Richard Chipper, was far many years contractor for conveying the English and Eastern 
mails and passengers to and from Albany and Perth, when the time occupied in doing the journey, 
each way, was 72 hours, his conveyance being a gaily-painted red-and-yellow van, that was 
propelled by six horses, which were changed every twenty miles. For each hour the mails were late 
in arriving at Perth or Albany the contractor was fined ten pounds for every hour he reached these 
outposts under the time specified in tlie contract, he was paid that amount extra; consequently the 
pace was one of high pressure, from start to finish, each fortnightly trip. For many years the 
brothers Chipper, Richard and Thomas were the only drivers of the Royal Mail. Richard completing 
the journey between Perth and Kojonup (where Thomas lived in the house in which Mr. Henry 
Clarke, an ex-Mayor of Fremantle, met his death, owing to a gun accident); Thomas handling the 
ribbons between his homestead and Albany, and vice versa. The Chippers were considered to be, 
by travellers from all parts of the. world, the leading Jehus cf the Commonwealth, and, after the 
death of Mr. Thomas Chipper, his two sons, John and Henry, were worthy successors of the two 
"kings cf the whip" between Perth and King George's Sound. Mr. and Mrs. Chipper had a family of 
nine children, two of whom, Ross and Lindsay made the supreme sacrifice, after pioneering the 
wheat belt at Quarading for several years. Miss Millie Chipper (now Mrs. Major Ross) is associated 
with her husband at the head of an important outpost of the Salvation Army in India. Another of the 
Chipper girls is at the head of the W omen's Police Department at Fremantle; wliile Mr. William 
Chipper is Secretary for one of the State's largest Building Societies. During her gilrhood Mrs. 
Chipper was an active member of the staff of the "Inquirer" (parent of "The Daily News"), which 
was established by her father, the late Edmund Stirling, in August, 1840.

Stephen 
Wright (ex-President), A. S. J. Fry, A. W. Bray, and E. H. O. Nye, Brigadier Driscoll (Salvation

For a considerable time past 
Mr. Chipper had been in the enjoyment of but very in different health, suffering severely at 
uncertain intervals from the alarming malady to which he finally succumbed. Few of the older 
residents of the Colony- he was among the first who were born in Western Australia - were better 
known or more generally liked than the deceased, who has passed away at the comparatively early
age of 56. The deceased married a daughter of Mr Edmund Stirling, by whom he leaves a family of 
seven children - two sons and five daughters - who are, however, fairly well provided for. The 
funeral took place at 4 o'clock this afternoon.

Mr. F. R. STIRLING.
Mr. Frederick Robert Stirling, well known in local commercial circles, died of 
Bright's disease at "Trevenna," Hay-street, on Saturday morning. Deceased 
was a native of Western Australia, hav-ing been born in Perth on November 11, 
1847. He was a son of the late Mr. Edmund Stirling, a pioneer settler of the 
State, and the founder of the firm of Stirling Bros. and Co., the original 
proprietors of the "Inquirer, and Commercial News" and the "Daily News." On 
the retirement of the head of the firm the control of the two newspapers fell to 
his sons John, Frederick, Horace, and Baldwin. Ultimately the firm was merged 
into a limited liability company, and under the new conditions of management, 
the "Morning Herald" was established.

A PIONEER PASSES.
By the death of Mrs Horace Stirling, which took place at the residence of her family- "Norfolk," 
South Perth-a few days ago, a link with two of the State's earliest pioneer families passed, away. 
Mrs. Stirling was a member of the Armstrong and Jones families, her four grandparents having 
been passengers by the ships Gilmore and Lotus, both of which anchored at Fremantle during 
Foundation Year (1829). Her paternal grandfather-Captain Adam Armstrong-was an officer under 
the Duke of Wellington; and lost an eyee at Waterlooo. With his five sons Frank, George, Adam, 
Christopher, and John, and one daughter, who married a merchant named Montgomery and 
settled in Canada, the old hero landed at Clarence, locating their farming implements, household 
effects, and live stock, at Dalkeith, the name of the Armstrong home in Scotland.

During the 40 's the 
Armstrongs purchased Ravenswood, near Pinjarrah, now the property of Mrs. Alfred Thomas, who 
is one of Captain Armstrong's granddaughters. One of the State's octogenarians (Francis Gow 
Armstrong, JP), ex-Mayor of Geraldton, now a resident of Greenough, is Captain Armstrong's 
senior living representative, many of whom made the supreme sacrifice at the Great War. Mrs. 
Adam Armstrong was the eldest daughter of Mr. Richard Jones, who was Perth's first painter and
